WAR CLOTDS I¥ S0UTH CAROLINA

The White and Black Clans Gather-
ing for Battle.

Parade of the New Rifie Clubs in Columbia—The
Aristogratio Sons of the Paluetto State Shoul-
doring Thefr Muskets—Organization of
Volunteer Militla Companies to Oppose
the Colored National Guards—De-
soription of the Organization of

‘ the Rival Armies—United

CHARLESTON, May 8, 1871,

Since that terrivle day for South Carolina when
the blue-coated cohorts of Bherman marched into
Columbla, burning, destroying and looting as tihey
came, this Btate has not been placed In such peril
a8 she 18 to-day, morally, socially and polltically.
The people are now really face to face with an issue
Wwhich will be determined in a few weeks. Events
are erowding fust.

Three days ago, for the first time &ince the war,
800 white men, many of them belonging to the
best fammlles n the State, marched throogh
the maln streeta  of this  city with  the
precleion of veterans, each man uniformed
and equipped In rifle green or  gray, And
carrylng o Remington or a Winchester sixtecns
shooting rifie on his shoulder. Bauds piayed, and
as & teetimony of the feeling of the falr sex swarms
of ladies of the flrst society gatherea at window,
balcony, doorstep and sidewalk to smile at and
wave handkerchiefs to the young men, who, for the
first time since 1865, have appeared openly with
arms and uniforms in this State, These rifie clubs
ave chartered as clubs only, the Carolina Rifie Club
carrying Winchester rifies, for which they pay thir-
ty-ive dollars aplece as private individuais=the
Btate, of conrse, having nothihg to do with this
company; but the other companies lately organ-
1zea, such as the Sumter Rifie Olub, are yet withont
arms. The Charleston Rific Club, the Adger Rifie
Club and the Washington Rifle Club have,
I believe, humbngged Governor Scott Inlo giving
them arms from the Biate, he recelving some ¥ind
of & verbal promise from 1heir officers that they
ware Lo conslder themselves as State militla. 'Thelr
commisslons, Bowever, were Issued in blank and
not diled out, and the clube are essentially clnbs,
and lave nelther company, letter nor regimantal
organization. An Irish rifie club will be raised o o
fow daye and will probably be recruited from the
Palmetto Fire Company (ail fire companics here are
voluntary), which to a large extent Is composed of
Irieh citizens. Five or rix companios are being
organized besitle, but aa yet they are In embryodn
this city, and events wiill, no doubt hadten thelr
bivth,

Yesterday the Charlestonians came out in strong
force on several of the streets to gaze at o very
ominous sight. Twelve brass fleld guns, with
forges, calssons and all the paraphernalia of guus In
battery, swept throngh the streets to the citadel,
the last place In tMs cliy where Genoral Conacr
placed a sentry for the Confederacy, the night before
the pridge across the Ashley was burned, when the
Unlon troops arrived In front of the clky. A few
days since came one hun cannonlers of the
Untted States Third artillery, and last weak came o
troop or cavalry, and in the neighborhood of the
citadel the hammer and chisel and saw are heard
