new treaty betwoen Great Britain and ttie Unit' a
tstatos. They htm Interviews with the President,
the Secretary of state and several members of the
Jo nt High Commi-sion. This evening there was a
meeting at Senator Morten's rooms at tlio National
Hotel. Among those present were Senators Morton
and Cameron, .Judge Willi mis, of the Jolm nigh com¬
mission; Secretary Fish and J. c. Uancroit Davis.
At thli meeting the treaty wa.i read over by Mr. Davis
ami commented upon by Morton and Cameron.
Messrs. Fish and Wfliiums, of iho Joint Iligh Com¬
mission, explained, as mey went along, the various
articles of the treaty. General Cameron and
Senator Morton express themselves as highly
pleased with the document. The English
claims recognized are included within the
years from 1301 to 13C5. The claims for the
Fenian raids upon Canada arc excluded, though It
is understood the English Commissioners were
anxious to have them acknowledged. The treaty
will be Bicued to-morrow. The British Com nils-
siouers have exacted of the American commissioners
that every means snail bo used to keep the treaty
from being made public until ratifications have been
exchange. This precludes the idea of its being
considered in open sea-sion.

The Extra Settsion of th» Somite.
The probability ig that tnere will be a full Senate

Obligations of the Sioux City find Pacific

Kuilroad.
Under the act of July 2, 1804, the Sioux City and

Pacific Railroad, connecting witn the Union Pacific
Railroad, received laud grants and bonds from the
United states, and tho Union l aciCc was released
from the construction of that branch. The question
arose whether or not the Sioux City and Pacific
Railroad were required to pay one-halt of the com¬
pensation for services rendered to the government
in aid of Its con- auction, as proviucd by the fifth
section of Hie act of July 2, 1SC4, in the case of the
Union Pacific. The Qutuiermuetei' General referred
the matter to Comptroller Urodliead, who decided
that the conditions which obtain in the Union Cen-
trul and Kansas Pacific Railroad Companies In this
regard apply also, to the Sioux City an 1 Pacific
Railroad, and that its amounts for government
transportation must be settled in the same way and
on the samo terms.

Metric Intcrnntionnl ^tniiilnrfl of Cnfnnne.
Advices have been received at the Tr. asury De¬

partment from prominent citizens of Hremen to the
ctlect that the effort which has been made for many
months post in iavor ol cilecting uniformity in
coinage on an international basis, having one and
one-half grammes pure gold to tho dollar, is being
received with great favor and promises to be sue-
cess fill. Valuable pamphlets favoring this scheme
were also received. It may be Interesting, in this
connection, to state that Governor Ito, the special
Commissioner of the Japanese government to this
country, fully endorses the snmc views, and hopes
to bring about the adoption of adjustment of the
the coinage system to the metric international
standard.

The table for Wisconsin
snows the estimated value of all faun productions,
Ac., to be $78,ooo,ooo, tho pre-cnt cash value ol
farms being $300,000,000, and the farming Implc*
incuts ami machinery over $14,000,000.

Ton have already been Inforined of the facts m
the case of the suicide of Dr. Curtis Chapman, a
ycung and highly respected physician or this vil¬
lage; but the full particulars aie oi a sail character
and the surroundings ot such an interesting nature
that 1 cannot refrain from forwarding them in full.

' Dr. Chapman was twenty-two years of age, and tlie
junior member of the linn ol Raymond <fc chapman,
druggists. Ills father, Mr. Henry Chapman, is one
of tho most sucstantial moneyed men or the
village. On Tuesday last the suicide left lils
store at nine o'clock In tlie morning, and proceed¬
ing to another drug store In the village purchased
an ounce or prtisslc acid and lefi. That was the
last seen of him alive. Not returning at night nor
the next day, ins parents became alarmed at his
singular disappearance, and on yesterday, in con¬
junction with many of the young man's rrlends,
commenced a starch lor him. At three o'clock in
the aiceruoon tuey loiuid his deiul body lvmg in the
woods, one mile north ol here. He laid evidently
stmgalcd considerably in ins dying moments, as
his lace was bruised and lying downwards on the
ground. On Ills person was louud the empty prus-
iic add phial and a note. The purport of the lat¬
ter was that he nad lelt Ills gold watcn and jewelry
in lus sale in the store, and also two letters, which
would explain everything. He also directed the
finder to tike the safe ke.v I'rom nls pocket. His
bony was at once removed to his father's resilience*.

1 litre were various causes ascribed for the rash
a t when the sad ailatr became known, some
stating that his ill health hurried liliti to his grave,
others told that lie had been disappointed in love, a
report iiulte likely, but tlios-e who proiest-cd to
know gave out that his business was embarrassed.
iUl speculations, however, were put to re-t by

«.iade lo the manner of hlsdeuili. Ho ul-o desired
to be burled In a pine coitin, ami that his father and
other should not attend ins ltinerai. lie wished a

simple stone to be erected over his grave, w nil iua
name mid nothing more insciined upon it.

It is not yet known what the letter which was
directed to the ruuiily containeil, but n is believed
that its coutents reler to causes other than llnaucial
for killing himself. A gentleman, however, who
was luuui to wuh deceased said that on the day of
his uojtn Dr. Chapman had a note lor $l,5uo to pay.This could, however, have hardly been tlie c-.tu-se,
tor he could have commanded mat amount al an/
nine, lie was a temperate young man, of good
business hiiults, and enjoyed a large circle of ac¬
quaintances, who moved In tlie best society. And
now comes the most singular part of the matter.

married to a young lady who resided in iirooklyn,
who, but a few months previous to Ills demise, iv-
nounced lilm. He, too, was In every rcspoctaflne

marry, and became betrothed early this spring,tslie paid another visit to her I'ougiikeep-le iricnds,

In the paper, which announcement brought, out a l

is barely possible that caused liini to kill himself.
He was' widely known, and the unhappy termina¬
tion of his career has caused profound sorrow.

Tlie horror which the murder of Mr. Putnam lias

cast ov?r the public scarcely seems to have roused
the fears of some of the night-walking thieves an<l
assassins. We came very near having to record In
our columns this morning a similar atrocliy. About
eight o'clock last evening a peaceable citizen of
Hoboken was on liis way home to his little
family, when, at the corner of ^cwjirfc and
Garden JJ^ta, a stalwart ruiliai^ rushed furi¬
ously upon him, and with some murderous weapon
struck him violently on the head. The victim fell
senseless t<> the ground, nnd the wonla-be assassin,
snatching the man's pocketbcok, tied. The heavy
blow, however, and a piercing groan from the
bleeding man, were heard by tliarles Weir, who
keeps a store nearby. He ran lr.io tlie street, and
in a moment saw the villain fleeing fast irom the
scene.
