EISTCRY OF THE BLOOHY CREME.

BMITOFIELD, N, O., May 6, 1871
THE EXECUTION,

A bolt shot back, two rusty hinges squeaked with
a dismal sound, thirty-six people stood glaring with
a morbid taste, and Madison Youngblood was sns-
pended in midalr, This was the execution of a
negro criminal ror the murder of Mills Draughon,
White, on e 15th of Febroary, 1870

THE MULDER,

From the minutes of the testimony the murder
appears to have been a cold-blooded affalr, induced
by the most disreputable associations, Tie murder
was committed by Youngblood on the nyhs
of Febrvary 12, It appears that Yeanghbloou
and Mils Dranghon were In compiny at
a place Known as Meadow Towuship, in this
county, both, at least Dranchon was, known to be
o gambler and horse thiel: he was the murderedl
man, and of course Bympathy re:ts entlrely with
him, On the evening of the murder Didnghon and
Youngblood eame together by unacconotable elr-
cumstances In agambiing polntol view. In Meadow
Township, apd near the publiz meeshng place,
Youngblood ond Dranchon met, they went Lo a
negro shanty near by ana 4 game was proposed,
This resulted In a quarrel, durlng which Draonghon
Inid down ona bed, when the dispute enlminared
In Youngblood shooting Drauglhon through the
head. The murder was a cold blooded affalr fov the
purpose of robbery.

AOW THE MURDERER WAS DISCOVERRED.

The murderer had evaded arrest aotll Jannary
last, whcn he was first recoguized on the ateamer i,
E. Lee, runnlng betwean Fayetteville and Wuming-
ton. One of the Lee's passengers was a gentleman
named Robert Draughon, & brother of Mills
Draughon. Whenbut a short distance on the way
another passenger was takeu aboard, who as soon
a8 he touched the deck was recognived Ly Al
Dravghon a8 being the muracrer of s broiher,
He lmmediately made Kuaown this fact, wlen
Youngblood was arrested aud pronerly scenrved,
betng placed under gunard until the hoat should
arrlve at Fayetteville, where be wowid be deliveied
over to thie authorities.

EFFORT TO ESUADE.

When only about a mile batos Couneil Blafs, in
Bladen county, tia prissier managoed to elude his
guards and jumped overvoard for the purpose of
ewimming asbore; as e did so Mr. Draunghon
Aprang in after b, but Youngblood succecdel in
reaching the snore firat, gnd in thus eseaping it
8eema that he then croased the country and come
ont on the eounty road on the way Lo Fayeitevilia,
where Le fell 1 with another colorel man, named
Tone Devane, These two jonrneyed together, when
Youngilood beeanie communiecitlye and told Devane
of his adventares, pekuowiedglug in the course of
the convoraation, that Le was gullty of the murder
wiih wilch he was charged,

THE RECAPTTRE.

Trevana soonmade up his mind to attempt the cap-
tnre of the murderer, but awalied ontll he saw
assistance al hand before he put it into execntion,
Happening to look behind him, he saw a gentleman

named McSween riding along the same direction
in which they wera going, when, thinking that the
roper moment Lad come, he gulekly diopped be-
ind Yonungblood, and throwing his arms around
him gucceeded 1o gecuring bim nutil Mr. Mesween
could arrive on the spol to ess18 him, '"Chis wos
done and the prisoner was properly secured and at
onee taken to Fayotteville, when he was lodged in jul
until the Sherul of Julinson conury came for nin,
THE THIAL.
