CowsTANTINOPLE, March 31, 1871

Ominous clouds have darkened the polttical hori-
=Zon of Roumanla; Bucharess has been in a ferment
all the week. The telegrams state, it 18 urue, that
there has been no popular tumull or rioting; but
4his fact 18 mainly due to the strong aversion of the
Wallach to a fight. In the West agitation I a aymp-
tom of excltement which, ten to one, will cwuminate
in blows; with the Wallach it s itsell the climax,
and, however discontented he may be, he rarely
alttampls to mend matters or 1o soothe his own feel-
ings by getting his head broken, In my lost week's
letter I mentioned that the Ghika Ministry had re-
sigued, and later advices anunounced that Prince
Charles had got Mr. L. Catargl to form a ‘*mod-
arate’ government; but ns Its constituent menmbers
are as moderate in capacity as the whole 18 in po-
ltlcal feeling, newther long Iife nor any great
amount of prosperity can be predicted for this feeble
band.

CHARLES TO BE DEPOSED.

The Mimstry having been lormed, there arose in
the Chamnber o disgusslon so porientous that Prince
Cbarles then gnd there dissolved the Assembly, His
own deposition was the theme. We have now,
therefore, to walt for the result of the electitns;
but this can scarcely be doubtful; for, whatever
party may prevall, the fall of the Hohenzollern
dynasty 18 oertain, since Ity vary well-meaning
and consclentious represcutatlve has not a leg
of local indvence to stand upon. What, then,
18 to follow? I the country had Do account to
render of itself to a suzerain Power, or even If It
had stabllity and respectability enough to com-
mand the confldence of s pelghbors, we should
probably see a Roumanian republie, with John
Ghika as President. But this would be cqually un-
acceptable to Turkey, to Russia and o Austria, To
Turkey 1t might be serlously perilous; for, notwith-
standlug that the Serviens have lawerly displayed
much national sell-coutrol aua appear to be steadily
occapled with their own internal development,
1t 18 very questionable whether they would
be proof against the unsettling Influence of
a trans-Danublan republic. Movement in Servig
would mean invasion of Bo:ma, an effort for which
Bervia s not yet ripe, but which wonld neverthe-
less be most disastrous to Turkey, Kuossla, who was

always opposed to the unlon of Wallachia with
Motdavia, will probably hatl tne present opportu-
Ity tor effecting thelr reseverance. Austria nas as
much to fear from aparchy as ffom & republic on
her froutter; and it 18, therefore, tensonable to lonk
for a mulitary occupation of the United FPrinelpell-
ties by Turkey, In which she will probably be as-
asted both by Austria and by Russin,
