As a reform movement it was shakiug tne
old foundations ci Brahminlam, and now, per-
chance, is to have Its own foundations shaken.
What glorious results arc to lollow we cannot pre-
diet, but we trust that a time of great enlargement
in India is at hand.

Rome, April 10, 1871.
Holy Week, which terminated yesterday, Easter

.Sunday, will long be remembered here, for noue of
the grand oeremonloa of the Cathollo Church were
performed, and many curious foreign tourists,
attracted solely to gaze and admire, are to-day leav¬
ing the city with the irritating disappointment that
It was not given them to behold tlio religious
glorlos ol Rome.those glories having this year faded
or melted down luto a beautiful nothing. The ex-
planation of this aud the two distinct views current
In regard lo the non-celebration deserve to be given.
The week has passed aloug Just like any other week,
and truly the change from last year has beea strik¬
ing. Then tho presence of the prelates at ;he coun¬
cil rendered especially interesting tho grandloso anu
Imposing spectacle of the Catholic worship usually
given during the Raster season to all comers in the
venerable metropolis. The easier, devout and varie¬
gated throng was yesterday absent at the tomb of
tho Apostles, inside St. Peter's, and the lnnneusa
square in lront of the church waited in
vain for the hundred thousand visitors and
spectators wont to beud tho knee at the sonorous
voice of 1'ius IX., when imparting the Apostolical
benediction, urbt et orbl; the cll'/tietis of arms, tlio
nelglnug or steeds, the rumbling of gilded coaches,
and the confused murmur of the vast concourso of
people, all lnteut upon the supreme moment of tho
lamous blessing from the balcony, were yesterday a
desideratum on the grand square. Only a few strag¬
glers seemed to slip into the doorway of tho great
church, while Plo Nono with the prelates of Ills
Court, contented thomsclves with sayiiig mass in
pilvatc chapels, tho Pope, having descended pri¬
vately luto the Sistlne chapel during an hour aud a
half lor tho benefit of the Austrian Ambassador and
a few 01 her privileged peisons of tho nobility. Tlio
city remained quieter aud duller than usual, nnd It
Is hence not astonishing that tlio tourists have left
witn a pang oi rage at havlug been compelled to put
up with a sight of one-half of the cily-vlz.: tho
antiquities.

ably hold 40,000 visitors every winter It is clear that
the new oillclal comers will tind space enough In
tho old houses utul palaces already existing.

Full Texi ol" tliu Address of (lit* t'ro.naion of
the University of itomo to Or. OoliiiiKer.
The following Is the text ol an address from tho

professors of tho University of Home to tlio Capitu¬
lary Provost, Dr. Ignatius Dol linger, Professor of
Ecclesiastical History uud Dcaii of tho Faculty of
Theology at the University of Munich:.
The strife which, in order not to fall m the most

sacred duties of your character as ecclesiastic, or
science as theologian and historian, ol molality aa
citizen, you nave been unaolc to reiuse, and wiitcn
has heen imposed upon you by lneu who, unfaithful
to their own couvictions and declarations, soieuiniy
proclaimed in the last Council, have preferro I to
be your persccutjrs rattier than to unite
themselves to >ou in order that they might
save the Immunity of their episcopal
rights, and give their testimony to
Christian tiuUi -this strife, iruni the high principle*
that are in question, ami from the consequencoa
that may issue from It in a near future, has at¬
tracted toward you the attention and good will oi all
those who. standing within or without the Church,
are convinced that u work of moral regenera¬
tion and conciliation is now necessary in
Europe. The Catholic Church, wiitcli, froui
the universality of her conception, irom her
painful but not always unmerited historical
experiences and from the urgent necessities of the
present, should nave loll more than ever the need
or unity, has.through tho recent dominions of the
Vatican Council, and through tne worldly ambition
of retaining that which, imposed ou her as a histori¬
cal necessity iroiu the conditions ol ihc liie of the
Mid lie Ages, Is now oi evident and scr.ous prejudico
to her divine mission.divided herself irom tna
laity, from the best and tue most learned of her
bishops, irom the nations and States of F?urope,
from science and irom civili/.ation.

