Reception in Honor of Juarez'a
Secretary of State.

HIS EXCELLENCY'S SPEECH.

The Secretary Interviewed by a
Herald Reporter.

Mexico Not Under Bevolt.Only as Election
Bubble.Eacobeda Afraid to Baiwt an

Insurrection.Diaz to be tho
Next President.

A brilliant reception was given on Monday evening
last by Dr. O. Naphegyi, at Ills house la Eleventh
street and Filth avenue, in honor ot bis Excellency
Senor Don Ignacio Marlscal, Secretary of State t»
the Juarez government In Mexico. Among those
present were Mr. Robert J. Livingstone, President
of the Mcxlcan and United States Telegraph Com¬
pany; Major General W. P. Smith, General E. S.
Sandford, EL G. Norton, General Vicente Rlfa I'ala-
cios, who took the sword irum the Emperor Maxi¬
milian; M. Guzman, of the French Consulate; the
Consul Qeneral of Mexico and Mr. Deladeld. Madame
Naphegyi, whose lovely face was seeu at the head or
the fable, wore the diamond necklace and Immense
gold Maltese cross presented to her by the Empress
Carlota.

In reply to a toast proposed Dr. Napiteoyi wished
to state to his Excellency that it was no fault of tlie
Mexican people that they had not attulned to the
same progress as tno Onlted States. He would ac¬

knowledge, however, that there was no government
which had tried hardor to encourage progress or

been more liberal In granting subsidies for whatever
grants proposed wi b reference to enterprises for
the national benefit than the government of Mexico.
But they bad been unfortunate, and in numerous
cases subsidies had been granted to individuals wl*
secured all the advantages and gave nothing in
return.

A GRANT OP FIVE MILLIONS OP DOLLARS
vras made la 1863 for the purpose of constructing ft
railroad which hart been represented aa of national
Importance.and doubtless was so.but out ol seve¬
ral scores of miles only Ave miles of rails were laid,
so that a milo of road cost a million or dollars. This
was the so-callcd great Mexican Improvement. Tha

departure for Mexico. Ho would be able to toll hi*
