The Wroops were -
structed to oppose every sitempt of ageression and
Lo arrest the ringleaders by (ispersing the crowd,
Ly lnviting the people who congreguled to cnter
their houses, and by using il necessary the butt of
the musket.  On the suth (April 8) she disorders had,
however, Inereased, nnd 1t was necessary to author-
lze the troops to vmploy the bayonet lu cises of re-
sistance and of absulute uecessity., In severa! in-
HULNCES SLONEs Were thrown by the crowd at the sol-
diers aml even at the oficers. During Lhe
whole time the aisturbances lasted the Governor of
the ¢ity and the Governor Geperal pussed through
the sireets and 8 juures, warnivg und dispersing
the crowd., Bat alter buving been disporsed by
torce or atthe slzht of the trouvps the cruowd reas-
sembled on other points aad the aggression and de-
straction of properly were continued.

On the morniug of March 41 (April 9), the prinef-
pal points of the city were occuped by pumerous.
detachments, New disorders broke oul, bul sbey
were repressed vy energelic mewsures, aad from
thiat moment order ss not been disturbea. The
troops are encamped in the streets,  immediately
after the re-estubusnment of order an inguiry was
Instutited,

On March 3 (April §) the news arrived that similar
rlots had obroken ont at Koniaimk, Oussatow, Nee
roubaisk, Dalnik, Bolschua-Fontana and other vil-
lages near Odessn. The persons wino took part in
them were all wdividoals who are noted for bad
cilaracier. kEnergetle measures were laken, and
the raral suthorities, alded ny e troops, e un
end Lo the disinrbune:s and arrested ine ringlead-
ers,  According to the Information gatherad by the
police two persons bave been Killed, eizhi were
plcked up dead 1n consequence of excessive drink,
three individuals were wounded by the bayonet and
seventeen persons slightly injured. Awong the
troopa there were three olicers wnd Lweuniy-four
golidiers wounded vy sLones.

Order hus nol smee been disturbed in any part
of Odessa, Detachmenrs of troops, wio communi=
cate with one another oy patrols, have rewained in
the public places and the people have resumed
work. ‘The judges are engaged examining toe ar-
reswed persons, who nnmver 1,159, but of whom
many will probably be reiessed,
