The novelty of this proceeding, combined with the

¦uupathy 01 the miners to blacklegs and the preju-
.Hr* which lias been created among nationalities by
the IMtscreet course of some of the supporters of
tbc companies, has had the effect to draw
* largo portion of the idle population
into the street to see the spectacle.
These have Droved a money crowd of men, women
mid I tldren. and npon the appearance o; tlie black-
J«i:H they would be greeted by marks of disapproba¬
tion. These scenes have been enacted morning and
rven ng since Monday. There has been no oilier
demonstrations made bv the miners, who have been
irreatiy displeased at the men wiio have placed
themselvea so defiantly in opposition to public
t'i'iulou, and it i- not probable that any other would
take place. The men wiio have pone to work
have borne the Jeers good-naturedly, and
no one doubts but tlio feelini excited
by this course would soon have died out
bad they maintained the stolid Indiaerence which
has marked their conduct up to to-. lay.

The fire¬
man and engineer, it is reported, (stopped work, and
the mine stood Idle.

Tne name3 or the un¬
fortunate men are David Jones and Benjamin Davis,
Welshmen. They are represente ! as being two of
the mo"t inoC'ensive men in the community, and the
evidence is overwhelming that the/ gave no provo¬
cation for the brutal, cold-blooded murder. Theono
bullet passed through tha body of one of the men
and lodged In that or ihe ot, er. One was shot
through the heart and the other received the ball in
the region of the stomach. They died almost la-
Htantiy. The nauie of the murderer is Kerrigan, or
Keonan, and he is known by the ttoubr/jiiet of "The
Fenian." lie Is a wretch of the most desperate
character, and has been heard to threaten that He
would Kill somebody be ore the trouble was over.
It is Intimated that he h.ts been Implicated in at
leaht cue oiuer murder in his career.

He took a solemn oath to Rive a true
verdict in the case, and so did, honoring his oath
and performing a public duty which he could not
decline. ilorabin did no more, no less, than his (el-
lows; the llr-t ballot resulted in a unanimous vote,
snowing that no malice actuited any of the Jnry.
Horabln returned to his business after the termina¬
tion of the trial. He found that it had suflered
during Ins absence, lie turned his attention to It
with the hope of building it up again; It was not
his fault that he had neeu absent, for over a month;
bur. he hail no recoui-se against the State or any in¬
dividual for damages done.
