Among those who took partin the discussion of
the foregolng resolves were Mra. WILBOUR, the preal-
deut of the New York Borosis, who firmly, and
somewhat eloquently, Inslsted that the women of
the conn!ry have a right to vote under the constl.
!uthin without the requremeut of any amend-
ments,

senator WrLsox followed Mra. Wilbour, declaring
himsell alwaya for the couse, and promising always
to and 15 with lis voice aud votes. He feln that the
weasure was progressing, and hoped that those en-
guged 1o torwarding v would arpp:!l Lo e howre
and reason of the elght miliion? of men woo have 1t
in thuir power to grant them the right of suifraze.
Twa he belleved was the only way in which they
would snceeed, for their vietory could never be
achleved hy snv pohitleal trickery.

Ihe resolutions were furth r sdvoeated by Dr.
Blackwell apd Wiilam T. Clarg, wheo there
