The New York Central Railroad Scrip
Dividend Case Still Unsettled.

WASHINGTON, May 31, 1871,
More Terrorism at the Bowth—A New Armed
Secret Order Discevered.

Ttas stated tnat important witnesses have besn
summoned 0 appear before the Southern Outrage
Committee, and evidence of the most startling
ohamacter will be given concerniag an armed or-
ganization ln several of the Guolf States, diférent
from the Ku Klux in its formation, but having ihe
mume object in view. Several Nortbern democrats
who were 1n the Union army, and who for nearly
two years past have been residents of Georgia, are
among those who are ready to give 1o their evi-
dence of the exlsience of the organization referred
t0. Taois wformation directly contradicts the state-
ments made by Jerl Davis i his recent speech to
the people of Atlanta.

Order for the Use of Seal Locks Meodified.

The Secretary of the Treasury has so far modified
the order for the use of seal locks on bonded ware-
bouses as 10 substtute them only as fust as locks
wow I use become worthiess or out of repair, and
that they shall be furnished without expense to
owners of bonded warehiouses. Mr. Tupper, repre-

against the use of the seal lock, for the reason that
ihe company had already Leen at consuderable ex.

THE STORM YESTERDAY.

The Thunder Storm of the Season—Three
Buiidings in the Upper Part of the Lty
Struck by Lightning.

Between nine and ten yesterday morning there
was dropped npon the parched and thirsty ground
of the ony and nelgnbornood & long looked for rain-
fall. As po rain has fallen here sinee the 6th of
May the dark and neavily charged clouds
were greeted with A hearty welcome. Rain
contmued to fall al swort intervals during the
mornieg, but very genlly, and making but Hitle im-
pression on the heated pavement and whe seorched
earth. About one o'clogk In the day the
clonds  gathered themselves together in black-
ness, and, after an ardllery of thunder and
Mashes  of  vivid  lightoing, the e-
geended in torrents, aml an auncsphere that
was oppre:sively heated was cooled off by this very
accepiable raln, The suburbs ol the ¢ity put on
yuite a new livery of green o the evening and ag
tne  rajn ceased 10 descend about four o'viock
th of promenaders were lound o the psrks,
the avenues and in the grouuds of thelr privaie
houses, mxuristing lo the refresniog cooluess of a
cna.ruun%e\'emng.

Toe lig| anring the storm played consder-
able havoo in alTersnt paris of the ciLy. A one
story lrame house in SBeveniy-second strect, nesr
Eighth avenue, was strack early i the storm, hav-
ing the entire Iront knocked out. Fortunately, there
Wis o nne In the buliding st the time.

A little later the Aagstafd on tae bullding No, 634
Fighth avenue, was hit, tne lightning passing down
through the roof luto the room velow, lncurring &
dsmage of abont $200 to the bulding, but not hurt-
g any ong, although several occupauts of the
premises were ruthner severely frightenad.

About the same time s bulluing was strack
unother in Sixty-seventh street also received the
full force of a heavy stroke, tearing down Lhic chim-
ney wnd demolishing things generally.

THE CASE GIVEN T0 THE JURY.

“TWENTY YEARS IN STATE PRISON.”

‘The trial of Fatrick Cupningham for the murder
of Anthony McDonough was resumed yesterday
morning at Jersey City., Tone majority of those in
court were quarrymen, and every face wore o seri-
ous expression. Since the cominencement ol the
trigl the ofMcers who nave the ecustody of tne
prisoner Took the jprecaution to place handenms
upon him while removing him te and from the court
room. By an order of the Court 1o person was als
lowed to laave ull the prisoner was saiely lodged
In the Juil. Not & symplom of FRaness or remorse
was exhibiied by Cunningnam, even wnen the kulfe
which ¢ut the thread of MeDonough's existence was
exhibited. He sat in ap erect position, facing the
jury, and occasionally direciing a giance at his
irtends ip court.

THE HAIL STORM ON THE HUDSeN,

Damage Done at Ponghkeepsie and Neigh-
borbood—Ne Lives Losi.
POUGHKEEI'SIE, May 31, 1871,

The telegraph has not told one-tulrd of the story
of the hall storm and tornado on the upper Hudson
yesterday., Tt carried wreck and ruln iuto every
place it vishted, and it reached all points on both
sides of the river between Red Hook and Hyde
Park., At Klagston and Roondout and even lurther
buck fnto Ulster counry tue electric display sur-
passed anything of the Kind ever pefore witnessed
there, and brought vividly before the eyes of all the
awful scene ol lost suminer, when flve mea were
killed outright at Kingston by one stroke of light-
nimg.  In the morning of yesterday the weather was
lutengely let, the mercury i the wbermometer at
noon merking mnoety-five in the shade, nnd then
heavy masses of luky black clonds commenced to
guther in the West, 1rom ne edges of wlich chain
and forked Ughtning dushed mcessantly, while deep
rolis of thunuer spous Lhe edrvi. By one I M. the
storm burst In all 18 tury, the wind
blowing 4 hurricaue, teéaring  up trees by
| the rools, uvrostratlog lewces, graperies and
| outhouses. Hall followed almogn minediately, aod
{ such a hadl storm was vever witnessed thereibotts
| beore.  The stones were uot smaller than a hickory
nut, und very many of them were s lurge us butter-
unts, Chickens and birds were Killed, and window
glasses exposed to Lhe storm were smashed luto
atoms,  lo the new solipol bouse 1 district No. 7,
Hundout, wnere about five hundred children

were  congregated, o sceue  occurred  which
came  near resniting dlsastrously.
