not the first thai bos troubled the coal region, as
well as the people a: large. There have been
..strikes".very serious "strikes".before, nun those
not always because of trreconctleable differences
l>etween those who work and those who own the
mines. It is well knowu thai tne strike immediately
preceding the last was oue not alone lu the interest
ot the working miners, but ratio r in ins imagined

1NTEEBS1 OK THE OWNERS,
nnd made wltn their knowledge, advice andcous"ni.
Competition 111 coal uuuiug, lue successiul competi¬
tion in almost any other necessity, has uteuu- ucy
to lessen tne price, when tlie held 01 production is
large. This was the case in coal; and with the na¬
tural production reanzeU iruin the uuuioei' oi men
employed, the supply ready exceeded the demand.
This vexed all the owners, but especially those con¬
trolling the smaller mines, who cannot produce and
deliver and return a pi out ou as Iowa rate as the
larger owners.

The miners were rauueed to strike as a cover to

the owners' desire to lessen production, and they
were promised a share of tlie advance whica
should be realized because or the stoppage of the
works.

GAIN CONTROL OK PRODUCTION AND SALE.
It 1- claimed ny them privately that nearly ail the

trouble they nave with tneir workmen is occasioned
by the malicious imann uvrings of those whom tocy
cull the small owners. The declaration at tne di¬
rectors' meetings is that the small owners cannot
realize a profit on their sales when the
works t f the large owners are In suc¬
cessful operation aud the market well sup¬
plied.

Amoug the large nnmoer of people who witnessed
the execution it was generally admitted that
sawyer evinced more nerve than had
ever been displayed under line circumstances,
ills manner was not that of bravado, nor did he
seem stolidly indifferent. But from first to last he
seemed firm, calm and fully sensible of the serious-
uess ot the situation, but it did not seem to disturb
luui. lor lie -tood calmly chewing tobacco and spit¬
ting occasionally uuiil within a lew seconds of the
time itie cup was drawn over his face. He evinced
not the least dread, or even excitement.

rue officers were naturally very seriously affected
at the being compelled, by their oaius 01 office, to
per.orrn the duty, but it was Dot until the execution
was over ihat they betrayed any weakness or anv
more anxiety than what was apparent in their faces.
During tlie execution, and while the preparations

were being niade, tne conduct 01 the crowd outside
was shameful. Wnenever a door was opened to a.l-
riui auy one a score would violently rusn to gain ad¬
mittance, and even some tried 'o climb up so as to
peep over the door in the Jail yard. During the
morning one man perched himself on the roor of a
house iu the rear aud overlooking the jail yard, and
Just as a second one was climbing up a tarpaulin
was drawn up and dung troin the roo: of the jail to
the second story or the Court House, cutting off the
view from all buildings In the rear. When the body
wa« placed in tne coffin tne doors wore thrown open
ami the populace were admit red at one door and
permitted to walk by tne coffin and pass out at an-
ot her door.
