An Ex-Policeman Kills Ilia Wife's Brother.
Arrest of the Aastilnnr.

Coroner Wniteliill was nottUed on Thursday night
io take the ante-mortem deposition of a man named
John Sweeney, who was reported to be in a
dying condition from tho effects of a wound
which he received at tno hanas or his
brother-in-law, John Cole. The men were never
tne best of irlcnds lrom the lact that Sweeney
did not approve of his sister s choice In marrying
Cole. The tatter, at the time of his marriage,
eighteen months ago, was a member of the police
force and attached to the Third precinct. From neg-
glect of duty he lost his position, and failed to con¬
tribute to the support of his family, and Sweeney
was compelled to make tip tne deficiency. Fora
long time he took care of his mot her and sister,
and would always give bis brotaer-lu-law
u - vere lecturing whenever tney met. A few
mouths since Cole's uncle gave him a horse and
v .on and started him In the fish peJ lllug busi¬
ness; but, as alleged, he squandered a a ay the
money he niade and left his iaiully to sutler. Lately
thi y lmve Been occupying apartments at 4»o Warren
street, and on Sunday night Sweeney went there to
visit them. While his mother and sister were mak¬
ing some complaints to litin about Cole the
latter went to an adjoining room and
procured u kntle which he was in tne nabit of nsiug
to cieati 11 h. and. without any provocation, rusheu
upon Sweeney and stabbed hint twice. Considera¬
ble exciumeut ensued, and tne police were called
in and krre-dea Cole. The latb r is now at the
County Jail In Raymond street awaiting the result
of the Coroner's investigation.

V> hen th? Coroner vi. Ked Sweeney, Just prior to
his death, he found him delirious, and unable to
make any statement in regard to the assault.

The Insurance Congress met again yesterday

morning, with President Miller tn the chair. The
uniiorm blanks upon which Are anil life companies

i may make reports of their affairs to each State Su¬
perintendent, with the exception of the life balance
sheet, were adopted.
A resolution recommending that the various States

legislate with a view ol autnoriztng the various
Btato officers of Insurance to accept reports from
Insurance companies upon the uniform blanks
adopted by tho Convention, was passed.
Tne report of the committee on assets and Invest*

ments, published some days ago, was called up, und
another substituted, which lays over for the October
session.
General Smith, from tho committee on mortality

and rate of net interest as a basis upon which to
calculate value of premiums and life policies, re¬

ported progress and asked that tne report stand
over lor future con-lderatlon.
Messrs. Kclsey, Skeels and Smith were appointed

a committee to superintend the printing of the
adopted blanks, and also to consult with experts as
to the form for lire companies' balance snects. The
President aud Secretary were made ezojflcto mem¬
bers of the committee.
