1 was at the Monuotout buttery on Sunday at four

o'clock. At that Hour (tie gun« were Mill
firing, and with vigor. All of a sudden,
without any premonitory uotiee, tlio » aunoin held
their nol»y tongues slightly startled at Urn:. I
had relapsed into calmness, in the suppotdnou mat
the stoppage wan hat temporary, when observed
cousldentblc movement and the evident symptoms
oi excitement among those around me. S' oa I
saw the cause 01 all tnls; on the ramparts, at the
bastion ot the Point du Jour, wn.ch when lie t 1
looked upon it appeared darx and tiuhroKeii in its
desolation, was *ccn a nag; and, to iny astonish,
inchi, a hag not ot tlte ntuilliur rouge hue, but

out OWN TIU-COI.uK.
I could gain no explanation ot the phenomenon,

and iroui the place in winch I stood no motion
among the troops nearest to the rampart could as
yet be seeu. Among mat portion ot tue Versailllat
lorccs which was encamped on the Bols de Boulogne,
uuincdia.ely Lu lvout of where 1 stood, there seemed
to he not the siightost expectation ul an approuolimg
conflict on any scale, large or small. Many of the
ipon were quietly cook lug. their soup, some wanning
their laces, others lolling ou tue ground. Uy hail-past
lour, however, anludetiuite rumor.coming lioin l
know uot where and thiough I know not whom.
began to spread that our troops were gaining a great
success near me Point du Jour, ai once I hastened
to Sevres, deeming that there 1 would have a better
chance of obtuinlug Iuioriuatiou than In hii isolated
position like MoutiCtout. Lit're I learned that all
the troops encamped in the Park and me Villa Tie-
vale had, at twenty minutes past four, bt en
commanded to huli» themselves in kpaimnbss.
About eight minutes later had come orders to march
Ihstanter; and by the iline I had arrived at sfvres
those ioiced had gone to ineir destination, whatever
it. might be. On my way to Sevres 1 passed St.
Clouu; and here also 1 nerwjyeiJ much exciuiuent
aud uiovcmvui aiming rlie troops.

TROCHED1NO TO MEttnON'
I obtained, through amend, access to a spot from

which 1 could distinctly sec nil mo operations m tlio
valley beneath. The Thirty-seventh, the Ninety-
Drst, the Seventy-ninth and other regiments, who'o
numbers could not distinguish, the Twenty-secondand Tenth chasseurs and a targe body ot artillery
were all hastening toward

THE BllllXlR OF BOATS AT HKVBKS,
while beyond 1 beheld a lurgc, compact mass of
troops marching steadilv on towarns the gate o£
Aimml. Tnen came, oner some time, ihe sound of
conflict. At first slight and coming only from rules,
me tiring increased in intensity, and mo cannon aud
innru.Ileuses added their notes ui frequent and
shortening Intervals, for homo time could not
well discover the exact point whence tins ou cam .

Alter the lapse ol uboui tialf an hour, however, it

became evident that the brunt 01 the light was
going 011 b< tween the ramparl at Itio Point du Jour
and the viannct some few hundred yards inside.
From tins tact I knew thai our troops had, at
all events, entered Paris, una that now tue
decisive and ilual sirugglo had arrived. Tne
discovery came suddenly upon nie, lor I had heard
from excellent authority that the storming would
not take place until the aitornoou of Mommy.

we al! know; but wo had heard.and heard with
truth.that tint lusurgents nad erected loniiulauie
liefeucos boh iud, whicu would altnosi replace the de¬
stroyed gates, i lie umcuvcry that the Point du Jour
was undefended came upon the troops uKe a clap
of tniindcr, and was, as 1 have been enabled lo
telegraph to you on Mummy night, uie r.auli of
a dar.ng recoiuioissancc by a plucky murine ofllcer,
by name Treves. Alter Treves and some engineers
had advanced the Ninety-first regiment aud a de¬
tachment of sailors followed, these succeeded in
gaining a footing until tue Twenty-sixth rcgiuiem
which hud been suinuioucd to ribs duty In the
greatest haste.came up lo their aid.

ORTHODOX FRIENDS.

Their C'rcod and Practice.Warlt Anions Ike
Indiana and the Fraedmeu.A "New De¬
parture" for Qnakerinm.
The Orthodox Friends' Yearly Meeting continued

their sessions yesterday morning and afternoon.
Mr. Robert Lindley Murray acted as president and
William U. I.add secretary. The morning session
was devoted mainly to reading and discussion of tlio
report of the Committee on Freed men's Schools,
In which Elizabeth comstock, Mary Thomas,
Samuel Jones, Superintendent, and others
participated. From tho report and discussions
it appeared that the society sustained thirteen
schools among the irecdmen or the South, and that
in the city 01 Richmond alone there are 9,000 colored
children of school age. Tho local authorities in
many parts or tho South are heartily co-operating
with Friends and with other Northern people who
are dowu there teaching. Hut it was regretted by
the speakers, many or whom had labored among
the treedmcu and some had come as delegates to
this yearly meeting from Southern States, that a
better elass of Northern people have not gone dowu
among the people of the South,
run obsi'aci.us in tub way ok teaching tub

I'RKKUMKN
were pointed, but they manliest great auxlety to
learn, and tho classes show great progress. Tho
elements or every class of society are among them
and only need education to develop them. This
Friends' Freedmen's Committee nave spent among
the colored people of the South during the last ten
years over $i4;i,000. Subscriptions having been
asked for at the close ot tho session to continue this
work amoug tho freedmcu $e,ooo were promptly
ralHeft.
The afternoon session was devoted to an interest¬

ing discussion of Indian affairs, growing out of ihe
report or tho committee 011 this subject; and also
upon a proposition of the Farmlugtou (III.) Quar¬
terly Meeting, asking that a committee be appointed
to arrange for and conduct a series of mass meet¬
ings throughout 1 he bounds or the A early .Meeting,
where the doctrines of the Society of Friends might
be promulgated more widely than they now uro.

TIIK FIRST BEPORT ON TilK INDIAN'S
showed that the society have employed the services
of Dr. Nicholson, 01 Georgia, as their representative
among the Indians, to reside at Lawrence, Kansas;
that they have two schools In operation among the
Paw Paws and two more among the 8hawueea; that
tliev have ulso an Indian orphanage under their
care, and that the Indtaus have donated farm
lauds to it, upon which the children are
to be taught agricultural pursuits. There
are at least forty Friends In direct contact
wdh the Indians in tho Central Reservation
and many of the latter have been converted to
Christ. The United .States government wus praised
for Its receut efforts to civilize and Christianize the
red men. The treasurer's report showed that he
had expended $2,872, arid there remains a balance
of $8o7 on hand. Tho society conducts its business
by means of sub-committees of its Executive Com¬
mittee on Washing! od Correspondence, by
which it holds relations with the govern¬
ment; ou instruction, on Indians, on indus¬
trial pursuits aim the like. In audition to the regu¬
lar appropriations congress was asked for $4u,oot)
more, anu there seemed to be 110 doubt out it would
he given. When the proposition came up lately
hcioro Cougrcss to open up the Central Indian
Reservation the prompt and earnest protest of tlio
society to the Indian Commissioners gave it a
quietus, and it has not been heard or since. The
Executive Committee, therefore, asked for $5,0110
from the yearly meeting, whicn sum was ordered to
be raised by quota among the quarterly meetings,
$850 (ailing to New York's share.
