and many of the other Sonthern States, It is this
propensity of the negro. despite the fngnhtful exam-
ples before bit, 1w viette the persons of white
women. But few ol these horrible erimes are ever
ulloweil 0 awiil the tedlous, though certain, coursa
of law. Vengeance 15 sure to lollow m the
footsteps of the wet, sad a brother, fther, hasbamd,
or o contliped lndignant pepulnee, usually wipes

In nnme-
rons nstapves, whers negroes have been shot,
nanged, or ailisrwise Ku Kiuxed, in thes State par-
tleniarly, the pripative couses can pe directly traced
1o indigmittes offered to or ontrages perpetrated
upon white females, about whieh nothing ever ap-
pears in the pnblie  prists; and these acts
are¢ hen  paraded  before the Norvibern  people
a8 evidenos of a  rebelllons spit on the
part ol tie  South.

reghinent (o batde Lripg their wuskets as 1850 as
pussibit.

The pathway of the cyclone was nearly three
miles Lo length and from tweoty to elghty feer in
whlth, aud 1o that pathway not a spear of grass,
nol @ Stalk of cora or woeat, not & snrub, not a par-
ticle of vepetation was lett allve. For some distance
the enrth was Hlerally plongned  wp to the depth of
SIX juches, The comn of whitling alr must bave
veen intensely oy, as every gréen Llung o its path
was dried to a crsp.

FIRIGUS GALE IV ORINGE COUNTY.

Trees Uprooted, Veneces Lovelled, Buildings
Demolisbed, Kiver Craft Joopardized and n
House Struck by Lightnine,

Un Saturday aflcrnoon  the portheastern part of
Orunge county was visited by one of the severest
thunder stormws ever known in that section. Trees
were uprooted and feuces levelled by the gule of
wind accompanying the storm, and vegeiation of
a1l Kinds wae Ludiy dumaged by the heavy fall of
hatl, some of the hatlztones being as large a8 robins'
epga At Mididletiope, four miles north of Newburg,
| Mr. DT, Weed's Urick yard builldings were damaged.
| The roof of one of the bulldings wis stripped
ot aud carried by the tornado a distance of anout
ot feet,  Several of the buddiogs were plown down
and the fragments seattered here and tnere ny the
wind ke 8o mueh chaf, At the briek yard of
Leander Clark, Jr., the Kkin & hoards, six
feel long aond one inch thick, were blown W0 fees
aod mare (no the gudson river, James MoOay, one
of the hamds, was Kanding op & shed when the tor-
nado came.  He was plown to o distanee of fifty
feet amd lanaed ou & pile of wood, miraculonsiy
eacaplng with ujew slight brutses. Murun Mulvain,
anotier band, was struck on the head oy &
saddle  that  bad  been  blewn  from & stuck
of brick  and  fellsd 1o the  ground.,  lie
will, however, probably recover. The gale struck
the steamer Daniel Drew as she was passing down
the river opposite Middiebhope, and such was the
force of the wind that the pilot had wo tarn the boat
about, bead on to the gtorm, in order to ucafﬂ acap-
sige or bie loss of the hurricane deck. In the ont-

A WHOLE TOWNSHIP ON FIRE IN NEW
JERSEY,

A correspondent of the Tom's River Courier wrltes
as follows: —

some days ago, a8 the workmen on the Tuckerton
Rallway were burning brush on the (rack near where
It crosses Oyster creek branch it got beyond their
control and canght in the cedar swamp. It was very
dry and the wind was blowing fresh from the south
and wese, and 1t sent the dames down on the villuge
of Waretown &t a fearful rate, The men collecied
together as soon a8 possible and did all they could
Lo stay its progress,  But hittle conla be done aguinst
the maln Pur‘llua of the Oames, which soon reached
the Tom's Hiver and Watertown HRatlroad, which
deadened it a Litle, but It wenl on, crossing the
main shore road and toen on down to the meadows,
Women jatored as well as the men, aud it was only
by the nardest abor that Mr. Cambprn’s pod Mr,

