In nil parts of Paris the troops of the government

.re victorious ana the Commune is put down, but
the victory has been pnrchason at an appalling
price. So far as relates to public buildings and his¬
toric monuments the city Is In ru ins, the desperate
men who have lought the government having done
their utmost to prevent tne splendor of the city sur¬

viving what they call its liberties. Mined with gun¬
powder and wetted a 1th petroleum, the great edi-

* flees are either blown Into tne air or given to inex¬
tinguishable Are. and no one can say yet whether
the worst has come or whether anything is to

be leit or what was Paris. With all
this horror in men's thoughts, they pass
with indifference the corpses that are scattered In
all me streets, and take no heed of the blood that
¦tains the pavement at every step. Nay, they de¬
nounce their neighbors lor sympathy with the Com¬
mune, ana see with satisfaction ihe summary mur¬

der on the street that follows the denunciation.

Tney drag out of the collars the men who fought la
the barricades yesterday, and are biding away to¬

day, and Invite the soldiers to kill tnem and the sol¬
diers do it. With all this the flgntlng still rages,
and the actual and possible horrors of the situation
are without parallel in the gjstory of civilized cities.

MONDAY-THiS MASI DAY.

Fighting b»gan In the city near daylight on Mon¬
day morning, May 22. ludeed the people of Paris
generally were awakened by the sound of the firing
In tne streets, and then knew for the first time that
the regu*ar troous were Inside the city, so that tho
Herald despatch announcing the ract of

TU> ENTRANCE,
which left Pons at 7 P. M. on Sunday night, pro¬
bably announced this important event to your
readers as soon as it was known to people here. It
was wonderful to see the effect upon the people as
the news passed from mouth to mouth.whispered
at first with much misgiving, and then with full
confidence passed from neighbor to neighbor, as the
roaring cannon In the Champs ElysCes rendered It a
thing impossible to doubt. The old men and wo¬
men left In charge ol houses, from which the
.wners had departed for the rural districts;
the oncie>Q«a at the hotels and furnished
houses saluted one another out of the windows
with an air of gayety and a cheery "Ah! tienat it y
a rflietqne chore anjourd'huU" The old woman at
my little hotel came ont And scrubbed the small
¦tone court with a broom and plenty of tresn
water.a thing she has not done before this long
while.while theyonng mistress of the establish¬
ment talked to ber lately gloomy and neglected ma-

^aw in tones that drew from him unusually dis¬
cordant screams of sympathetic joy. Hut It was
otherwise with a National Guard to whom 1 spoae
on the Boulevard, and with all the other National
CUara whom 1 met In other places.

"WK HAVE BEEN SOLD,"
they said; "we are betraved; the reactionary bat¬
talions gave up the gates. Hut the republic is not
dead yet." 8o It was everywhere.the old story of
treason. Frenchmen, If you will believe French¬
men, are never fairly beaten, and wliat they lose is
lost by some one's treason.

A RAPID MOVEMENT.
Troops have t>een pushed in rapidly during the

flight, and a force was In tne Trocadero, another as
tar down the Champs Etysdes as the Round Point,
another In the Pare Monceaux, and still another In
the Military Hchool and on the Champ de Mars,
Troops, I sar, had been pushed forward rapidly to
oconpyevenso many points; but tliey might have
been pushod more rapidly still, and a sudlclent cav¬
alry could, between daylight and noon on Monday,
have occupied every Important point in the city,
and Paris would nave been spared tue terrible dls-
asters that have rallen upon It since. On Monday
early the resistance was discouraged and disorgan¬
ized; the National Guards were straggling away
from their battalions with a conviction that the
cause was lost, and that Individuals might as well
save all that remained to them.their lives. All
that resolute courage which hat since
ALMOST OI ORIKIKD THE CAUSE op TrtK COMMUNE

with Its desperate resistance appeared later, and
barricades at which the greatest fights were made
were not bnllt yet by Monday noon. At daylight en
Monday the soldiers ol Marshal Macvlahon were
building a redoubt In the champs Elysi'es for the
guns with which they Intended to batter down tin-
great barricades on the Place de la Concorde, and
at that hour tho rear of the barricades was com¬
pletely unprotected and could hnve been reached
by the Rue du Faubourg PL llonorO without firing a
shot. Shells from this battery of Marshal MacMa-
hnn's, and not the Communists,

