
I'ltOSPECT PARK FAIR GROUNDS.

Opcuing Day of the Spring Trot¬
ting Meeting.

Finr ittcndancf, Capital Trotting and Dc-
lightfal Mosir.

A drive to the Prospect Fair Grounds, through the
Park and along the well sprinkled roa«l.s leading to

Coney Island, was enjoyed by hundreds of the most
influential citizens of Brooklyn yesterday afternoon.
The weather was charming, and, as the magnificent
equipages drove up to the club House gates, the
ladies and gentlemen, as they alighted, appeared
highly delighted with their Journey and seemed
pleased with themselves and everything about
them.
As the crowd assembled between the hours of one

and two o'clock toe band of the Ninth regiment,
with Levy ami his comet-a-piston, discoursed their
favorite airs, which muoli enhanced the pleasures of
the occasion. The music was continued at Intervals
during the afternoon and much applauded by tho
la lies and genceuieu present. This, together with
the interesting trotting that came off, made the day
one that, will be long remembered by all who were lu
attendance.
Two thousand spectators were on the course to

witness the two trotting events that were an¬
nounced to come off.among them a fair proportion
of ladles and ctuldren. the families of the members
of the club, and other re peccable people of this city
and Brooklyn, the inter city, however, preponde¬
rating, as few families from this city dare venture
on so long a journey. It was a charming sight to
view the balconies of the Club House as the trotting
progressed.
For the opening uay ibo attendance was larger

than was anticipated; but from day to day we ex¬

pect to witness augmented numbers, as ever is the
case at the meetings at this very popular place.

Tiie trotting was highly interesting throughout, as
will be seen by the annexed report.

The Trotting.
Two events were on the card lor the opening day,

the first being a purse of $760 lor horses thai had
never beaten three minutes, which was divided Into
three parts. For this purse there were fifteen en¬
tries, comprising Dani»l Imnlcy's roan mare Lady
Emma, L. \V. Ray's gray gelding Lightning, Dill
Sammis'chestnut mare Flatbnsh Maid, C. R. Col-
yer's black mare Evellue, J. Willis A Co.'s brown
stallion Kdwtu Booth, M. Ho ten's sorrel gelding
Fleetwood, 0. A. Hlckok's bay gelding Dunder-
berg, H. W. Howe's bay tuare Sarah Jane,
Budd Doblc's bay gelding (5. W, Jarvls, P. Manee's
brown stallion W. 11. Allen, M. P. Goldcn's
sorrel mare Polly Golileu, Ben Mace's brown geld¬
ing Hank, Daniel Tiber's gray gelding Lottery, 0.
N. Ferguson's bay mare llrlgbt Eyes, and J. J.
Bowen's gray mare Sea Foam. Of the above entries
seven only came to the post, the other eight being
withdrawn, leaving in the race, however, enough
to make It interesting and give the best horse a
chance of winning, which is not the case when a
dozen or more start. The horses that came to the
post were Fleetwood, Lottery, Sea Foam, Bright
Eyes, Edwin Booth, Eveline and W. H. Allen. The
two last, named were distanced In the second heat.
Sea Foam was the favorite in the pool sales previous
to the start, but she acted very unsteadily in each
beat, and only won the third premium. Fleetwood
was the second ehoice in the pools, and he won the
race In three straight hea's. Lottery, although
lie lost all the money his bacKers laid on lnm,
won the second prize lor his owner. There
seemed little doubt about the result of the race
after the first heat, as Fleetwood had the foot of
all the others, ana lie showed them the way from
the beginning to tbo end of the race. Sea Foam
sadly disappointed her backers, as they expected to
see her, when called upon, beat 2:30 easily. It is
true sue exhibited at times great turns of speed,
but they were spasmodic, and we doubt very much
whether she will ever De able to stay through a
race and make a record nndcr the above tlgores,
lottery did not do a* well as was expected of htm,
as his speed had been talked about a great deal
lately.
The second trot was for a purse of $2,000, for

horses that had never trotted lietter than 2:23
$1,200 to the first, $ 00 to the second and $200 to the
third horse. For this event there were nine entries.
These were Darnel Filler's black stallion Charles K.
Loew, O. A. Hlckok's bay mare Western Girl, D. A.
Creamer's bay stallion II. W. Genet, Budd Doble's
chestnut mare Idol, F. J. Nodine's sorrel mare
Belle Binckland, Ben Mace's bay gelding Con¬
fidence, John Mnrphy's bay gelding J. J.
Bradley, Thomas 8. Carpenter's sorrel mare None¬
such, and E. C. White's bay gelding Edward
White. O! the above-named horses but lour came
to the post. These were II. W. Genet, J. J. Bradley,
Nonesuch and Ed. White. LI. W. Genet was the fa¬
vorite i revious to the start, and after winning the
first heat three to one was wagered on him over the
field, tie tripped up ou ihe second heat and was
then backed at even money against the field, lie
won ihe race by securing the first, third and fourth
heats. Bradley and Nonesuch made a dead heat of
the second, placing a lecord against them-
selves ol 2:25*>,. Nonesuch made a good trot,
although beaten: but we are under the Impression
that hud Tom Carpenter been In-hind her instead of
Ins brother George a different story would have
been told. George Carpenter is a good driver, but
he has not had the acquaintance with Nonesuch that
'Tom has had, and, of course, did not under¬
stand the peculiarities of the mare as well.
Another thing, the mu-lc had the effect of irritat¬
ing the mare when sue came on the track,
which maue her act wildly, and she was nervous
and iiicnned to pull desperately throughout the con¬
test. i here is no doubt of the fact that she has
more speed thau either of the other horses In the
race, and she was never known to quit in a mile be-
fore yesteruay. Therefore, it is probable that her
defeat was caused by excitement alone.

