YoMMtj morning, which opened fair enough,
with but just a suspicion of a cloud, was deemed by
roauy so unprouil.-ing that ihe numbers at the Pros¬
pect Park Fair (Iroundaexceeded but little the attend¬
ance ol the day before. There were over d,ooo persons
present. Toward two o'clock In the afternoon the
roads skirting Prospect Park presented a lively
Ktirtit as the last trotters of the sports and the wealthy
patrons of the turf weut raceward like light¬
ning flashes. Beauty in its baroucUea and
landans was visible, too, decked In the coolest
©I cool summer raiment. Sweet laces peeped from
under enchanting hats as irom beneath a dainty
floral bower, and smiles in keeping with
the consciousne-s of that mysterious power
over the stronger animal.man. The horse
cars, too, aid a roaring trade, and
wherever they failed to disgorge their sportive
freight near the racecourse crowds of jolly pedes¬
trians footed it in the Long Island dust, without a
single misgiving. At the course the same high
spirits prevailed. Tne line clubhouse, stand¬
ing boldly out beside the Grand Stand,
was covered, as to its roomy balconies, with loveiy,
airy forms. The Grand Stand Itself was not so for¬
tunate, being mostly occupied by those
anxious to turn an honest hundred dollars
or two on any of the events of the
flav. The pool selling was lively enough, and
Joke* in abundance were Interpolated between the
short, business-like orations of the aurtloncer.
The scene at the flrst fair start was
flue. There was just sufficient enthusi¬
asm to warrant a good day's hippie
enjoyment. The ample course, the fast horses, the
hilarious throng and the splendid panorama of
woodland and water view combined to put a be¬
holder at ease with the world around htin.

"Oh, that's him with the busted boots.*'

"Oh, that's him with the sandy heard."
If the horse owners cannot afford silk jackets why

not put on cotton ones, so that at a distance the
drivers can be told as a man recognizes his swim¬
ming friends at Long Rrauch by the stripes and
colors of their bathing suits ? Another cause of a
falling off In excitement Is the number ol false
starts when a large number of horses are entered
for an event. Surely this also can be remedied.
The want of some strict rule on the matter
only tires the animals and the public. The band
or the Ninth regiment, with Mr. Levy's
cornet, eyeglass, waxed mustache and self
at their head, discoursed some line music in the
pauses, which were frequent. At half-past six
o'clock the thunder eioud promise of the morning
was fulfilled.

Quebec.
The Grand Lodge was opened yesterday morning

at nine o'clock with prayer bv the Right Worshipful
aud Rev. Ferdlnaud C. Ewer, I). D., of Christ
church. New York. Grand Chaplain.
After the reading of me minutes of the last session

a resolution was offered instructing the Grand Offi¬
cers to apply to the next Legislature to nave section
272 of tho Laws of I8ii4, passed April 21 of that year,
so amended as to make the corporation of the Hall
and Asylum Fund to consist of ten persons, viz. :.
The Grand Master, the Deputy Grand Master, Senior
and Junior Grand Wardens, Grand Secretary and
five representatives to he elected annually. Refer¬
red to committee on Jurisprudence and Condition
oi Masonry.
The Committee on Grand Master's Address re¬

ported, referring Its various sections to appropriate
committees; that portion oil the death of members
was re.'erred to a special committee. Adopted.
M. W. Stephen H. Johnson was acknowledged as

Grand Representative ironi the Grand Lodge of
Oregon, near tins Grand Lodge, and R. W. Elwood
E. Thome was received as representative of the
Grand Lodges of Minnesota and Ohio. The latter
brother was received with the grand honors. M.
W. Brother Johnson simply had his commission an¬

nounced, declining a formal reception.
The Grand Master appointed the following select
