Match Race Between the Boats Sophia Fmma
and General Tweed,

———

A Close Contest—FPretty Bight Off Famrapo, N.
J.—The Sophia Emma the Winner,

Many of ihe members of the General Tweed Club—
#“n organtzation composed of the aguatic gentlemen
fonnd in vhe ranks of the plegsant Morning Glo-
ries—gathered at MeGiehan's, Pamrapo, N, J,, yes
tenday to winess a race belween the open boats
Sophia Emma and General Tweed—the (ormer of
thie Mauhatian aund the latter of the larlem Yacht
Clob,  One week before the owners attempled at
the same place to determine which of these pretty
crafts possessed the most speed, but an aceident
f00n after glarting compelied the Tweed to abanden
the race, Meanwlhile the lntter had her rig changed
from thatof a catboat to iib ana mainsall, alike
to her opponent. There was much commendible
feeling in the matter, and the owners of bolh boars
didl thewr utmost o secule good crews amd swillng
INasters,

They succeeded, as Joe Ellsworth, of Pamrapo,
and six of his amateur sallors manned the Sophia
Emma, and Harry Smedies, ot Brookiyn, and ten of
his jolly water dogs the General Tweed, Tne weather
was delightful for the event. Scores of cockleshells,
laden with men and boys anxious to see Lhe stars of
the contending crafts, lay off and on In the bay,
making, with the enthusiastic gentlemen on ehore,
a lively pleture, It was agreed that the course
should be fromm MeGichan's dovk to Fort Lafayetie
and return twice, making in all twenty-eigut miles,
The boats were very diiferent in mayer ol size, th
General Tweed belng 28 feet In lengih, aod the
Sopnin Emma 91 feet 10 mehes,  As there was set-
tled npon oo allowance of Ume of two nunutesto the
foot, the Genernl Tweed was compelied to aliow her
