eudtJieexlyt.ru strire in the sumo way. but the
difficulty arises, whence Is th j money to come for
the purchase? lor Spanish greed nas eaten up all
the produce of the country. The question his been
so far solved by the presumption that the Cunecl
states shall becoino the guarantee to Spain lor the
payment of the money, and already a banking ilrn
in Amsterdam has oflared the ueedeJ lo in, provided
the I'nlted States shall becoiuo the security.
Thus the settlement of the Cuban question
hinges upon tlie point whether or uot the
Washington government shall become responsible
for the bankiupt Cubans In their dilemma, ami the
friends of Cuba very anxiously await a reply. The
government here are well aware by this time that
only official courtesy prevents the English Cabinet
from talcing the Initiative in this matter, as Lord
Granville Is entirely In accord with the views of the
Spanish Ministry on the settlement of tho Culmti
question, it is understood that active preparations
ai-e on foot to lay before the President and his
Cabinet the advantages that would ensue from tho
proposed purchase by the Cubans of their native
Island. At all events the cession of tho Island by
Spain, under the clrcnmstanccs, wnile it may be
the result of an lmpoverlsne 1 treasury at home,
shows thai the new government at Madrid Is de-
sirous to be rid of an elephant that has been the
cause of eudless trouble.

KnilliiK ot tlie I'olnri* for W®>v Yorlt.
The Polaris sailed tills afternoon, with all her offi¬

cers and crew on board, for New York. It was
given out yesterday that she would leave to day,
and as a consequence there was a large number of
visitors in the yard all the forenoon, and at times
tne vessel was so crowded that tne officers and crew
were somewhat Incommoded. Among tlioic who
called were the otlicera of the yard and many
acquaintances of the officers of the ship, to say
good by, but In no rase would Captain Hall respond
wnea the word was coupled with an expression Im¬
plying a doubt as to the success of the expedition,
and iu this the oincers and men were with
him, cach being sanguine of meeting their
friends in Wttsninuton again. The whlstlo was
blown as a signal for all not having business on
board to leave, and after a few burned parting
words the lines were cast otr and tho vessel glided
out on the river amid the waving of hats and hand-
kerchiefs and the exchanging or goodbys. The
rigging of the Tallapoosa, near the ship house, was
mauned by the crew, who gave the stanch little
craft three hearty cheers as she passed, winch were
returned by her ciew.

Hcoreaniz.atian of Military OivlVion*.
The announcement in these despatches that the

military divisions of the country would t>e reorgan¬
ized and trausfers and Interchange among the gen¬
erals would take place lias occasioned considerable
excitement In military clrclcs. A number of letters
nave already been received from various parts of
the country at the War Department, asking for
favors in tne evcut of a reassignment of command-
lug generals. Notwithstanding the recent ofllc al
contradiction, there are still grounds for
maintaining tMat unless the intention of the
administration be abandoned -an 1 that is not pro-
Viable.the end of the summer will bring radical
changes in the military situation, reaching as far
a* a new arrangement of the entire country Into
three great division, one talcing 111 the entire tcrrl-
tory occupied in whole or In part by the Indians,
and the other* dividing between them the territory
reaching to either ocean. General Sheridan, unless
he thould be kept in the West by anticipated Indian

The remains wore exarined by Dr. Beatty, who,

on the Coroner's Inquest, tcstliled mat lie lound the
limits and b'.omaLii so decayed as to break down
iiu ler the touch. Over tlio left eye tie found a de¬
pression, and the probe went through to tne bouc.
.s.wiug out a trlmgular piece reaching down a
little Into the na.-ai bones, he found evidence of a
blow which had made a holo in the skull and Irac-
tured the bone about it. The fracture liad
partly healed, but the openmg was still there. The
na-ai cavity back of the hole was mil of pus, which
oozed from the brain. Following ttns up, an abscess
was found, doubtless proceeding from the injury to
the brain caused by the blow which broke the skull.
The doctor thought this sulllcient to account for tlie
death of Jones.
