THE TENEMENT HODSE MYSTERY.

The Corener’s Investigatios—Confllcting Evi-
dence=Saspicion of Foul Play—An Open
Verdict Iendered.

The Terrors of a Northera
Storm.

A Schooner Driven on a Lee Shors and Dasheed
to Piecos—All Except One of ths Drowned
Mon Weres Married and Left Fami.

liss Depending on Them.

On the 20th of last month the schooner Little Lelle
left the harbur of Bt, Johns, Newfoundiand, bound fee
the north side of Conception Bay, laden with pre-
visiona and a general ounifit for the ocoa Nahery.
About midway between St Jobns harbor and the
bay the wind sprung up lively, and all the canves
Was set upon the schouvner ln order 1o run clear off
the land befors nightfall. The wind graduaily im-
creased untll It was found necessary to sneriem
Ball. Several squalls siruck the sehooner, and every
soul on bourd, though mured to the most severe
weather, grew much alarmed. As the stormm
became more furicus all canvas was taken off
the vesascl, and she ran for abtout an hour before
the wind under bare poles. Even then the storm
overcame lier, and the order to lay 1o Was givem.
Another fearful ainrm was raised at this polas, tor
the wind was eweeping directly againsi the crags on
tne loe shore, wnither the schooner was driiung st
e rate of 'wo miles ¢n Lour, After drifing sev-
erul hours there was no alternative for the crew but
1o bewd the vessel right on to the safest landing
place on shore Lo save their Hves. Auout midniZhe
the schooner struck beavily oo one of the poluts of

selle  Island, mnear Portugal Cove, and stove
in her bows. Filbng rapldly, the crew
strove o get the vossel again lnte  deep

waler and head ner lor o beach situated near tso
point on woeh they strack. On reacling a fow
bundred yards eeaward the Littie Belie went down,
and her hard, créew—all bsnermen on their regulae
BOMILET Vuyhje—were cailed upon (o save Laer
lives. There were but three sma'l bosis on board,
