GENKRAI. RKYIEW.
Prom a review of the preceding facts and figures

it wld be seen thai wnne the past year has not been
marked as one oi busiue.ss prosperity, bullJlug en¬
terprise lias not been materially checked, lor uto
cost oi'proposed new builum^s aud alterations lor
the twelve months eniDraccu in the report as shown
Is within abou: $l.ooo,ouo of tne amount expended
in lsti.i, while the uuinner of pian? submitted to the
department has been larger that. lor the season last
mentioned.

lu regard to the buildings m the city it is noticea¬
ble that it is almost entirety condued to the upper
Wards, but comparatively few caunges taitng piuce
lu the lower wauls. The gieaient increase both in
new buildings aud alterations is in the 1'wenticlii
ward, but at. the rapid rate o. increase as noted in
report all the wards m t.ie upper portiou oi the city
Hill, in a lew yoais. be entirely built up.
When this department was trst hr med, tcu years

since, it* jurisdiction did not extend auovo Kifty>
second street; it now extends over tne eutiic island,
and the lorce required to properly discharge tne
duties ol inspection, us assigned, mu»t necessarily
be a large one. Tne c.encai lorce nuw employed
and required to cot redly record tne routine worn
oi the department is luily taxed to keep pace with
the demand mace upon it. a demand wnica, as tne
city grows, is daily lucreaseJ.
In relcreuce to unsa.e buildings, as will be noted,

much lias been accompli-lied in rendering theai
secure, aud all hough mucn still remains lo be done
great progress has been made therein.
Attention is called also to the large number of

violations or which cognisance has been taken
during iho year, but as tue hunts oi ihc an enlarge
the uuiies aud responsibilities ot tue Department
correspondingly mciease, wm.e as its objects and
anus begin to bo understood by the public, less dif-
liculty is experienced in euiorang tue provisions of
the law and regulating the matters under Its con¬
trol.
The number of lire escapes attached to buildings

during me last twelve mouths, as stated, Is 2,073,
making 111 all U.twl since the department was
formed. Die attachment ot these safeguards against
danger 1 regard as ol special importance aud as
aiiecung the public welfare. Tiierciorc, in tins par¬
ticular, every effort is constantly ma .e lo impress
upon both inspectors an i owners of properly the
uiisol.uo necessity of tuis measure providing for
saiety in case ol flic.
»uuriug the year several Instances have occurred
(duly reported tiirougu the puulic press) lu which
lite wou.d undoubtedly have bceu sacriiiced but lor
ihe means ol escape provided.
lu regard to noteis, proceedings have been insti¬

tuted to lender tueiii m tie secure iu this respect,
uud 1 am happy to stale that, with one exception,
an iiie owners and proprietors oi toeee pnaiio ouiiu-
mgs have expressed tuelr willingness to co-operate
w.iu tile department as eoou us tue proper plan can
be deieriuined upou which will insuiu safety, on
some ol the hotels, it may be auded, operations have
alieady commenced.

ACCIDENTS.
During the year two accidents of note have oc¬

curred. The tlrst of these, winch too a. place June
17, lo7o, was tiie lall ol a bull uug m process of re¬
moval oil the southeast corner of Second avenue
and Twcutletn street. Fortunately no lives were
losi, and the cause oi the acciucui was, tuai lu Hie
Oeiuolitioii of tiie building upon the adjoining pre¬
mises uud immediately adjacent thereto, suulcient
care lia.l not been taken to propeiIv protect the walls
oi the ouildiug iu process oi removal, which occa¬
sioned the lauing of the corner wail tucrcol against
tue budding No. ..M Second avenue, crushing in tue
north side wail, doors, portion of iho rooi aim rear
wall ol the same, and leavnig tue remaining portion
oi the building in an ii.a»cure and unsa.e condition,
lm ue lateiy upou uotiUcaiiou ol uic accioeut 1 pro-
ceeued lo a id removed all the dangerous portions of
the saupj that luul been left slami.ng, ami securcd
the building from further acctdcaf.
The only other serious acculeui occurring during

the past year was tnat which happened ou the lfitu
day ol December lust, the >all oi Hale's pianoforte
factory, in Tmrty-tiiiu street, near Tenth avenue.
The building was lu process oi election, aud by tue
disaster four lives were sacritleed. The circum¬
stances attending this sad aHair are of too recent a
dale to need au exieuued relercnce, but it will be
remembered tnat, iu the thoioiigh investigation
which followed, miring tue progress of which every
enort was made by the public press to censure this
ueparlnieiii, U was lullj proved lital no blame could
be ultucncd thereto, aud tnm on the evidence of
some ol the most ski.led uud experienced ingenuities
lu Hie cuy.

1 am ci the opinion, however,
that U the building had been completed be lore the
severe gule, uie accideut wouid not have lakcu
place, as the material used In me construction was
first class, ami 111 ail respects was tue work being
prosecuted lu conformity with the provisi us 01 the
law, A copy 01 the verdict 01 the coroner's jury, as
rcudcrcu in the case, is hereunto appended.

1. Tne death of Ancle Hamilton was caused by the

falling ol the building owrncd by Air. llale and built
by Mr. Cochran.

J. We exonerate the owner and builder lrom all
blame, .is said bitildiug was put up according to
law and built of the best materials.

several additional accidents of minor Importancehave aUo occurred within the period coveted by this
report, which, but lor ilie precaution exercised by
tnis department, might have been attended with
serious results. Oue of than, however, is worthy of
special mention; 1 icier to a threatened casualty iu
connection with the premises kuowu as Nos. .no and
iUo East l weuty-inird street. The circumstances
are these:.At midnight, June lu, it7u, 1 was noti¬
fied i>y Captain Cameron, of the Kighlceath police
precinct, mat the buildings in question were iu mi
unsaie condition, being nable lo lali. and required
atieuiiou. 1 proceeded immediately to the ground,
uud, upon examination, found tuut the louudatioii
wait in the cellar, supporting the party wall dividing
the two houses, had mven way, and mat the build¬
ing was, as reported, in a very uusure ami .lun-
gerous state. iseiore my arrival all the occupants of
the premises, embracing some thirty-two lainuics,
had been removed, aud were then in the street.
Upon further inquiry I learned that the agent, .with¬
out tiling anv notice at the oillce ol the department,
had begnn to remove portions 01 the main inunda¬
tion wall for the purpose of making aiieranons
therein. Tne proper supports had not been placedlu position, and, as a natural consequence,
the enure struct ire was tottering and likely to
lull at any moment. "ith the lorce that I
could sumnioii the walls were shored up and otuer
precautionary measures taken, so that alter the
labors ol a night me structure was made secure and
the danger averted. I mention tins circumstance
lu order to show the importance, wiicii any change
is designed in the construction or alierauon of a
bunding, that tins department should t e tiolifled of
the f«cb lu the proposed new law, leferied to lie-re-
alicr, a special clause is Inserted providing lor these
contingencies, which, aiinougii me measure maybo termed arbitrary, has becu proved by experience
to be a'j oiutely necessary as a saicguar.l against
danger and lor the proper protection of iiuinaii
lite.
