A Word for the Stray L nmbs.
To THE EDITOR OF THE MERALD:—

Thirty thousand children in New York city are not
In school, and cannot be Induced to attend school,
because most, 1f not all of them, are necessitated to
earn thewr food and clothing or not have it. This
hard necessity |8 worthy of grave conslderation.
These children of the State should be better cared
for by the Siate, and will necessliate s paternal
care when grown to marurity. It Noats a mass of
hardened bruie nature, fighting for the crumbs Lhat
full from the tables of wealthler cltizens,

When the present public school system was [nan-
gurated it was hoped It would, by its liberality,
reach all; but it does not. We are calleéd upou to de-
vise means for reacning these stray lambs, or they

will, when grown, prove to soclety as ravening
wolves, The jast census betore this said 20,000 chal-
dren were oul of schiool; the present census says
84,000, We have done nothing o remedy Lhe evil,
aid 1t Les grown. There seews to be owe problem
worth  atlempting, and that 18 W organmze
o Bystem of remuonerative mdustrial sclhools.
The sctiolars should be one-half in the schoulroom
and one-hall a1 some fndustrial ocoupation, under
tie charge of & teacher of industry; then the classes
Blould aliernate, ‘Inese schools shounld ve tuught
from 8IX tw elght hours, according to the age und
advancement of the pupll. There could be found
many simple ludustries for young children, and this
wonld be the wost diMeult class w glve occupation;
but young children of four ycars of age i over-
tasked Europesn cilles are made to do such an
amount of work as seems aimoss ineredible, so that
we may imagine inat children of 81X, and especially
ol the poorer classes, would not prove dull at acquair-
ing simple industries, such as the making of paper
bags, pasteboard boxes, the patiing together ol woys
with glue, and many other easy employments, at
which wery youny childien could earn something.
Ulder chilidren could be put at regular trades; l.|ul;i
for all, the occupation should be remunerative an
paid, e paymcuts being made as (reguently as
],.nauible.
The experiment is caslly made, and if feaslhie the
State can szcond It by requiring ali chlldren to be
placed in school.

SECOND DAY'S PROCEEDINGS.

O e

Dr. Lanahan May Examine the Books Under
Cupervision—The Committes Afraid of Los: and
Kutilation—The Honesty and Integrity
of Methodist Preachers Called in
Question—Intere:ting Debate
by the Committes,

General Moore having, previously arrived, led the
devotiona) exercises of the Book Commutiee at their
opening yesterday. The minutes, having been raad,
showed that In the appeal vored on In execullve
seasion last evening the chair was sustained, The
minutes were approyed. Mr. A, J. Vanderpool, Dr.
Lanahan's counsel, was the 0irst witness called. 1Te
teatified that lie Is counsei for Dr. Lanahan in the
Goodenough suit. Me stated the reasons for Dr. La-
nahan’s application for a mandamus, and the facts
and circumstances appearing just previous to that
application In connection with the Goodenough
sult. Mr. Vapderpoel advised that the books of the
Concern shonld be seen and examined for several
years before, to make o defence In this suit. Dr.
Lanahan told him that Dr. Carlton had refused,
and would refuse agaln, nnless ne (Lanahan) was
catisfled to produce them in court atthe time of
trial, which woula be of no use to him in the hurry
of a jury trial. Findiog it impossible to get the
books, Mr. Grant, the bookkeeper of the Concern,
was subipm@oaed 1o answer certain gqnestions before
the Superlor Court in relarlon to the books. e
subsequently made application to the Supreme
Court, as heretoflore stated. The Book Concern, as
well as Dr. Carlton, 13 made a party to that suit,
because in the case of the People va. Troup (lith
of Wendell) the Court held that it was necessary to
make the bank a party Lo the sult, and he (Vander-
poel), Inall his practice, has decmed it proper to
make the corporation o party, and, if not s0 maie,
it would be a good arswer to the applieation for a
manaamus, which might be denled on that groaud.

A LEGAL INTERRUPTION,

Some detalls of the proceedings in this snit (Gond-
enough ve. Lanahan), of no material publie interest,
were given at length by Mr. Vanderpoel, when
General itunyon objected to conversations between
counsel and chient atter the application for & man-
damus had been made, and the defence were ready
to proceed to trial, notwhhstanding they had not
receivel the books,

The Charr deelded favorably to Mr. Vanderpoel,
who conunned his testimony, bot was agsin inter-
rupted when Dr. Lanahan was about to explain the
point in regavd to the delay in bringing on the
CGoodenourn sult, which has been attributed to Dr,
Lanahan, but, objection having been made agaln,
the Doctor refrained at that time,

Mr. Vanderpoel conlinued his testimony to the
effect that Dr. Lanaban was ready and sometimes
anxious to have the canse tried, but that he desired
a few daya' previoas notice; that it would have
been tried sooner had not an amended complaint
been eerved by the plainiiff on the defendant; after
having once noticed the trial the cause might be
brought forward at any subsejuent term of the
court without another notlee.

The witness was cross-cxamined ULy General
Runyon, and westified that the cause bad beon put
orer antil Hie Octoher 10roain (oierencs 1o coqnsql's
vislt to Furope for the summecF miuntha. He
acknowledged that he had taken testimony on the
cas¢, however, since the postponcment to meet Dr.
Carlton's afMaavit. He belteved Dr. Lanahan
haa brought Mr. Vanderbergh to his (Vanderpoel's)
oMce, and that the Doctor had also told him that he
had [requently applied fo Dr. Carlion for the books
and had been refused, and Mr. Vauderpoel under-

of our everyday llte, The plciure under notice rop-
resents the Jerome Park race course. For the fore-
ground of the plcture the artist has selected a polnt
on the road at some distance below the Grand Stand,
evidently with & view to the Introduction of gome
horse nesh studics, wilgh are the mosi prominent
features of this composition, It may be well to re-
mark here that Mond, Mercler's plcture is painted
In black and white, there being no attempt to Intro-
duce any other color, The moment chosen for the
Artist 13 that (o which the horsemen are pass-
Ing the Grand Stand, which 18 away In
the distunce, crowded with spectators, Wwho
are seen  Indistinctly.  Excitement 18  at
ita Dhighest, but though we sce the rice
it forms only a subordinaie feature, and 1s rather
