The weapon exploded and sent its
deadly missile Into the abdomen, at a point almost
corresponding with that In which Meyers was shot.

ASSISTANCE SUMMONED.

Mr. Vallandlgham immediately exclaimed that he
had taken up the wrong pistol. The flash and re¬

messengers for physicians.

A SINGULAR STATEMENT.

It seems that on the previous even*
ing Mr. Vallnndlgham had been using an unloaded
plstel In experimenting, and that he had told Gov¬
ernor McBurney alter the accident that he had
picked up the wrong pistol, that the other one
was unloaded.

EARLY career.
Clement L. Vallandigham was a natlvo of New

Lisbon, Columbia county, Ohio, where he was born
in 1322. He was descended from a Huguenot ramily
wldcli left Franco on tho revocation of the Edict
of Nantes, nnd which, wo beitevo, tlieugh of this
we are not certain, settled In ono of tho Southern
states, then, of course, provinces of Oreat Britain.
The parents of Mr. Vullandigham were persons in
comfortable circumstances, and consequently they
were able to give him a good education. He spent
ono year at Jefferson College, in Ohio, and in 1888
went to Snow Hill, lu Marrland, where he remained
some two years fi9 principal of an academy at that
place. Returning to Ohio in 1840 he settled at
Dayton, whoro he ever after resided. Hero ho
studied tho law, nnd la 1842 was admitted to the
bar.

IIIS POLITICAL DEBUT.
At the Very outset of his career Mr. Vallandigham

mado reputation. He waa but twenty years of ago
when he began tho practice of bis proiesslou, and
yet he had not to wait long before ho had many
clients. He had barely attained his majority when
ho entered into his political career. Not
many months ago, in a public speech, he
referred to his dtfbat in words of pardonable
pride. A ni»>re stripling he was when he rose to
adeftoss a large audience, following, too, a distln-
milsned politician. Hut Mr. Vallnndlnhatn pos-essd
"the gift of aratory," an I, stripling as ho was. his
speech wa< lisienod to with marked attention and
elicited lioqujut applause, i'uu remit oi tliU intra-

du^Mon to politics was most favorable. Therea'ter
lie was a prominent mun In tits portion of tlio stato
aud was a leader of the democracy m Montgomery
county. 80 popular did ho become that In 1S45
when but twenty-three years of a^e, he was eleclcd
a member of the State Legislature, serving two
years. In 1847 lie engaged Id journalism, becoming
dunng tuat year editor of tue Duytou Empire, and,
at the same time, continuing the practice of his
profession. He withdrew Irom the Emntre In 1849
and devoted blmscir to tne law exclusively. Increas¬
ing his reputation as a lawyer and extending bis
practice.

FIRST ATPCARANCE IS NATIONAL POLITICS.
At the same time Mr. Vallandlgham continued to

take a deep interest In political a cm Ira. lie was
a candidate for Congress in 1854, at a time when
his distrlot was overt* helmlngly republican, or,
rather whig, and was boaten by Lewis D. Camp-
ben by 2,506 majority. Two years later he was

again a candidate and was opposed a second time
by Mr. Campbell. The canvass was an exceedingly
warm one and the otllcial figures of the election,
gave his competitor a majority of nineteen. Mr.
Vallandlgham, claiming that frauds had beon com¬
mitted, contested the election and was awarded a
scat in tue Thirty-fllth Congress. It is best hero
to do him Jubtice. He was a man of strong con¬
victions and aduered to his views with great
tenacity. His first political speech announced his
belief In the sovereignty of tho states, notdlug
that the Union was created by tho States, It was
natural that he should vote with the Southern poll-
tlcians on all measures which asserted such sove¬
reignty# Mr. Vallandlgham entered Congress com¬
paratively unknown in national polities. He
had, it is true, been a delegate to tho
Democratic National Convention which nominated
Mr. liuchauan In I860, but ho had not taken a con*
splcuous part In its proceedings. He had not been
In the House many mouths, however, before ho was
recognized as a man of mnrkod ability. Through¬
out his term he voted consistently with the State
Rights democrats. It has been charged by his ene¬
mies that he was an advocate* of slavery, but he
always denied this. He asserted that wnat ho be¬
lieved was in the right of the Southern people to
hold slaves and to take them into any State of the
Union. To this extent only was he pro-slavery.

