The New Yacht Livonia's First
Race.

London, June 3, 1871.
The Thames yachting Reason fit Inaugurated this

Mek under most favorable auspices, the three lead¬

ing London yacht clubs, viz.the Koyal Thames,
the New Thames an I the Koyal London.having
nade arrangement* to sail their opening matches
on three consecutive days.Monday, Tuesday and
Wednesday, May 2<t, :«) and a. In point of number
the entries were scarcely up to the average of
former years: but what was lacking in quantity was

more than amply atone l for by ihe qnaiity of tho
competing era!t. all the crack cutters of the day
(with the exception of the three "l>ig Scotchmen,1'
the Condor, Olmara and Fiona, the iust named of
which will not be put into commission this year)
taking part in tho contorts. The weather, too, was,
ob the whole, rar more favorable than Is usually
net with at this time of year, each of the tnreo
Matches beinc sailed under most ravorable conditions
of wind and weather, both from a landsman's and a

yachtsman's point ol view, a bright, snn ami a line,
fresh breeze.a rare combination of circumstances
In the land locked reaches of the Tham s.

THE ROYAL TIIAMKS YACnT CLtTB,
which still arrogate* to itself the title of the premier
clnti.albeit since the establishment of the Royal
London and tho New Thames club (the latter being
a ..secessia" from the Koyal Thames Yacht club), j
the old prestige has been somewhat on the wane.

opened the ball on Monday, May '29, with a match
for first and second class cutters, the first class com¬

prising yachts exceeding thirty-five tous, and the
second fifteen tons and not exceeding thirty-five
loos. The prizes, which were of an exceedingly
bandsomc character, were, for the first class, a cup,
value £100 ($5U0), with a piece or plate, value fiO
<t200), for the second vessel, and for the second
class a cup. value £5'>.

Of the above all are well known, except the Livo¬

nia, vthicn Is a new yacht by Michael Kawey, of
Cowes, built expressly for sailing in American
waters. On the same principle as the Sappho she
only differs ft'om her in size and her enormous spars;her sans are of cotton, made by Ratsey and manu¬
factured by Sir Kikauah Armitage and Sons, or
Manchester.
The lead was taken bv the Flying Clond, which

cleared the mark well ahead, the Volaute being close
up and the Livonia last, sue having, with the Gwen.

shared a similar fate, as did the Volaute in less titan
ball an hour, and just below the Mouse
Light the Hying Cloud went about, From
this point the l'lylng Cloud was out of the
race In a heavy sea, us she fell fast to
leeward, and the Livonia, closing on the Gweiidoitn.

The Reunion of the Old and

Young Graduates.

ADDRESS BY PROFESSOR DAVIES.

The Banquet that Followed and the Toasts
that were Drank.

THE CADET ENCAMPMENT.

West Point, Jane 17,1871.
The .youngsters who graduated at West Point

eoraethlog less than a half a century ago had a high
old time of it this afternoon at their annual reunion.
It will be remembered that last year, or rather a few
mouths berorc the June festivities of the last season
had come into full play, several of the old graduates
put their veuerable heads together and determined
that the "boys" of the present day who leave the
Academy every year amid an awful amount of
pomp and circumstance should no longer monopo¬
lize all the fun aud jollity to be met with at gradua¬
tion tunes. The putting of the venerable heads to¬
gether resu.ted in a plan to form an alumni to be
composed of every ex-graduate who could afford
to pay ten dollars a year for the privilege and who
had uufflctent moral character to carry him along
through life with a goad name. The main object of
the plan was, of course, to bring together

THB OLD FOLKS
of the Institution. But then old age is always gen¬
erous, and so they arranged matters in such a way
before the plan was completed that the latter-day
saints ot the cadet corps who, irom time to time,
shed tneir gray clothes for the army blue, could
partake of all the privileges, enjoyments, jollity
and brotnerhood of tne association as well as the
gray beards and gray heads. The plan suc¬
ceeded splendidly, although the movement
had to stand some heavy firing from certain parties
who declared it to be a political movement. Sev¬
eral young officers opposed it vigorously at first,
one or them going so lar as to publish a terrific de¬
nunciation of it in a weekly newspaper, in which
lie very beautifully illustrated by his own state¬
ments that abme is not always argument. To add
a little strength to the hue and cry set up against it
by people who never took the trouble to look into
the merits of the thing, complaint was made that
the constitution was not a bar against rebels get¬
ting Into the association; but this, as all other com¬
plaints did, spent its force by its own weakness. So
the planners last year were finally made happy on
fiuding at their first reunion no less than forty-three
of the ex-graduates over whose heads many long
years had passed since the day when they bade
West Point a cadet goodby. This was a good be¬
ginning, and the reunion to-uay showed that the
original promoters of the association had not
built upon the sand, for the rod showed an array
of 147 members. The business meeting was held in
the pretty little cadet chapel.

br^nci; of hydrants. and other purposes coonecled with the
prevention and extinguishment of tires therein.
U. I'ermlts are nelug issued at these headquarters tor the

saie of fireworks during the period Interremn4 lUe lUth of
June ami the llith of July, and It is expected that due vigi¬
lance will lie exercised m promptly reportieg every violation
of the privileges conferred by said permits. Every place
where tireworlu are off« red for sale must l>e visited to
ascertain if the parties are in possession of a
permit, snd that the same Is po.-ted In s con¬
spicuous place In the store or p^ace where the Fame are sold,
and, If such permit hu not been obtained, to give tbe neces¬
sary directions. All ^rniits must lie examined <0 see If they
are issued for the current year, for the premixes mentioned,
and that the quantity on hand Is not 111 execes of the allow¬
ance, aud by frequent visitations to see that the rules as to
smoking, fires and lights on the premises are observed, and
that due caution Is taken in every respect to guard against
tire or accident.
III..Several Instances having occ-irred wherein the com¬

panies of the derailment have experienced serious delay." in
getting into service at tires, 011 account of the obstructions
to hjaranis. It is expected that the «ame vigilance will lie
shown in carrying out the provisions of this section of the
law. In case persons are In the habit ol placing carts,
vehicles, or other property or material inirontof any hy¬
drant, ttiey are to t>e directed to remove them, and in case of
refusal tliey will be reported.

IV. The "mode of storage of tbe combustible material men¬
tioned In the law is to be surveyed and reporte 1 when not in
compliance with the same. Where licenses or permits are
required the parties rejotrlng will be directed to obtain
tnem, and when obtained they will be examined from time
to time to sec if they are properly posted, and for the cur¬
rent year. Where lah Is arc to be placed on tho articles sold,
sign* Kept up or covers used In transportation all violations
will be Immediately reported. Company commanders
will uiake a list of tbe names and places of bur¬
