OBITUARY.

Givorge Grotey, D, C. L., F. R, N

A despaten from London announces the death of
this distinguished historian, in the seventy-seventh
vear of his age. Mr, Grote was born o 1704, at Clay
Hill, near Beckenham, Kent, and was the elaest son
of the late George Grote, of Badgmon, Uxon, by
Sellua, danghter of the Hev. Dr. Peckweli, of Chi-
chester, His ancestors came from Germany, and his
grandfather, in conjunction with Mr. George Pres-
cott, founded the well known hanking honse In
Threadneedle atreet, Mr. Grote recelved a thorough
education at the Charterhouse, and on leaving school,
in his sixteentn year, was employed as a4 clerk In s
father's establishment, remalning in that capacity
for many years, thef leisure boars of which he de-
vated to study, In 1923 he l:ommenud the complias
tion of his fumous **tstory of Greece,” and was en-
?md upon It 1 1580, when the ulutlou of the re-
orm movement induced Nim 1o suspend his literary
labors and embark in public life, He entered ac-

uvely futo politics as an sdvanced 11 , and soon
Lecame popular with the masses, In 1832 he was
elected 8 member of the House of Commons for the
cliy of Lonaon, which eity he represented during
thres succeasive Parllaments, retiring entirely from
romlcul Iife in 1841, His politica were almost repub-
can In thelr principles, He not only ably advocated
the reforms which were finally granted, but he went
further than ail the iiberal leaders of the day. He
advocated an extension of the elective iranchise,
and every fyelr while in Parliament wade g motion
In favor of the ballot,

Mr, Grote's first published literary effort was &
nnmpnlal which was printed anonymously in 1821 in
reply to Sir James Mackintosh's “Essay on Parila-
mentary Keform' in the Edinburg Revimwo, 1o
March,y1846, appeared tne first and second vole
uties of his Important work, ““I'ne History of
Greece,” and the remaining volumes appeared t
lntervals to 1866, when the twelith and last vol
ume was publisned, This  work I8 justly re.
gurded us ope of the most valuable “historical
productions of the century, and from its frst
ruhl leation to the present day has held a front rank
0 mstorical lterature, It was followed Ly *'Plato
and the Otoer Companions of Socrates' (1856). Mr,
Grote nlse wrote and puulishied & urnal! Work on the
“Essentiale of Purillmmlntg Reform,' an articie
on Clinton's “Fasti Uellenicl ' in the Westniinster
Keview, and another on Niebulir's ©ieroie Legends
of Greeve," In the London and Westrn nster Kevte,
He wrote litlle or nothing duriug the lust years of
his 1ife, coutent 1o reat s Wime ou bis CHistory of
Greeoe, " which will, lndeed, live [or many years,
