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A few days since, In conversation witn Mr. Robert

Clinton Wright, United States Charge d'Affaires to
the empire of Brazil, I expressed to him a desire ta
obi am a special Interview, as a ;Iu!'. <ld correspond¬
ent, with hia Majesty Doiu l'e.lro II., and was as-
¦ured by Mr. Wright that lie would endeavor to
facilitate iny object. Accordingly, on Friday, tlio
liuh Instant, Mr. Wright made application, through
the Minister of the empire, asking whether It would
be convenient for Ills Majesty to see me. On the
following day the Minister replied, stating that tlio
Emperor would receive me at ten o'clock ibis morn-
Ing. at the Palace of Sno Christcvao.
At Half-past nine o'clock tills morning r started

for the palace in a good-looking barouche, drawn
by tw> drab mutes, the distance to be traversed
fceing betweon three and four miles to the northern
environs of tlio city. Away through Iho Gampo
Santa Anna and the suburb of Sao C'irlstovao tbo
mules scampered at a line pace, and soon wa wore
within sight ol the palace, perched white and com-
paclly on tlio hillsides, wlih the peaks of TIJuca and
Corcovado, like sentinels on the inotiurnin ndjo,
keeping watch and ward over the monarch's borne.
Within about hall a nule of the fr.mt of the palace

the road leads through an ar^liol gatew.iv, sur¬
mounted by the crown ami arms or the empire, and
guarded by a couple ol swarthy Iadlan sentinels, in
the national infantry uniform or dark blue, with
wedge-fhaped c:ips. Orange treos, btnanenas,
mangos, breadfruit trees, jabotlcuba3, tho foUia in¬
dependence, the graceinl mamel, a do/.ea spccics
of acacia, and innumerable varieties of georseously
colorJd flowers lined tho roaa in tho gardens or
orchards, and a good Belgian pavement clinked
Bliarply under the hoofs of tho quick-stopping mules,
A few hundred paces froai the gate tlio road
branciiei o:r a .ruptly to the lelt, au l the ascending
grade to the hill on which the palacc stands Is very
perceptlblc. Tills road is paved ilko the one I Had
Just left, but more noatly ana even fancirul, a large
diamond pattern of dark slate-colered stone being
wrought la tlio light gray granite. A wall, about
five feet In height, borders each eioo of tho road,
and over tills barrier a thousand raro trees and flow¬
ers shed their fragraueo or their smiles, while n row
of royal palms on either hand form u fitting avenue
of approach to the house ou the hill* I
Having reacheu the summit tho palace stands up

In bright relief in the clear morning sunlight.a
ueat quadrangular building in the rmatsrance style
of architecture, composed of a pinkish wlmo stone,
with projecting angles, a great many windows and
Altogether a cool, summery appearance tliat sug¬
gests comfort and cjlrn in this warm tropical cli¬
mate. A number of swarthy soldiers are playing
with a dog at the guard house, on tne lelt of tho
lawn, in front of the palace, and naif a dozen other
uuiformod senlrles, off duty, are leauing against uio

pillars near the southern portico or reeiiuiug lazily
on tlic steps.
My ccchiero is a quidnunc in his way, and navlng

been frequently employed in carrying visitors to the
palace he knows where I am to enter, and whips his
long-cared animals up to the northern entrance,
llere J alighted, passed up the steps, and entering
tho doorway, the sentinel motions me to pro-
ceod. Along this passage some dlstanoo I turned*
to the left and ascended a broad mahogany or rose¬
wood staircase, with two pure whiteblooded and
neatly dressed se-ntries standing at the fop. At the
right of the stairs a group of arms, burnished and
tastefully arranged in tho form of a "trophy," oc-
enpy a comer of the vestibule. These weapons, I
understand, are actual trophies from the Paraguayan
war. and a large dark hanging, or curtain, blazoned
In gold with i he arms of Brazil, dro. ps over and
iorms a showy background.
A broad doorway siniids open In front of me and

