1 am sorry to say, however,
that The second class will renew lis studies
next September with depleted ranks, owing to
circumstances over which the "unfortunates" could
bave had control had they paid more attention
during the past year t> their studies than they
Actually did. it may not be generally known .that
the examination of the second class is the Rubicon
oi cadet llie which, once crossed in safety,
makes a blue coat and shoulder straps almost
certain for every one of the next year's gradu¬
ates. Chemistry Is the great stumbling block of the
second year, and the way the caaet9 manage to
escape getting ''found" on the subject oftener than
tney do is one of those mysteries which but few
people can solve. The fact is, the chemistry text
books are very rarely studied thoroughly, and
aoine of the instructors havo such little con¬
fidence in themselves that in the examina¬
tions they are like fish out of the water when
they venture to catechise the cadets on "chim."
without the text books open before thetn. I had a
conversation a day or so ago with one or ibe cadets,
¦Who passe I a arood examination, on the subject:.

"1 didn't read .chim.' over once, let alone Btndy
It," he exolalmed.

..Then how uld you manage?"
"1 went in on general knowledge."
..Of what?"
..Of chemistry, to be sure."
"Wasn'tthat rather risky?"
"It may be. but nine out of ten do the same thin;

and succeed."
"Supposing von were kept right down to the

exact explanations as given in the text books?"
"Well, then ihe case might be different. That Is

tiled on; tut when a fellow goes in with a pretty
good

8T0CK OF GENERAL KNOWLEDGE
on the subject there is very little danger of his being
tripped up so badly as to get a zero. Now as to the
etudy of tne languages the cadets have to suffer.

"IJow so?"
, "I'll say French, for example. The cadet goes up
to the blackboard and Is told to writ*; out a sentence
In French. He Inadvertently puts a masculine ad¬
jective with a feminine noun. 'That's wrong,'cries
the professor, and the cadet Is told to take his seat."

"Where's the Injustice in that?" j
"It is Just here. We'll say the examination Is

toeing held belore a committee. When the Professor
eavs -That's wrong' he doesn't take the trouble to
Cay what is wrung about the sentence, but Jots
down his bad mark, and the ottior members of the
'Committee, who may not know Freuch, and, conse¬
quently, are ignorant where the wrong Is, follow
Butt, aud. under the Impression that the cadet has
*iusscd' badly, give Mm a zero."

1 simply give this conversation to show in the
flrst place how in soiue respects a cadet has to
depend more upou his general knowledge than
thorougn study for success, thanks to the hamper¬
ing ways or some of the Instructors, and in the
Second place how a cadet Is often "zeroed" wheu he
doesn't deserve anything of the kind.

From all I
can learn 1 leel certain that the present board, at
least the really energetic men, who want to do
their duty and do the institution good ry
the suggestions tliey will a-k Congress to
adopt, will avoid the old adulation road of their
predecessors. The great mistake made by previous
boards was in tnmk.ng that they either had to
praise everything or condemn everything, and they
chose the former as being the most agreeable to
themselves as well as to everybody else. To be just
to West Point and Its management it is not
necessary that every nlust should be snapped and
snarled at by the board. What is good in it.and
there Is very much.can be Uearuly said to her
credit. But the board should not nesitate. at the
same lime, to point out ihe abuses of tne place and
the way to remedy them. Tne only lear is that the
dread or displeasing persons high In power by
allusions to certain mismanagements and certain
ciianiics lor the worse inane in tne system or
the institution during past years will deter even the
present boaid lroui coming out boldly and giving
their candid opinion as to what they think is wrong
in the Institution, and how it should be made right.

THE ELEVENTH STREET HORROR.
Continuation of the Inqnest.Verdict of Murder

and Suicide by Dr. Connolly While La¬
boring Under Acute Insanity.

¦

The Interest In the case of the Connolly family,
which met such a terrible fate on Sunday last, con-

llnues unabated. Crowds flock to the vicinity of
Eleventh street and Sixth avenue, and gaze at the
house for minutes at a time with a morbid curi¬
osity, repeat the parilculars of the tragic affair, as
already given in the IIrkald, and form various
theories In regard to the circumstances and history
of the family.
Mrs. Connolly is si ill.naturally enough.In a

most critical condition. It is feared that her mind
has been completely wrecked. Her nerves, how-
ever, are severely shattered, and her physician finds
It necessary to keep her under ihe influence of pow-
erful opiates.
Coroner Kecuan resumed tho investigation In the

case yesterday, when the following testimony was
