not only concert of action between these officials, but ihal
their conduct has been dictated by some common superior.

I have, iu accordance with the Instructions of the President,expelled Mr. Theron and Mr. Tabonelle from the confederacy,and nava forbidden their return without the previouspermission of the government. I enclose copies of tho
order of expulsion, marked C and D.
A sucgestion occurs to me which you may receive as purely

conjectural on my part, it i( Known to me personally 111:11
at tue date of the annexation of Texas to the Inlted States
M. Dubois tie Snllgny, the present French Minister in Mexico,and who was at the time French Charge d'Allalrca to
the republic of Texas, was vehemently opposed to the annexation.and was active In endeavoring to obstruct and preventit.

It Is not impossible that the movement of the Consular
agent* here has receited its lust impulse from the Legation
In Mexico.
These movements are not considered as having the slightestimportance as far as their effect in Texas is concerned.

The answer of Governor Lubbock and tne letter of Mr. oldhamwill satisfy how little these gentlemen were disposed to
encourage such attempts, while ilie popular feeling In Texas
is best evinced by the fact that she has seventy regiments of
volunteers in our army.