It is impossible that this division can bo the legltu
mate consequence oi religion and Christian princi¬
ples. It is also Impossible that European society,
w bu ll, in Its adhesions and even in its resistances
of eiiilitoen cetiluiles, has nevertheless always a|»-
proacbed nearer towards morality ana Christian
ideality, cun have become all at ouoc incapable of
exercising its noblest Instiucts, and, suddenly per¬
verted, cau have renounced all the principles of ua
historical and moral development. In tne first
place, one would be obliged to say thai religion la
impossible and contrary to humanity; and, in too
second, that Providence does not exist. We, on
the ^contrary, believe that there Is uoilung more
humau than religion, and that Providence bow-
ever considered and however defined, Is a law, tho
historical reality or which 11 Is impossible to dotibu

lhe reason of the present perturbation o> souls ia
not to be sought lor in the luiidament.u conception
or civil coolety. nor in that or the religious institu¬
tion, but in certain tendencies which beoamc preva¬
lent in tne Komlsn church after the Couucilof Trent.
The German separation of the sixteenth century,
which, in tliu opinion of the Church of Rome, was au
evil and unpardonable rebol lion, had nevertheless one
consequence.namely, her reform.among many
others, that even the aforesaid Church, which cou-
tuiuod, not in the ancient and original sense, but
lrom opposition to the dissentient churches to call
herself Catholic, must conless to nave beeu lor her a
great benellt.
This reiorm, which, if anticipated, as some of

the cardinals and Italian bishops thou wished,
would Lave prcvenie.l a separation, was (lie
consequence of the German reiorm. The Catho¬
lic and Evangelical Churches are, since the slx-
tccnlit century, Keformed Churches. In the con¬
ception and fact of reiorm lay, therefore, the luturo
ot religious unity in Enrope. Hut the indispensa¬
ble condition ol this possible result was, necessarily,
sincerity oi pusoose and unlimited devotion, with¬
out other aim tlian tae religious Idea. Now, in¬
stead. alter lluee oenturles Of historic progress, tho
two Churches are more man over divided, one rroni
the other, and tho separation is Irreconcilable.
We do not wish to enter lino the history of tho

Evangelical Church, bnt only briefly to indlcato
some facta for Which, according to us, the Komisli
Church is responsible towards tho Go.»pel and to¬
wards the Christian council nee. i he reform of tliu
Ktuuish Church was from Its commencement exclu¬
sive and exterior. Tho great aspirations oi the
preceding centuries, issuing from the uni¬
versality c r the Christian idea, and from tho
coustant and living communion ot the Church
with society, were speechless before the fear
ot the boldness ami unshakable iiriuness of tbn
German reiorm. Instead of placing once more tho
Gospel in the hearts of tne people, rovlvlnir teach-
ing and tradition with tin concurrence of tne tuny,
the book was closed with seveu seals, and for laical
co-oporation was substituted that of religious cor-
pot aliens, and particularly that of the Jesuits. Tho
Catholic JJhurcn has been lor three ccuturics tliu
company ot Jesus,
Agninst this s rvltudc, against this sacrifice oi In¬

tellect, its the Jesuits, with malignant humility, now
call it, all the Catholic thinkers or Europe protested
and s ill protest, from Pascal to Hosmiiii and Gio-
bert l, uud lo you who now raise tlie cry of injured
and betrayed Catholicity b^n'oro the doors ol tliu
Vatican Council.
We Italians have suffered much from this enslav¬

ing oi intellect. With very few exceptions all the
Episcopacy calling ltseir Italian, became it in¬
habits our country, was an Insirumem of tho
Jesuit* In the \ai.tcau Couucti. Hut ihc eveuts that
have conducted us to Home, although tln-y li.tvu not
a-i yet served any other purpose save that of leaving

c ivil societies ueleuceless before the artifices an 1
corruption ol the Roman curia counselled and
governed by Mie Jesuits, ought, nevertheless, to bo
f(,r us a great occasion or moral reform. All the
signs of a dying life will soon be erased by thoso of
a new Hie, blooming iroui the finally acnieved
unity of our country. Wo remember that.
In the midst of the immobility of Je¬
suit schools, au Italian discovered the movement
of tho Earth, and when the Catholic Church wax
profaned in the whole of Its hierarchy, the Ideal of
our art Was the transfigured Christ. And theeo re¬
membrances aro auspices that cannot fad. Wearo
convinced thai our tighl to Koine will not be Incon¬
testable and dotlnlto until that day in which wo
shall havo transformed and renewed our moral con*
science.

For theso reasons wc hail your utterances with
gTcat hope, ami offer our best wishes for the triumph
of your cause, Wlncli is also ours and that of tho
whole of Christian clvi i/.atiou. And this we say
to you publicly, in order that in your free
and just judgment you may In the future scparatu
all responsibility of the Italian people from thai
of the Italian Episcopacy. Hie Episcopacy inhabit
Injj our land is without country, and has nothing In
common with the Italian people. The HyUabUs. the
lnialiiidiliy, Papal autocracy, all these negation*
of human and divine reason form a system witnoui
tho slightest connection with lUiman Chun let
and thought. The servittnlo of intellect, abhamt
by the Germanic race, is equally abhorred i>y ihc
Koman, that Is, llallan race. Italian morality Is nc
longer what it was In tne sixteenth ceutury, anc
now we know that the hour has come when tin
cause of reiorm should no fought and won by tlu
two nnltod nations. ha Italian ami,the Geruxan-