Fre's houses wers saved; by wetling the rools
the sparks and cinders would nov lenite, It baros
Nithaaiel Camb rn's property almose eutirely over
and s loss will be heavy, ‘Tnesiue fire came dowi
and crossed Mill Branch by the west alde of Birdsall
& Co.'s cranberry bog, and was suodasl on the up-
innd, which stopped it fvom entering the viliage.
The destrucuon of property has veen Unincnse,
(yster creek swamnp has been swepl clean trom the
Wl‘lilmlf Hatlroad (o tbe maln shore roait.  The loss
will be large, us there was a heavy growth of cedar
on it. A number of fomilies removed thetr beds and
valuables to the felds and buried them, he danger
seems o have swept past us now, and, alihougn
much damage hus been done, all are very thankful
that such & kind Providence has kept us from a
wore trying and dangerous rtune,

After the fire lefi the precincts of Watretown |t
burned rapidly over the valuable cedar swainps of
Oyster creek, sparing nothing 1o its destructive
march. The large wracis ol landa belonging to
Messrd. John Ratherford, Rutherford Stuyvesant, D,
H, Ticnenor and the estite of A, Husseli were thor-
oughly burned owver, leaving barely an acre wn-
touched. The vast woods between Waretown and
Forked river are nearly all destroved, One would
have thought that Forked river would bave stopped
the ravages of the fend, but 1t sped porth of that
stream, i raged on the Bird il Vineyard and
Factory Branch. The Vineyard was not mjured.
On sped the nsat'ate demon, crossing Cedar croek
Lo the eastward of Double Tronble, burning about 4
mile to the north of Cadar creck, over lands of
George Glberson and 'homas Hooper, wnen the wind
stlfted, and away rolled the volume of fre and
amoke to the eastward, on both sldes of the stream,
towards the viliage of Cedar creek. By great exer-
uons the entirs village wus preserved from desiruc-
tion. North of Cedar creck the tre jumped the tarn.
pike and struck 1 the swamp eastward and ran to
the bay, wiere the water stopped 1S raviges ln toat
direction. Bot the work of destruction was not yet
Nuished, The fre worked up nords, with the tarne-
pike, until uear the house of Mr. Jub Platt, when 1ts
further progresa wis stopped,

Turough this fre over 40,000 acred of fine thrifty
timber and cedur swampa have been destroyed, and
the josd cannot be estimaied 1o dollsrs gud cents,
Frobably it wonld not Ll much sbort of 160,000,
and we are satisted that £200,000 wonld not cover
tne entire loss of tmber. Bat the tmoer glote 15 not
the only loss; the barnlog of such Inlensely uot
fires upon the soll dogs not benelt 10 in the least,
1t woulll sevin o Jdraw the very Ife of we ground
Ilrou: i, and leaves It for years & barren waste lo-
deey,

Many narrow escapes from louse burning and
deatn are told 0s, the Dre 1 many cases almost outs
siripping the fectest runner or fastest horse; bot
no bulidings of account werns varned, o [ar A8 we
ci learn by travellug over the linimense waste,
Uhe copgagration lasted from Touesday mornng
until Saturday wornieg,  The waves ol {re, as thev
surged back snd fortn amid the resinous pines and
cedars, roaring and crackiing Hke nud, nvolon-
rly called one's thonghts to the duy of doom,
witen the world will be destroyeid, The sight wis
mognigcent, bat awtolly saggesiive, os the broad
tmllow, some (ive miles wide, was serding forth im-
mense pliars of clond by day and fdre by night
resching upward aunl lost to sight 1n tao air above,

All along the turnpikes and rouds the people
turned oul to Aght the fire. Men juurneying on
business bitched thewr teams by the wayside and
went, with ail thelr manhood, 10 do battle with the
common  enemy. We do not know of a solitury
HEulKer; were there one our shoremen would imvire
im to “gi” with all possible speed from  Lheir
midste Wnera all did so well it woald be unfair to
particularize Individnal nsiances ol bruvery and
daring heroism, which were numerous. At Cedar
oreek, wiile the men were away fghung the fire,
the ladies and cotldren at home Hied l.in:lr L,
barreis and pails with water, not knowiog how soon
they would be wanted for the protection of their
own homes; hut fortunately they were not wanted,