SET riRE TO THE MINISTRY Of PtNANCKS,
and while it was burning the pompiers,
who hastened gallantly to their duty,
were assisted by the National Guards,
and the Guards even stopped all passers-by and
compelled them to help the ilremen In their attempts
to extinguish that first of the conflagrations. Hut
Marshal MacMahou being a great soldier had to do
things in a formal military way, and a* his chief of
staff, General Bore], la perhaps tho best tvpe of Uie

gem03 or incapacity to oe ion no even In toe Freuro
army, It wan not to be expected tbat he would con¬
duct a military operation in a way to m/aso it
quietly effective and at the samo time Simple. So
the great guns in the Champs Elyr>eg threw their
THOUSAND!} Ql PB£L!-M '."J?

ana crushed all the fronts of the houses in the Rue
''tnlvou. So tney threw hundreds of shells even

clear over the houses lu the Rue do Rlvoil
to explode in the narrow streets around
the Marcho St. Honors, and threw some even

as far into the heart or the city at} the
Piaee de la Bourse. Other great guns In the same

neighborhood threw the shells that crushed to pow¬
der the ra ade of the Foreign OBlce, on the south
side of the Seine, and even

tokk Tan palais lboiblatif all to pieces,
to frighten out of it that pitiful pigmy of Insurrec¬
tion. the wonderful Bergeret. On the other band,
the guns in the barricades on the Place de la Con¬
corde replied with energy, as did guns on the ter¬
race of the Tulxerles, una between all tnis cannon
fire across the Place de la Concorde, although some
of the colossal statues are greatly injured, and one
has her head knocked off, the Obelisk of Luxor Is
still erect and still looks calmly on more wonderfull
scenes than any, perhaps, it ever saw in Egypt.

TUB BARRICADE MANIA.
It seemed on Monday as if the men of the Com¬

mune were suddenly seized with a barricade
mama, as if, like a man deprived of reason who
merely mumbles forever bis last .rational utterance,
putting It Into all improper and inappropriate
places, the people were just going on to build barri¬
cades without any perception or the reason why
ihey did It or any Judgment of the use of these ob¬
structions. In every street, at every corner, men
with crowbars and pickaxes were

TBAK1NU UP TUB PAVEMENT
and throwing up the earth, while two or time
always stoou by wtth loaded muskets to compel
every oue coming along to stop and Uelp. others
pulled all the wine barrels out of the cellars, aud
these filled with earth swelled the proportions of the
barricades. Many wont Into the bonscs and
threw all the furniture of the people out
of the windows, and especially all mattresses.
These latter were piled on recklessly and men
with pipe and hose, did their utmost to saturate
them with water, and to wet completely all other
tuflammable material. On the Rue de Uivoli there
were
SIX BARRICADES BETWEEN THE TUILKRIE3 AND THE

1101 hi. HE VII.LE,
the first at the corner of the Place do l'alals Royal,
another was on the Rne at. I Ion ore, at the same
place, and another on the quay at the other Hi e of
the river, nearly continued the same line. Even tne
few shops lately open were now, of course, all
closed. Nome streets were entirely deserted, aud
immediately around the corner one wonld come Into
a street filled with excited National Guards, running
confusedly hither and thither, shouting orders, of
which no one took notice; breaking open doors,
staving in barrel beads, endeavoring by example, It
would seem, to communicate excitement to the
people. 1 went

TO THE PLACE VENDOUE.
There was not a soldier to be seen. Shells ex¬

ploded there, sent up (Tom tbe Champs Elyates.
Nobody was to lie found in tbe place where Bergeret
aud, later, Dombrowskl had had their headquar¬
ters. The table was set. but the breakfast was not
touched.all the indications of a precipitate move¬
ment.whether to the rear or the front was not
evident. Beds, from which the occupants had hut
lately gone, were as they had left them. 1 went
from room to room and saw obly my own image in
the great mirrors and heaid only my own footsteps
on the polished floors. Going thence Into

TUB HUE I»E IlIVOLI,
I saw the barricades there fitted with ready de-
neuders, and saw tue ruin toat tbe shells had made
ana were making on tbe fronts of tbe houses. At
that utomeut the Ministry of Finances was burning,
fired by the shells irom the Champs Elysfesor the
Trocadero. Thence 1 went to tne Tullerles, where I
found