London, Mar 25, 1871.
Evetybody and his wife.or, at all events, the lady

who for the time being was so considered.were
present to witness the running for the Derby at
Epsom yesterday afternoon. For some years past It
has been the custom to write of the most famous
race in the world as if, so far aa tut being a popular
spectacle Is concerned, It were rather In a state of
decadence. In particular. It has been pointed out
that *'the road".aa distinguished from the rail.
which used to be Its great feature, was rapidly fall¬
ing Into a state or decay, and mauy were rash
enough to predict that ere long It would
become a thing of tne post. Last year tbere was
gome ground for this unveiling of the curtain, for
the day rendered memorable by the victory of King¬
craft was cold, wet and cheerless; the vehicles that
swept along the dark Surrey lanes were compara¬
tively few and far between; there were no "bloclea,"
as there usually are, at Sutton, Cheam and Banstead,
and the folks who travelled down lrom London to
Epsom In this way were so melancholy and de¬
pressed that they could not keep eaeh other suffi¬
ciently in countenunce to indulge In the ancient
joe Milierlsms and cocKucy horseplay that form to
the maiorlty the strong features of "tne road."
Yesterday, however, all was changed, ana we had a
return to the former order of things. The weather
was simply magnlllcent.not a suspicion of an east
wind feuding to make one's flesh creep, and not a

drop of rain falling to conjure up visions of ruined
summer toilets. As It had bceu so for some days
previously there was a run upon

and almost everything on wheels, from the peer's
carriage to the cosiermouger's go-cart; from the
four-iu- hands affected by the bloods and bucks of
the West End to the omnibus patronized by tne city
men; from the private broughams of the profes¬
sional people to the hansom cabs for two, hired by
those of humbler means, were turned oat ror the
occasion. The values ot all sons of horseflesh and of
the accompanying things on wheels went up four or
live hundred per cent, but the prospect was so en¬
ticing that they were snapped up wherever ther
oould be procured. Unfortunately tne lanes leading to
the famous downs are of a soft, friable, chalky nature,
and there had been no ratn for days to water them,
and the consequence was that when a few vehicles
hud passed over them they became covered wltn a
thick coating of dust, which the wneels threw up in
clouds, that settled down on everything, and not only
played havoc with the most elegant costumes, but,
mixing with the perspiration brought out by the
excessive heat, speedily covered every coun¬
tenance with a rich coating of mud. In
the lanes, however, it was possible to
obtain some protection lrom the llerco rata
oi tut Hun, the whole road being lined with thi.'i-
bedges and overhung by well loliaged bu^nn

Columbia.

Trial Trip from Philadelphia to Haw York.Full
Description of the Yacht.Tonnage.

6x«e.Sailing Qualities.

Rear Commodore Franklin Osgood's new yacht Co¬
lumbia, which has boon in process of construction at
Chester, Fa., for tho past fire months, was launched
on the 1st of May and taken to Camden, N. J., to
be Ottcd out. The Columbia is a centreboard
schooner yacht, 100.36 tons capacity, Custom House
measurement, and 288 tons carpenters' measure¬
ment, and measures over a'.l 110 leet, 07 feet 0
laches keel, 26 feet o inches beam, and 0 feet hold.
All the rigging is of the best quality, and comprises
the most recent Improvements that will Insure
strength and safety.