RE-ELECTION TO CONGRESS.
Mr. Vallandjgham's constituency was satisfied

with his course during tho first term of lus con¬
gressional career, and they renominated him
in 1S6?. Again Mr. Campbell was his op¬
ponent, and tho result was Mr. Vallandlg-
liam's re-election by a small majority, ab a
member of the Committee on Territories he took
an active and conspicuous share in tho row over the
organization of Kansas as a State. Throughout the
excitine debates lie opposed with vigor all tho argu¬
ments of the republicans, and wnen in 18t 0 he wont
before tho people for approval of his conduct lie waa
re-elected for a third term.

UIS OPPOSITION TO THE WAR.
it Is difficult; and, perhaps, impossible at this

early dato to do Justice to the motives which
prompted Mr. Vallandlgham In Ills opposition to the
war. He certainly earnestly believed In the right of
socesslou, but It Is also undeniably iruo that he was
sincerely devoted to tho Union. It was with Inex¬
pressible pain that ho saw State after State pass
ordinances of secession, and delegation alter dele¬
gation of Southern members withdraw rrom Con¬
gress. But, though anxious to preservo the Union
unimpaired, lie Insisted that tho federal govern¬
ment had no powor to coorce a Stato, and he op¬
posed coercion with all the ability and
eloquence he possessed. The sessions or
Congress in 1801-62 were the most memorable In our
history. Many of tho democrats lu both houses,
while opposing the administration, lacked the nerve
to come out boldly against it. Mr. Vallandlgham had
no fears for himself. Call them uupatriotic though
people may, denounce them as treasonable, and
yet tho fact cannot be done away with that
there was much truth In what his speeches con¬
tained. At tho very moment when, cowed and de¬
moralized, the democratic minority was groping
blindly through tho sosston, Mr. Vallandlsham de¬
livered his (jreat speech in 1833. It was altogether
a remarkable production.remarkable for Its elo¬
quence, Its logic and Its Invectives. A man or
courage and ability was required to deliver the
specch, and Mr. Vallandlgham was that man. When
the last words had passed his lips and he had taken
his seat, It was as tho leader or the democracy.
From liiat tlaie the democratic members no longer
hesitated to boldly express their opinions. There was
nothing in the speecU that, if spoken to-day, would be
coustrued as disloyal; but In 1S62 It was regarded as
the embodiment of treason. The radical press
poured a perrect storm of abnse upon its author. His
declarations or devotion to the Union were de¬
nounced as hypocritical; his confldcnco that peace
could 1)0 obtained and the Union restored ir the
Southern people were guaranteed protection to their
domestic institutions were ridiculed,*anu he was
stigmatized as a traitor for condemning arbitrary
arrests and for reasserting his belier in Stato sov¬
ereignty. Passion ruled thon; to oppose was trea¬
son. One result or the speech was to make Mr.
Vallandlgham the most conspicuous man In politi¬
cal circles for the time being. His name was in

. everybody's mouth either in praise or lu denuncia¬
tion. It must bo olwerved that while opposing the
war and the administration he did not offer any op¬
position to measures designed for the support of
the army. He voted lor I lie appropriations, declar¬
ing that the men were in the field, and It was tho
duty of the aovenmient to support thcin.

Mr. Vullaiidigham remained In hla seat to the close
of his term, on leaving Congress he Immediately
started on a political tour through Ohio, delivering
numerous snecchcs. On the 1st ef May, 1863, lie
addressed a large audlcnco at Monut Vernon, and
was especially bitter In his remarks touching the
alleged despotic acts of the government. This
speech was made the pretext for hts arrest, which
had been repeatedly threatened by tho authorities.
On the night of the 7th of Mny his houso was sur¬
rounded by a force or soldiers, acting under orders
from General Burnstde, and the officer ocinaudcd
admission. Mr. Vallandlgham refused to permit
their entrance, whereupon they proceeded to break
open the doors. As soon as It was auuounced to the
people what was going on Dayton bccauio tue
centre of a scene of lnteuso excitement. Large
numbers of men, friends of Mr. Vallandlgham, hur-
tied to his house, with the avowed Intention or rescu¬
ing him, and the bells of tho city were set a-.lniing
with a view to summoning tho democracy to his
aid. Meautlmc the soldiers, after breaking open
two doors, had succecded in securing Mr. Vallau-
digham, whom they refuscn the privilege or remain¬
ing in the house until his wife had becomo calm.