leads to a large rectangular hall, the floor and side
panelliug of which appears to be of black onk. This
apartment is lighted on both sides by windows, large
handsome chandeliers defend from the ct-iling, aud
several life size oil portraits of men distinguished
In the annals of the empiro graco tho
walls. A little green tapestry, trimmed with
yellow, these beiug the predominant na¬
tional colors, ornaments tho window casings.
One of tho sentries, a bright eyed fellow with snow-
white cross-helts and burnished.scales and buttons,
directs me to a door at tho further end of the long
hull 1 have Just described, aud bids me turn to tho
left. The waxed oak floor rings harshly almost as

my boot heels strlko its polished surface, and the
wails of the great apurtmnut echo the clatter.
Turning through tne door to the left, as directed, i
reach a small room where ore seated perhaps a
dozen ladies all dressed In deep hiack ; apparently
a deputation or widows, making & call upon some
member oi tne imperial household. Several nshers
are bunging on a piazza or gallery with verauda
roofjust bevond, and I pass through the bevy of
widows (?) to reach these gentlemen or leisure and
deportment. To one of them I state the nature or
my visit and he bids me await wluie he notifies the
Emperor. I am now free to examine the sur¬
roundings.
This gallery extends around three sides of a large

open court, or pnito, that lorun a central enclosure
of the palace. In tho centre a neat three-tier loun*
tutui throws up a sparkling Jet of water, that falls
back with a tinkling plash luto the basin beneath,
and a lew orange trees and acacias are planted in
the grassy lawn, Tilts lawn la traversed by gravelled
walks crossing it diagonally from corner to corner,
and the gallery on which I am standing forms a
portico to the surround.ng pavement beneatn. on
the op|>osite side ol the court.the one side which Is
not ttille'ied.stands tho palnee chapel, a plain
lntle while building, surmounted bra cross, and
with a small belfry. The door of tho chapel stands
op n, but a dark blue embroidered curtain hall' ob¬
scures the view Into ine building, btlll enough
of tlio interior enn be seen to show that It
is tastefully fitted, aud a few candles are
burning wiih dlin and steady light on
a small altar. A priest wild long flowing robes
passes along the courtyard and disappears through
a doorway to ;ne lelt ol the chapel, while negro ser.
vants are seen tuttiug hither aud thither below. I
my servants here, and do not mean slaves, for Ills
Majesty some tune since set the example of emanci¬
pation by giving fecdoin to his slaves, and all tils
service is now performed by free men and women.
As I lean upon the railing of tho nalconr musing

upon the scone iu the court yard, I am conscious or
n gentle toucn upon my elbow, and turning around
I am conrrotiled ny a negro beggar. A bcggir In a
palace) He is a young man and appears to have
been Injured in military service, perhaps In the
J araguayan war. Though I do not understand tne
Jargon he mutters, I know what ho Is aim.
ing at, and as tho best means or ending
bis observations I hand him a two hundred rem
ticke;, but the ungrateful rellow only over*
wneiins tne with a volume or bad Portuguese,
which, after all. arc probably his tliauks, but which
I do not thoroughly understand or appreciate. At
last he hobbles away, and the former serenity of
light anil sound prevails about evetythlcg, broken
only by the chirping or rho buds aud the dripping
murmurs in the fountain.
After naiibig about tlvo mlnnto.s on the balcony

ihc usher returned and announced to mo in I'orm-
jfueseihat the Emperor was awaiting mo. 1 had

He re¬
ports that thcro are about 2,800 schools now in
operation in Virginia. i'tio .loir Davia mansion at
Ricbm.'U l» being converted lato a public school
building, win e there aro t.>vo now school Iiouso j be¬
ing erected there, at an expense of not tc.ss than
$J0,oi)0 each. Tao principal o the Petersburg Iligli
School lor colored pupils was on General Lee"s s:att
durlug me war, and is now on" of tne most zealous
advocates of the free school ^ystom m the State of
Virginia. Tne Superi itendent of Education at liich-
inond was also an officer In the Confederate aruiy.
There was much in Virginia, as well as in tlio other
Southern State=, that was gratifying, while there
were very maay t'lin^s Hi.;', were discounting and
unfavorable to the work of progressive free schools.
In Xortli Carolina he louud th.it the Legislature