BBRGERET.
He was just coining In from the Corps I/glslatlf,
whence he has been driven by the shelling, leaving
behind htm also an untested breakfast. He had just
assumed the command In the Place de la Concorde
and was throwing up an earthwork in tbe front of
the Tullerles, into which, while 1 was yet there, two
twelve-pound-m were placed. These immediately
opened fire on tbe Champs EJysCes, and presently
.out to tbe right about a line of troops that was ap-
prouci'iu«M T.ace de la Concorde. I watched tbe
effect of tuts ire from the Salon Hose, recently

TBS BBItf'HAMB¦K or TUB BMERKSS.
It was a beautiful day. ¥ar up the broad avenue,

now so magnificently green, the sunlight seemed to
dance in waves on the treelops, and obscured by lis
brilliancy the v.ew of the great Arc de Triomplie,
that, towering over all surrounding objects, so
grandly closes the magnificent perspective.

BURNING PARIS,
To my right was the Ministry of Finance? In

flames, from which liquid tongues of fire darted up¬
ward and were lost In tbe heavy rolling column of
black smoke, wbich the wind drove toward the
centre cf the city. Far to my left, toward the Ecolo
Mllltalre, another heavy co.umn of smoke arose,
darkening the sky In that quarter and giving to the
sunitght a strange lurid color; and between tbe
great conflagrations, and between the Tullerles and
tbe Arc de Triumphe, magnificent in tho sunlight,
the artillery of the government and the Commune
roared with their furious interchange of destructive
elements.

BKRGKRET'S MADNESS.
Bergprct Is no doubt Insane. At that moment he

regarded the situation as promising lor the success
or the Commune, and talked of shutting the galea
of Paris and cutting off and capturing by a turning
movement, operated from Montmartre, all the
National troops that were in the city. lie conceived
of Dombrowskl as In command of tho great
turning movement, while Dombrowskl, If lie had
succeeded in tne plan he contemplated, was at that
moment on the Belgian frontier. Two bullets flat¬
tened themselves against the marble mantel ns we
discussed this piece of Communal strategy, and
Bsrgcret laughed m great ^le^ at the notion yf
sle.'pUig that night in tne Emperor's chamber. Ho
said that If tho worst came he would not be taken
altvo, and that if he died tils death struggle would
shake Parts from centre to clrcutnferonce.

FROM THR rtMI.ERIES
I went up to the Boulevard llaussmann, where tho
hardest fighting ot Monday was then raging. Com¬
pletely arrested In their centre, the troops stood In
front of tho riace do la Concorde, while on their
right they had swept forward and captured every¬
thing up to the Pont Neuf, and ou their left ftyy
had gone forward 'along tho Avenue Frledinnd to
the Caserne FapinlCre, and from the Pare Monceaux,
by the Boulevard natlgtiollcs, to the very foot ol
Montmartre. There was a hard fight at tne
Caserne, and the troops captured It, and thus
threatened ut once Montuiartrc from a new
side, the quarter of the Opera by the Boulevard
Oannstnann and by tbe Boulevard Malcsherhes. tbe
Madeleine and tbe rear of the great barricades on
the Place de la Concorde. At the moment I reached
the Boulevard llaussmann there was rapid tiring.
The National Guards still held tpls boulevard as
high up as lis junction with the Bonlevard Males-
heroes. Bullets fired from higher up toward the
Caserne were falling near Rue Anher. One maa
went aero?* the street on a run ami a dozen bullets
hit all around hlin: but he got over sarely. A girl
of sixteen crossed after hint, but the street generally
was very clear.

TEOPLR WERE I1AI.F W1I.D WITH FEAR
and excitement. Palo, (Tightened races showed a
moment at the windows aud disappeared suddenly
at the sound of a musket snot, the sense of danger
and curiosity dividing their empire In the minds or
all. Hh< ts were tired irom windows, apparently In
wanfouness, but there may have been private re¬
venges. Two spectators were hit on the corne- of
the Boulevard liauasmann and the Rue Chausr-eo
o'Antln '>y shots from an opposite window.