INTERIOR APPOINTMENTS.
On descending from the deck into the cabin the

beholder Is lost In wonder at the richness, elegance
and taste that .characterize ail the appointments.
The cabin differs trom all otner yachts of the
squadron In Its openness, lr I may be allowed to use
the term. On both sides elegantly carved black
walnut settees, covered with the richest satin
damask, extend as far as the mainmast.
A very rich, yet chaste, velvet carpet,
with colored border, covers the floor. Faiy chairs,
manufactured expressly for this yacht, invite oue
to partake of the luxury that they can so well dis¬
pense; camp stools, ottomans aud rockers are scat¬
tered about in rich profusion. On lour brackets
arc placed some of the prizes won by Rear Commo¬
dore Osgood in former days by the yachts Widgeon
aud Magic, prominent among which is the Bilvcr
gondola, presented by the club In August,
18.0, In commemoration ot the race for
the Queen's Cup, when the Magic beat the whole
fleet, uicludlug the Cambria. A row or lockers
extend along either side or the cabin above the
settees, the doors of which aro covered with mir¬
rors, and wherever tho beholder looks he sees his
linage reflected on every side. Between each locker
an alcove lias been made, and bronzes representing
respectively "Xigtit," "Morning," "Mercury,"
..Juno," "Tne Muses," "Mars," and oue that looks
suspiciously like "George Washington and his
little hatchet" have been placed. The celling
is painted white and elegantly gilded. Die
prevailing colors throughout the cabin are
white aud blue and gold, und with these different
ejects there is nothing out of place aud nothing to
otTend the mo»t critical eyo. To tho ngnt ol the
centreboard is

KEAlt COMMOPOtlE OSGOOD'S ROOM,
which is in. all probability, the ilnesi room on any
vessel iu me world. To me right ot the entrance is
the bed, luing with green satin aud white lace
curtains; lue dressing case aud bureau-black wal¬
nut, witii marble slab -is surmounted with a large
nurror, ami next to the dressing case the settee,
black walnut, glided and covered with satin
damask. A light velvet carpet, with red anu dark
border, covers the floor; a bronze angel
bears aloft a magnificent timepiece, which is so
arranged as to be plainly visible from all parts of
tile room, Ottomans, settees mid easy chairs are also
placed in tins room, and one is ai lo.-s where to re-
ciliie.upon wlnclt downy coucU to stretch Ills
limbs. so inviting is each easy chair, settee and
bed. An upright piano will be added lu a day or
two, and the room will then be complete. The
owner's tricudn nave christened this room the
Brldul Chamber, but this name he very properly
repudiates. Toihe left or the centreboard are the
staterooms for guests, furnished with dressing
cases, marble wasUoowls and everything necessary
for the label. Forward of the staterooms is the
Btewurd's pantry; the breakfast and dinner services
consist oi cntna and stiver ol tue latest devices.
The icebox Is an improvement on auv 1 have ever
secu ou a sailing vessel; it extends back and to the
side of the pantry. Wines, liquors au i provisions
are here stowed away, awaiting the order of any
one who may wish to partake or any luxury th it can
l>e procured at any market on shore. The cooking
is done just forward or the steward's pantry.

It was seven o'clock when we leu Philadelphia,
and at mat early hour the wharves, both at Cauideu
and Philadelphia, were lined with spectators anxious
to bid a (iou-speed to "Columbia, the gem 01 tne
ocean," as an enthusiastic Journalist termed her on
a recent occasion.
As we proceeded down the Delaware knots of peo¬

ple could be seen at various points; lor the Herald
had unnouueed that the Columbia would leave on
Sunday, and the dwellers on the banks of the Dela¬
ware felt a personal lutercst In the aacUt, as she had
been built at Chester, sixteen nines from Phila¬
delphia.

THE TTQBOAT WAS DISCHARGED
at forty-eight minutes past one o'clock, flftv-ono
miles from Philadelphia, sails set, and we spe l 011.
with a northeast wind, at the rate of ten knots an
hour. Ihe wind slackened at eleven o'el -ck P. M.,
a rainstorm coming up, and, the wind entirely dying,
we came to anchor till morning. On Monday,
brlglu and early, we were under way, and sighted
C»pe May liglittiouse at five o'clock. We steered
our course aooui tllteea miles oif shore, but were
obliged to tack all day, owing to battling winds.
The running time averaged eight and a half knots
an hour all duy, and nigut found us niuety-tlve
miles uortli of cape May, and Tuesday roorulDg we
wero off Long branch. The wind had nearly
died out and we were making bat four
kuots an hour. About half-past ten the wind fresh¬
ened a little and we soon sighted Nanny Hook,
commodore Bennett met the Columbia and escorted
her up tne bay.

CONCLUSION.
Prom the performance of the Columbia on this,

her trial trip, it keeuis to be demonstrated that lu all
essential points the calculations of the builder will
prove correct, and he seems to have oeen most for¬
tunate in the placing of ber centreboard and masts,
for an easier boat to handle it would be dlftloult to
find, going about quickly, carrying no weather helm
and most easy lu a seaway, the motion of the vessel
Ixnug almost imperceptible in the cabin.
Ot course, It remains to be seen how she will com-

Eare in speed with the crack yachts 01 the squadron;
ut, certainly, so far she starts under first rate

auspicOT, and when her perfect trim is arrived at
we look to hear good accounts of the Columbia. We
can now say that a more commodious and com¬
fortable yacht cannot be found in Europe or
America. Bear Commodore Osgood has secured tne
services of Nelson Comstock as sailing master, who,
it win be remembered, has sailed many races for
him.