As
a consequence the trial was snecdy and one-sided,
and resulted In a vcrdlct of guilty and a sentence lo
"close confinement in some fortress of tho United
States, to be designated by the commanding oillcer
of tho department, there to bo kept during tho con¬
tinuance of the war." General Burnside accord¬
ingly named Fort Warren, Boston harbor, as the
place of confinement, but Mr. Lincoln subsequently
commuted the sentence to banishment beyond Hie
lines of the Union forces.

Eiruris were made by his friends to procure his

release by means of a writ or habeas corpus, but they
failed. On the 19th of May ho was taken from Cin¬
cinnati to a guuboat aud seat to Louisville, and
from ilience taken to Murfreesboro, Tonn., whero
he arrived on the 21th. 1'rovlous to leaving Ohio,
his wife, who had completely recovered from the
shock she had received on tlio occasion of his arrest,
was permitted to visit and bid him farewell. On
reaching Murfreesboro General Rosocran3 and others
called upon him, and on the following day lie was
conveyed to the Confederate picket line ami de¬
livered to a private soldier oi an Alabama regiment,
to whom he Introduced himself, declaring that he
was there against his will and desired to surrender
as a prisoner of war. Ho was taiien to General
Braga's headquarters at Sliclbyvllle until the au-
thorltles at lUchmond were informed of his presence
within the Confederate lines. Joir Davis ordered
hlmsentonto Richmond, where he stayed a short
time, when he ran the blockade to Bermuda, and
from tlieuce went to Canada. It has been sated
that Jeff Davis was willing to allow him to remain
in tho South If he took the caih of allegiance to the
Confederacy; but this Is doubtful. At any rate it is
certain that while In the South Mr. Vallandlgham
publicly aud repeatedly gave expression to senti¬
ments anything but treasonable. He avowed him¬
self an uncompromising Unionist, and declared that
under no circumstances would he ue a party to a
dissolution of the Union.

On the meeting
of the Democratic State Convention he was uuanlm-
oudy nominated for the office of Governor; a sub¬
scription, limited to ten cents each, for a fund to
provide for ills support durlug his exile, was started,
and a threat was made that if lie was elec ted Gov¬
ernor and there wan any atiempt on the part of the
lcderal authorities to prevent his returning to Ohio
100,000democrats would rise in open reoelllon. Ho
was at Niagara Falls, In Canada West, when the
news of his nomination reached him, and uudcrdate
of July 15 lie published an address to tho people of
Ohio, of which the following arc the opeuiug para¬
graphs:.

Arrested and confined for t'iren weeks In the United States
a prisoner of State; banished thence to the Confederate
State*, and ther-j held -as an alien e.iemy, and prisoner of
war though on parole fairly and honorary dealt with and
given leave to depart, an act possible only bv running
the blockade at the hazard urf liein,; bred upon liy slops (lying
the tlag of my own country, I found myselt first a freeman
when on British soil. And to-day under protection ol the
Hritish Hag I am here to enjoy and in part to exercise the
privileges and rights which usurpers insoiently deny uie at
home. The shadow contrivance of the weals despots at
Vi ashlngton, and their advisers, has been defeated. Nay
It has turned against tUein; and I, who for two
years was maligned as iu secret leag.ie with tlit
Confederates, hsving refused wlieu In their midst
under circumstances the most favorable, either to
lleutlfy myself with their cause or even much as
to remain, preferring rather exile In a foreign land, return
now with a'lejjlance to my own State and government un¬
broken In word, thouJ.it or dee I. and with every declaruti .n
and pledge to you while at home, and before I was stolen
away, made good In spirit and to tlio very letter.
Six weeks ago, when just going Into banishment ten.i-no

an audacious but most cowardly despotism caused It, l a I-
tlressed you as a follow citizen. To-day, and irom thevrr
place then selected y me, but after we trlsome an most p, r-
ilons jonrneylocs for more than four thousand tniies l.y land
and upun 11.e *. a, sti.l in exile, though almost In sight of my
native State, lginet you us your representative.