had reduced the salary of the State Supeilnieiident
anJ deprived hint of any clerical asststauce, for no
other purpose except to impair the efficiency and
usefulness of a friend of tue cojinmon school system.
In many parts of North Carolina ihe teachers of
sclioola had received tureatenlng letters from tlie
Ku Klnx, warning them to quit the State or remain
at their avocation at ilio peril of their lives. At
Italelgh, the capital of the State, the ouly edifice
used for tne schools for whites was a dilapidated
building, a mere shell, and wholly unlit lor that
purpose. Tho Quakers havo done considerable to
establish good schools in some part* of tho mate.
At Wilmington tho schools established Just after tho
city was taken possession of by our army have been
bought l«y the city authorities, and are m a flourish¬
ing condition. One ol these was the school started
by Amy Bradley, of lloston, who Is now an active
supporter of the present school system and one of
the county examiners.
in South Carolina the Buperlntenrent is a zealous

worker and is doing the best he can under the cir¬
cumstances to improve tho free school system, in
some parts the s hools are very good, while In the
western part, particularly, they arc of an Inferior

'

grade. Tue Charleston scuooU are ail reported in
good order.
In Georgia the law providing for a common school

system was only passed at the last se-siou of the
Legislature. Tho State Superintendent has been
appointed, and it is proposed to open tho schools in
the fall. At presont the authorities are struggling
over the question of appropriations Tor the pur¬
pose, which somewhat retards the preparatory
work.
In Alabama the free school system has been in

operation two years, with fair success, and in many
01 the large tonus and cities there are very efficient
schools. There is, nevertheless, much opposition
in certain parts of the State to allowing the schools
to exist.

Mississippi, perhaps, of all tho Southern States
has tho most extensive ireo sciiool system, there
being upwards of 3,aiM n> hools now lit operation.
Here, as elsewhere, there Is much opposition and
persecution of the teachers. In many instances the
s uools have been broken up and the teachers
driven away. There Is a Inr^e number of ex-Con-
ferate soldiers engaged in teaching, and wherever
the schools ar- once (Irmly ostab'lshod the opposi¬
tion ceases. The system of supporting the schools
In this Stale Is an admirable one, and does much
to popularize the uew plan of educating the
masses,
in Louisiana there are a'lenr 40^ schools onr.-i le

ot New Orleans. The difficulty bete is that tno
State .Supreme Court has deemed amilnst the power
lo maintain schools under the ^legislative enact¬
ment, and conscquoirly in all parts or the State tho
schools are embarassed tor want or lands.
In Texas tho Legislature has just passed a school

law. and tho only one enacted by a Southern .state
tfuit has a compulsory clause requiring children to
attend school. The State Superintendent and a
Hoard of Education have been appolnte I. Funds
are at command, and will be Judiciously used. Tlie
schools will be opened in the (all. Oovernoi Da\ is
Is giving the subject his earnest atten Ion. The
State constabulary have thus tar beea very succe a-
fill in preserving good or ler throughout the Stale.
Tue Tennessee schools arc reported to be la fair

condition and constantly improving.
Commissioner Barnard did not visit Arkansas,

but says the free school syjtem Is more completely
successful in that State tiiun in any otuer or tue
Southern States, and comos nearer the Northern
system. Tho school tax has been reduced by the
Legislature, which may limit the efficiency of the
schools durlmr the ensuing year.
The states of Delaware. Maryland and Kentucky, as

ever, are opposed to teaching "the young idea how
to shoot."
The Lincoln University, at oxford. Pa., has now

over 170 colored students, divided lino regular col¬
legiate r:as-es, and a class of teu will graduate tins
year.

Poi some time pist persons have been visiting

farmers in various parts of the country and urging
them to accept the agency of a certain patent gate
they were interested In, promising to give them naif
the profits of the sale.. In order to make the agree¬
ment more binding to each party, a contract was
entered Into, iioth retaining one of them. Uy some

ingeniously contrived plan a note was affixed to the
end of the agreement, which the swindler would
get the "ageuf to sign. This they would cut from
the contract and fill up lor $260, in nearly each case,
anil negotiate them to somo parties in the
town. The -agents" would to somewhat disa¬
greeably surprised at the end of thirty
days or ThK-e months at receiving the note
lor the above amout bearing their signature.