BLOOD STAINS WKRR ON THE SIPKWAI.ES
111 many places. National Guards crept almost ou
their faces to ttic corners In tne side streets, waited
for a good shot, fired and spraug back. True Indian
w.initio In the heart of Paris t

BV MONDAY MUHT
the troops had made progress, but their operations
along the whole line were not pushed.rather they
were held In suspense, waiting upon the movement
against the ihittcs Montmartre, wntch It waa Im¬
portant to carry first, that tbe Comroane miarbt not

have that commanding position for its final struggle.
It was in the heart of Paris, so lar as concerned the
lire, a quiet night.

TU12 DAY, THE SECOND DAY.
MONTMARTRE.

From the Gare Bt. Lazare, up the Hue d'Amstcr-
dam, and from the Pare Mouccaux, by the Boule¬
vard Hatlguollea, tne troops operated lu a front at¬
tack by different strectd on the barricades in the
Place Clichy, place Blanche and Place ll^alle.
At i he same time a column of troops
moved by tho line of the city wall
along all the bastions aud opened the gates behind
Montmartre to a stronger body coming from outside
the wall, Now the Communists had only counted
upon defending Montmartre on the side toward the
city, depending, perhaps, upon the Prussian neu¬

trality at the other side. It happened, therefore,
that while men, women and children-for
AT MONTMAKIHE TUB WOMEN ALSO FOUGHT DESFE

11ATELY.
were defending the barricades from tne attack by
the streets named, the troops coming by the
gates went up to the buttes almost unre¬
sisted, and oy noon this natural fort¬
ress was in the hands of the troops.

THE MADELEINE AND THE OPERA.
Simultaneously with the operation against Mont-

raartro another operation was pushed down the
Boulevard flaussraann towards tbe Opera House and
the Boulevard des Itoliens, and a third down the
Boulevard Malesherbes towards tbe Madeleine and
tlie rear of the great defences in the Rue Koyale and
tho ltuo St. Floreniln. On the Boulevard Hauss-
mann the most desperate resistance was encoun¬

tered, at the Junction or the Rne Anker and the Hue
Carmai tin, where there was a large barricade; but
towards noon the soldiers in tho windows of
all the houses looked down into tho barricade
so completely thus the National Guards
could not bo kept thore. One captain, hoping
to inspire his comrades by his example, not only
stayed there, but, scoruiugany cover, stood up on the
barricade, an I some of his men, crouching below,
loaded their guus and handed them up to him, and
he uione kept up the (ire till his head was pierced by
a bullet aud he fell dead.

SEVERAL l'RISONERS
were taken in this barricade, among them a boy of
sixte n, and the soldiers made them kueel, and so
kneeling blew out their brains. Into the open
mouth of ouo who hud oeen killed that morning they
thrust a cepy of the fliihy revolutionary print, Pi re
Duchesne* At the Opera House, too, thero was a
hard fight, but it was carried.

IN THE BOULEVARD MALKSTTKHRES
the barricade Just above the Madeleine was taken
and retaken several times, for it was like tne key¬
stone in the arch to all tbe defences of that quarter.
Once, when the troops had been repulsed and were

again coming forward, some Guards, making sem¬
blance 01 a purpose to surrender, drew a group of
soldiers near to them and killed them all. At eleven
o'clock A. M. tbe soldiers stormed it and held it, and
the delenders taking refuge in the Madeleine, there
was a desperate combat In the very church itself,
aud tlic soldiers visited their vengeance on tbe pri¬
soners. With the capture of this;position and tho
Opera nil was ready for a general forward move¬
ment across the wnoie quarter toward the Boulevard
and the mltries, and then ensued tlie meet terrific
struggle of tuo day.

THE BATTLE OF THE BOULEVARD.
At four P. M. on Tuesday the war came with the

greatest energy upon the grand Boulevard, nere
raged for two hours and a half, and all the way
from the Madeleine to the Rue du Faubourg Mont¬
martre, the most resoiute, obBtiuate and bloody
battle or the city. Looking out of a window at the
corner of tbe Boulevard and the Rue Neuve des
Capuclnes, I saw tor some time a desultory firing
from a barricade In the Rue de scze, which looked
toward the Hue Ironcuet behind the Madeleine, and
aaw the men or the Commune compelled to cross
the street, one at a time and' l*h a stopping posture(
to escape the (Ire of the troops. Bullets from the
troops at that time reached the Boulevard down the
Hue de S&ze and the Kno Canmaritn, and
also swept up tho Boulevard from the neighborhood
of the Madeleine. .Shells of enormous size swept
down the Boulevard trom the barricade at the Place
de I'Opera, wheuce the Communists flred on the
regulars at the Madeleine. Shells also reached the
Boulevard by the Rue Canmartin. Only those who
have known the beautifnl and brilliant Boulevard
des Capucines In the days of Its sunshiny splendor
can ever imagine what a