nsk no personal symj ..tliv for the perio ial wrong. Ho; it
Is the cause of con>l.tutional it erty and private right,
cruelly outrage 1 beyond example in a fr '« c u'iiurbv the
President and his servants, which gives puUI slunillc'anoy
to the action ol your Convention. Yours was, lnde< 1, an act
of justice to a citizen who. for his devotions to tho i Ignts of
the States anil the liberties of the people, had been m u ked
for destruction by the han I of arbitrary power. But It was
muc h more. It was sn examp.e of courage worthy of tins
heroic ages of the world; and It was a spectacle and a re¬
buke to tho usurping tyrants who, having t.roou up the
Union, would now strike down tli.i constitution, subvert our
present government, aud establish a formal aud pr (Claim»d
despotism in its stead. You sre tlin roUorers anil d!fenders
of consiitutlouai liberty, and oy that prou 1 titld history will
salute you,

MIS RECENT CAHEEIt.
As Is well known Mr. Vallandlgham was defeated

by lto,0t;0 majority, shortly after tho election ho
loft Canada secretly, au 1 suddenly appeared m Ohio.
To the surprise of everybody he was not rearrested,
why, it. tiaa never been told, although It hits been as-

serted that a conspiracy existed In the Went ror a

general uprising of the copperheads, and that his
arrest was to be the sl/r.al ot rebellion; but be that
as It may, he was left uumolested, and lie went
about making as vigorous a'tacks upon the govern¬
ment as ever. Ho was a delegate to tho Democratic
National Convention which nominated General
McClellan in 1804, and in 1SCG was a delegate to
the famous Philadelphia Convention, but, for
tho sako of harmony, did not tako his seat.
With an Inconsistency really laughable some
of the conservatives, who wero ready to embrace
the e.vconfederaics, positively refused to moot him
In the Convention, lwo years later lie came to
New York to attend tho Convention which met at
Tammany Hall and nominated Horatio Seymour.
Even at that early period Mr. Vallandlgham gave
evidence of entertaining tho views which are now

known as the "new departure" of the democracy,
lie favored tho nomination ol chief justice Chase,
ami was only prevented presenting his name by the
knowiedgo that lie 'id efeet notulnj. fits recent
career as the leader of tiio Ohio democracy in their
acceptance of tho results of the war it too well
known to need recapitulation. Mr. Vallandlgham
wns thoroughly in earnest In this movement; he
had cast aside former prejudices and was preparing
to take nis stand among the men who believe m
"living Issues" in politics, wheu the latal ancido.it
cut shun Ills life.

PERSONAL.
In person the deceased Ohio,in was a man of me¬

dium height, with d.irk eyes, black hair, full beard
and wui«kers and florid complex on. Although not
what would be called ha.idsomo. Ills fea ur s were

<iu:te ngrceiiMe, so full of animation they always
were. In nis manner lie was quick ana nervous,
betraying Ills Southern oilitin. Ills oratory wis

uoiubij lor iu eloquence, 'iho »tyl# oi do.ivoty v au

Impassioned an l resolute and his cn»fu\ ringing
V iice gave to his words ilioir fullest exprevuoti. In
private life Mr. Vallaudighatu wm nijoli esteemed.
He was of a most exatnplary character, generous to
a fault, full of charity, a stanch friend aud a mag¬
nanimous luo.

CONCLUSION.
Tt Is not for us to pass Judgment on his pollttcal

life. What Is treason to-day may tie patriotism to¬
morrow. But Justice to Hie dead and to the living
impels us to recognizo the purity of the motives
which prompted Mr. Vallandlghao) to fiacrlllco his
political prospects during the war. lie had faults;
but who is there without ttiem f lie may have erred
during the rebellion; but are wo sure that ho erred?
lie never retractea one word that he uttered In that
eventful period nor expressed reirret that ho pur¬
sued the course he did. He died lielleving that ho
was right, and his sincerity demands our respect,
even us did his abilities command oni* recognition
and our admiration.