PANDE1IOYIOM
It became when swept b.v this storm of Iron and
lead; but any one can readily figure to himself tho
difficulties under which the retreating National
Quards crossed a street so covered at once by the
Arc of both sides. Suddenly the movement In ro-
treat became more positive. The soldiers, moving
at once from the Boulevard Haussmann and the Rue
Troncher, were pushing down the Hue Canmartin,
the Rue Godot de Mauroy, the Rne de la Ferine des
Mathurtns and the Roe de Soze,

CONCENTRATING A TERRIBLE FIRE
at the Junction of these streets with the Boulevard
des Capnclncs. The National Guards came on the
run, stooping a little to get the cover of the barri¬
cades they were leaving behind them, moving close
to the walls to expose themselves as little as possi¬
ble to the Are, or, In other cases, makiug a reckless
run for liie; hugging a corner that covered tnem for
a moment from the lire In one direction, yet afraid
to linger there lest tne Are in the next minute should
come down the other street; stopping In a doorway
to load and give the advancing regulars one
more shot; so they came to the Boulevard,
nobody standing deflantly np to face the Are. One
guard, In running across the Rue de S6zc, dropped
some papers from his pocket, and walked steadily
out and picked them up. That was a solitary act of
indifference to tho danger. He was not hit. But
now all these men were crowded under cover of
the walls ou the northern side of the Bonlevard.
These covered them completely from the Are down
the side fit , cots, but at the same moment the troops,
Arlng up the Boulevard from before ihe Madeleine,
sent showers of bullets that picked tliem out one by
<jne aufl dropped thein
PEA1> CB DYlNsTlN THE DOORWAYS OF ALL TF1K

BOUSES.
Every moment, too, the troops were coming

closer and closer down the side streets; and thus
pushed froni behind they were forced to the effort to
cross the Boulevard. Presently a little respite came,
lor some meu of the Commune, advancing from the
Place Vendotne and trom the barricade at the cor¬
ner or the Rue de ltivoll, occupied the windows of
ail the houses ou the south side of the Boulevard,
and from there opened a fire on the troops near the
M tdelelne and those coming down the Rue Canmar¬
tin and the streets below and above It. For a mo-
meut this diverted attention, and in that moment
the wretches huddling on the north side or the
Boulevard rushed to the cover of the defences on
the other side. Many got luto tho barricade at the
bead of the Hue Ncnve des Capucines; others into that
at the head of the Rue de Luxembourg, and others
Into the cover of Hue Ncuve St. Augusttn and Rue St.
Asna'el.

DEATH'S HARVEST.
But many also icll on the way; some, faint-hearted,

stopped at the little shelter of the kiosques and
were killed there; some dropped stark and straight
on their faces half way over, and some fell crouch¬
ing into tne angle of the wall and the pavement, as

if fairly beaten down by the weight of the bullets
they received, ns the grain ts beaten down by the
rain. Some, hit at the very face of the barricade,
clambered over ouly to fall dead on the inside. One
fellow had a sort of psychological fascination for
my eyes, aud I could not look away from him as ho

lay dying, apparently, in agony, aud not passing
away in that painless change which has been said to
result trom gunshot wounds. Ho had fallen at
tint corner of tho Rue de Luxembourg, and lay
stretched on the pavement half wav between the
houses and tho gutter. For two or three minutes
after hts lall bo seemed already dead, he lay so

silli, and the t) Ovd from under htm streamed down
tue smooth asphalium pavement to the gutter.
Presently, recovering trom the tlrst shock, he
turned to ills leftside; but, ihe effort was all from
hts shoulders, and tho ballet had probably cut his
spine. He then turned to the other sins. He was

trying to turn on his fare and get up, hut tits legs
were useless. He was Listened down more Tear¬
fully than Prometheus. But his struggles moved
the sympathy of his comrades who saw him
from Inside their barricade, not ten feet
away. Two brave fellows made a rush

to Dnng llm itiHide the barricades.In
the nnconnting spirit of a generous syinpatuy
perilling two uvea to save scarcely more than a

corpse.risking tne chance to take hW place rather
tlian nee blm lie there helple.-s In their sight. One
took him by too shoulders, the other by the feet,
and tne distance from where he had latu to the safe
cover was half passed.but the pitiless shower from
across the street was too much;

TUB LEADEN DROPS FELL
too fast and furious to miss a space so large as that
covered by the figure* of three men, Tho man at

the ieit ft} tie wounoeil man feft, nol even to strug¬
gle, but held to the feet In the grasp of death, and
the other dragged the weight of both bodies with
ihe last etfort of his life, and felt Inside the opening
at the end of the barricade,

THE TVP» OP SCENES.
All this I saw from the window of the nouse of ft

friend In which I had taken refuge, and 1 dwell thns
on tne detail of one acene because It Is the type of
what 1 saw In many other places.the type of scenes
that passed at every corner of the streets of Pans
during three days. Hut now oil around me bnrst
forth

A MUSKETOV I 1KB WITHOUT PARALLEL
for Its Intensity and incessant fury. On tne north
side of the boulevard the troops had entered
the houses by the side streets, and thus
came to the front wtnoows without being
In the least exposed to the lire from the
barricades. Tney went up as high as the
third and fourth stories, and fired down into the
barricade across the street, leaving only a small
angle safo from their shots, so that to be covered
completely by the barricade a man had to crouch
close to the pavement. On their side the National
Guards wero In the houses also, lor they had com¬

pelled the residents on tho side streets to open their
doors. Hence it became a storm of Are from Innu¬
merable windows, not only into the gtreet, but into
the other windows; and tho rooms of the houses
were traversed by the bullets as thickly us ever was

THE HOTTEST SPOT ON TUB HARDEST BATTI.B HELD.
I was In a front room at that sharp angle formed

by the Boulevard des Capuclnes and the Rue Nouve
des Capuclues.a room lighten by three windows
that stretch from Hour to celling, and protected
only by the spaces of wall between the windows.
Even these spaces afforded protecilon only trom the
musketry Arc, lor a shell would have come through
tne wall uny where. Bulleta traversed this room,
coming np the boulevard and out of the Rue do
Seze and from the houses at all the three corners
where the Rues seze and Cammartin meet at the
boulevard, entering the wludows directly and
diagonally. Into this room the National
Guards did not come.partly, perhaps, be¬
cause the American flag was flying at tne
window, ana partly, perhaps, because a man

conld not have Fhown himself there and
lived. Mattresses were fastened up before tho
windows, in the hopo to stop the bullets or flying
fragments of shell; but the hopo was vain. The
ballets traversed the mastres-ea and the backs of
sofas that supported the mattresses, and pierced
the doors at the other side of the room. All the
walls were cut to pieces. One large minor on tne
further wall of the room was pierced by four bullets
within as many seconds. Tue whole floor was

strewn with the scraps of curled hair that the bullets
going through the mattresses carried with them.
The little escritoire on which I wrote was pierced
by a bullet through the upper part, atfd the Rpliuters
fell on my paper.

DREADFUL CONFLICT.
For two hours and a half this frightful contest

was kept up without the least abatement. From
eighty to a hundred men were defending each of
the two Darrlcadcs In the little angle under my eyes,
but not more than twenty couid remain In either
one at a time. All the rest were kept inside the
courts and entrances of tbo houses further down,
and as the men in the barricade exhausted their
ammunition or fell others crept cautiously forward
till they were under Are, and then rushed to tho

fover of the barricade to take tlielr J>l«oes. Ail
hit In the barricades were bit in the head. Is
tliey fell tnelr comrades carried them into the little
shops near by that they might receive assistance,
and they alcd In those little shops and in the courts
ot the larger houses. Others died up In the rooms
on tne second and third stories of all the houses
where they were lighting and where they were hit
as they crept to the windows to deliver tholr are.
At half-past six this combat was fought to a stand¬
still, and all the defenders or the two little barri¬
cades that I looked Into were either dead or
woanded, or, having exhanscd their ammunition,
had gone to the rear. Then came

These two barricades that were no longer de-

fonde 1.from which not a shot, came.covered the
rear of important positions. One, that lu tne Hue
Luxembourg, leu Into the rear of tho position
made by the famous barricade of the Rue St. Flore n-
tln, and the similar barricade at the end of the Rue
de Kivolt on the Place de la Concorde. The other,
on the Roe Ncuve des Capuclnes, covered one of
the best approaches to the Place Vendome. Al¬
though the importance of tho position must have
been known to the commander or the troops, I did
not see any of that dashing readiness to
rush forward and take possession of the
defences from which the National Guards
had been driven, on tho contrary, the com¬
mander was disposed to be satisfied for a
while with the peaceable possession of his own
side of the street. Bat the Communists, not count¬
ing on this and feeling the Importance of the posi¬
tion, saw the necessity of keoping up at least a show
of light, and one came forward fl-om the Place Veu-
dmne under Are for at least half the distance.
Whether he was the only one who would come, or
whether it was deemed that only one was necessary
to keep up the required show of resistance, 1 cannot

Once In the barricade lie crouched close to the

earth, e\en sitting in the gutter and leaning back
on the ourbstono to be more completely
covered; and hundreds or men In all the
windows across the street wero waiting with
their pieces ready for the least movement he
might make. It was all silent, and lie crept to a

place where he could pass tho barrel of his gun be¬
tween the sand hags on the top of the barricade;
but the moment the piece came In sight outside the
sand bags all aronnd It were torn by a hundred bul¬
lets. He withdrew his gun, dropped, and walled
bis chance again. And so he kept on till, In spite
of the attention with which he was watched, he had
fired away all his ammunition.with what effect
1 know not.and tho last I saw of him, as

People looked
upon the burning city and saw In the many confla¬
grations an evident general attempt at widespread,
wholesale destruction, and their hearts were
hardened and closed aualnst every thought and sen¬
timent of pity. The Tullerles were burned, the
Louvre was burning, tho Palace of the Legion or
Honor, the Cour des Comptes, the Luxembourg
were in flames; the Ministry of Finances was totally
destroyed; the whole western side of the Rue RoyaIn
was

so was a part of the Rue de Hlvoll, and the tire had
already caught the Palais Royale. From half a
dozen different parts of the sky vast columns of
smoke Indicated the lunous spread of the great con.
flagratlons, and men, women and children were
tuk-11 in the act of lending the flres with petroleum.
Men, women and childreu thus taken were all
forthwith shot. In the Rue Aiijon a grocer was
taken who had sold petroleum.people said to feed
lUe lire, but nobody stopped to Inquire too closely.
thev uiny shot Inui. Nix tlremeu were charged with
playing

on the Are. If there was any evidence that it was
petroleum and not water there was none how it
came Into tne machine, whether by their fault or
not; for It was no tl.nc to take evidence.they were
inarched away and shot, In the midst of ull tms a
cavalcade of 300 women, taken prisoners at Mouu
luurtre and those districts, panicJ by, with tnelr
hands tied behind them. As they passed along they
shouted

"VIVB LA COMMUNE !"
If it had not beeu tor the soldiers

other womeu, not more gentle, would have
murdered tliem then and there. In ail the dis¬
tricts where theie had been lighting on Tues¬
day in the little streets near the barricades people
dragged out And threw into the street the dead
bodies of tho National Guards who had crept into
these places to die. In many cases whoro the
wounded were not quite dead the soldiers finished
them. Many were thus dragged out who had ouly
hidden away when the retreat waa cut
off, and very tuoky wore they who, captured
this Wednesday morning, wero marched
away to the prisons. Many, very many,
were "passed" into tae other world "by arms," ac¬
cording to the horrible pnrase by which the French
soldiers inform you that they have murdered some
one with their guns.

THE CITY NEARLY OCCUPIED.
Now, Wednesday night, with tho whole cily ex¬

cept a little district at one extremity in tne hands
of the troopR, but with explosions and conflagra¬

How the National Assembly Received the
News of the Burning of I'nrie. ill.

The Insurrection Is rrer-
cuuie. The onion*act -one unosrnileled In history .of which
some villains have juit been guilty, Is the crowning act of
their despair. The generals, desiring to treat the city
with lenltv. withheld any attack upon pub.tc monu¬
ments in which the Insurgents had taken up positions.
Tula morning they carried the i'lsce de la (Jon-
corde. The Ministry of Finance, the Hotil of tlnj
Cornell d'Ktat, the Palace of the Legion of Honor,
and t' e Palace of the Tuilerles Were biifnei by tho
lniur;rnta. Wh>n the troops gamed possession of the
Tuilerles It was but a mass of smouldering ashes. (Cries of
Indignation.) The Louvre will he saved to us. Another
crievoua piece of Inte.llgencr la that the Hotel dc Title is In
flames, ittsnewed outburst of indignation.) I am convinced
thstthe Insurrection will be completely conquered by this
evening at the latest. Mo one could have preveuted the critne
of these wicked wretches. Thsy have made uie of petro¬leum for their Inoendiary purposes and have aent petroleumbombs against our soldiers. Wh.it remedy csn he applied ?
you will aas. Let as preserve a oool judgment. The rvmedr
Is union. Without that we shall never attain to any¬
thing hut resolutions which will he disputed and erer
disputable. Let us Itrat complete the victory: It has been dif¬
ficult to procure. The best of the generals or the antir hire
shown an amount of talent and valor which has sxcltod the
admiration of foreigners, who have expressed it to us. Afler
whut we have already done I Implore the Assembly to allow
us to complete this work, whlcn welehs bea.ily upon us, in
asmuch aa our efforts are directed against frenchmen.
There should be no distrust of us. When the Insurrection
shall have been suppressed we shall not fall to pun'sh, ac¬
cording to law but Implacably. Our right of pardon we
Invite you to share with us. It la false that
the National Guard Is elng re trine.I. Some officers, parti
a ins of order, caused the rappel to be beaten at I't'iy, and
have collected men who are known to lie lrastwor.li/. I
have given orders that tins proceeding be olscontinuu I. it is
bv an error that M. Julsa Kerry has been mentioned in ttie
J.mma'OMnel as Prefect of the Seine. No one c ml lie
found willing to accept tbe responsibility and burden o' that
office. So ha functionary, however, was absolutely neces¬
sary to litarvene 1stween the army and the civil poj ulallon.
An appeal was then made, and not without success,
to the patriotic devotion of M. Ferry, who has aires ty per
formed those functions. All that is but provisional. The
population mutt be disarmed. (Load applause.) Maires
will be apt olnted. Re not impatient. Leave us to finish our
task.and never again will tbe country see such an Insurrection.
I long for repose. V ou nan confer It upon me.("No No I").
but pray do not ada to our difficulties. VTe share your am
rows, your anguish. Allow us to act with calmness. We
have need of all our contorts and of full freedom of mind.

OBITUARY.
Commodore Andrew Arcrdcrkne.

A special despatch from our correspondent In
London announces the death, last week, of Commo¬
dore Andrew Arcedeckne, of the Royal Yacht Clnb,
London. This distinguished yachtsman was a son or
the late Andrew Arcedeckne, of Gleverlng, and was
born during the year 18.12. Ho was educated at
Christ Churcn. Oxford, aud succeeded his father as
Lord or tbe Manor 01 Gleverlng In 1849. lie was a

magistrate ol Suffolk, was High Sheriff in lyftrf aud
patron of two livings.
The deceased gentleman was a universal favorite

in yachting and dramatic circles. Although nut a
particularly active yachtsman personally, he was an
enthusiast In tho cause and did much towurd
popularising tho sport in England. lie was also
passionately attached to the drama, and was him-
sell an excellent amatpur actor. He visited
this country several limes, always enjoying his
visits, he being an ardent admirer of Americans,
who were always received by him at bis home in
England with lavish hospitality. Commodore Ar¬
cedeckne was an Intimate friend of the Wailacks or
tills city, and turongh the Influence or the elder
Wallack was elected an honorary member of the
Iiraraatlc Fund Awoctetton, to wnlch he was a
regular subscriber. He lost visited New York about
twelve years ago. His death will be deeply re¬
gretted by all yachtsmen an l members of the
dramatic profession, both of whom were much to
h.in, Personally he was a whole-souled, hospitable,
charitable gentleman, whose large fortune was
alwajs at the service of his Irienus und the poor, and
who, In the social circle and in public life, was llstln-
guished for his unsullied character and high sense
01 honor.
