1 would like to say the following on the subject of

is so plainly slated in the twenty-seventh article,
and which is louudeu entirely upon the teaching of
Scripture. Clirist distinctly said:."Except a man be
born or water and of tbo Spirit he cannot enter the
Kingdom of Uod," and again, "Repent and be baptized,every one of you, la tbe name of Jesus Christ,
for tbe remission of sins, and ye shall receive tbe
gift of tbe Holy Gbust." What more indubitable
evidence can we have of tbe consistency of Church
teaching wuii tliat oi Scripture? Of course no one
Is absutd enougii to believe that the application or
water has iu lt.-eli uu> efficacy in tne washing away
of alu; but every Christian must believe that this
Is tne means appointed by God through whlcn He
imp* is the grace o( His Spirit 10 man. Hy this
sacrament man is brought luto u state of grace, and
In subsequent sin he lalis from grace; he does not
bid because he has never received grace, but becausebe ha* not labored sufficiently to perfect and
bring to maturity the seed which the Spirit has
gown.
A denial ot this doctrine savors too much of the

rationalistic mind, which refuses to acknowledge
what is not wiihm the sptiere 01 the human understanding.It is impossible lor the wisdom of this
world lo find out i>oo; tor it is foolishness in ills
bight. 'lhere can lie no faith evinced in accepting
only waat is logically clear to human comprehension.

it is much to be lamented that there exists In the
Church ihat dangerous element whloh snows au
Insubordination to alt authority, and a desire to
infuse a ulsseuting spirit among the members of the
Church. It is not a mere question of ritual that certain
professed Christian clergymen are ag.tatiug, but
they ure aiming a blow at a doctrine which has
been reg <rdeti a» au article of faith by the Churcn

We
have hu example in tbe person of our Lord
who, to all appearances, had the same t>ody after be

aud take notice or the context, l'aul will explain
what he means by being present with the Lord.

neither natural uor spiritual, as we have seen in the
cave of chnsi) according to that he hath done,
whether good or bad."

wives' fables V Such ideas are purely the result of
false teaching or working of the -mystery of lnlqulUL"as Haul calls it, which had already begun to
worwin the days of the apostles, lhe origin of this
mysticism is traced to men who were utterly Ignorantof God, and therefore contrary to Him. Speakingthrough th<j frophet Isaiah, He says:."My
thoughts are not your thoughts, neither are your
ways my ways, salta the Lord, for as the heavens
are higher than the earth so are my ways higher
than your ways and my thoughts than your
thoughts." Vou will perceive. Mr. Editor, now
likely, or unlikely, we are to attain to tne divine
mode or thinking and acting, unaided by the Divine
power or wisdom.
Next you have produced I. Peter, ill., 18, 20. I shall

not attempt to go into an explanation here. as u
would take up too mucu space; but, in the light of
what has already been proved anil disproved, It is
impossible to take vour view of lb.

because there is no light In them".are the words,
quoted by t'aul from the Prophet Isaiah for the purposeof giving us a ru'.e bv which we might know
whether men spake according to the truth or not.
You have lnstauced the appearance ol Moses and

EUjan at the Tr inauguration, and appear to be at a
loss how to account for their presence except uponthe hypothesis of the soul's immortality. I would
ask, Is the power of God straitened? While It proves
nothing for this delusion it proves much for the resurrectionof Moses; though in his mortal state,
Klijah never haviug died, or course it was not
necessary to raise htm from the dead, for it was
translated that he should not see death.
Mark xii., 27, is next produced. If yon will look

at the chapter agaiu you will see that the subject
under consideration was resuriectioo. Jesus was
arguing with a clans wno aemea any sacii thing.
He taught resurrection (not ttie immortality or trie
soul) by saying tbat God "was not the God or the
dean, but or toe living;" for, as He says In another
place, ' all live unto Him." Not at tnc present time,
nowever, for Paul says they "all ilioil lu the raltu,
not having received the promises; out, tiavlug
seen ihem afar off (to the day of Christ,
when He shall como with power and great
glor.v) they were persuaded or tnem, and
embraced them, Ac. God, having provided some
better thing lor us, that they without us should not
be made porfect".Hebrews, xt, la, 40. It Is a divineprinciple tbat "God speaks or things that are
not as though the? were," which prluoipie will applyto the text you have quoted from John, lit.. 3fi.
The principle laid down by Paul to Timothy also
does away with the Idea or at preseut possessing
eternal Ule, as also does the passage quoted from
Romans; and as Paul has It In another place, "Hope
that Is seen is not hope; ror what a man sceth wny
doth he yet hope for itr"

In your quotation or Eccleslastes, Hi., 21, you
have Ignored the words of Solomon in the previous
verses, in which he declares that men are beasts,
"For tnat which belalleth the sons of men befalletti
beasts: even oue thing belalleth them. As one
dieth so dlein the other; yea, they have all one
breath (Or spirit), so that a man hath no pre-eminenceabove a beast." Now, Mr. Editor, it is just
here where Solomon and the popular theologists oirfer.He has given us to understand distinctly what is
the end ofman and beasts, and that one thing befalls
both is very evident. The popular theologist teaches
that man (or his spirit) goes to Heaven or hell torments.Solomon says, "As the one dies so dies the
other." Now, In order to make harmony we must
anow inai me odasts nave sows which arc capaoiu
of realizing happiness or misery; but this would be
Bheer nonsense, ami a hereon ot the meaneat Intelligencewould scout such a ridiculous theory. Now,
as we have the true sense ot tlie passage Just quoted

Auu the moment we ailer the meaning or the spirit
oi one we must alter the oUu-r, lor 'they have all
one breath (or spirit)."

In Ezekel xviu., il. It Is written, ' The soul that
slnneth, it shall die."

And l might go on citing text arter text, but

enough have been produced. Hut oue word more
aud I have done. You say, Mr. Kditor, you "have
no reasou to doubt that It accords with the universal
belier or the nuinan race." Allow me to tnlorm you
that "whatsoever Is highly esteemed ainung men »
an abomination in the sight or God." You assert
Iimi -'ii, uaruuui»t» lunjt mm uuuiau luunnuujne-jt."Kemember that "the carnal mind is enmity
agalust God; it is not subject to the law of God,
neither Indeed can b.-," so long as man thinks and
acts according to me imaginations or his own evil
heart.

A misfortune Is frequently the precursor If not the

generator of a benefit, which sIuks u into comparativeinsignificance. The mariner who loses a single
Mil, the merchant who meets with a small roverao,
the loyer who Is for the moment checked, all are
awakened oy what appears a misfortune to a more
careful and energetio prosecution of their labors,
and they theroby Insure a prosperous crowning of
their etTorta. Tnis general principle will be found
applicable to all classes, positions and pursuits of
life. I<et us then watch closely these warnings a9

they present themselves, that we may be prepared
to direct our course to eventual benefit and not to
continued Injury. The government of the United
states and that of each State are supposed not to
have any connection with any church, and there Is
no pnuclple lu our constitution whloh Is more generallyaud earnestly upheld by our citizens than the
sentiment, "no connection Detween state an<i
Church." Inrto.d, u is it vital part of our political
theory, and can lb no war be duuieinbered. At a
future day, however, discussion ma> arise, ao let us
look now whether some few small seeds have
not accidentally (alien which may become plants
strong enough to assist in sheltering other noxious
ones. In our lederal and State Legislatures we havo
chaplains, and It is conceded that up to this day the
greatest moderation and charity have been observed
In selecting them. This is, no doubt, attributable
to the general sentiment of toleration and to the
diversity or the religious proclivities of our legislators.But suppose that some reliKlous question
should be betore the community, and a house pretty
nearly equally divided t>etween two sects opposed
to each other upon this question, the election for
chaplain might be warm work. Let us nave no
chaplains. We take an oath on a Bible or a Testament;ir the latter, the Old Book is excluded; the
Koran Is at any rate excluded. Hero Is decidedly a
religious discrimination. Marriage, known to the
laws of this couutry as a civil contract only, is
solemnized b/ clergymen. Of course those of all
denominations are on Hie same footing in this matter.and no one feels the least repugnance to their
acting; but still they do u under a power delegated
to a clergyman and withheld from a carpenter. Let
none of our reader# be startled; for we are looking
ahead. If they will be allocked let them so shape
the shock that It may conduce to a benefit.

Tta» Snreilenkoriiam N*t Rpiritnallata.
To thk Editor ok thk IIkkald:.

In (tie Herald a few Sandays ago some questions
were asked concerning Swedeuborglans and Spiritualists,which many of your readers would like to
have answered, some for the sake of knowing the
truth, aud others for the purpose of correcting the
very common mistake under which your correspondentseems to lie.namely, that the Swedenborgians
and Spiritualists are identical, or nearly so, lu belief.
Bwedenborg was not a Spiritualist as that word Is

now understood, lie flooa. indeed, claim that his
spiritual senses were opene 1 and that he conversed
freely with spirits and angels for many years. But
that of itself does not constitute a Spiritualist. Nor
does the belief In the possibility of open spiritual
vision. It it did all Christians would be Spiritualist*,for they believe that the prophets and .apostles,
as John in Putmos, had their spiritual senses opened,
and what tney saw and heard is recorded in the
sacred Scriptures.
Swedenbore's case wai unlike any of the modern

mediums. He was net In a state of trauce, but retainedthe full consciousness of all his natural facultieswhile his spiritual senses were open to the
scenes of the snirltual world.
The opening or his spiritual senses was not sought

by him, bat was, as he claims, a gift for a special
purpoae, and mat was tnat ne migni rrom experiencemake known to men the nubstantial existenceof the spiritual world and of man as a spiritual
being. Be repeatedly declares tu&t conscious intercoursewith spirits is very dangerous except to those
who are specially prepared for it, and contrary to
divine order, and be shows how and why it is dangerous.He described the phenomena of modern
Spiritualism with as much accuracy as any one who
has been laminar with all Its phases could do. Ho
showed its dangers, and how unreliable any communicationfrom spirits must be when uncorrecicd
by revelation.
Swedenborg was distinguished from modern

Spiritualists also bv his devout Doner in the divinityof the Blb.'e. He regarded it as a divine Rook, as
written in a divine manner aud as superior to ail
books of merely huuiau composition, us the Lord's
works are superior to uiau's works. He constantly
refers to the Bible as the Word of God, as the repositoryof infinite wisdom and tne only
reliable source of knowledge concerning spiritual
aud divine things. The greater part of his theologicalworks was written in exposition of the
"word,"' as he gcnerallv calls the Bible. He declaresthat he received liis communication from the
spiritual world wulle ne was rcaung tue woru,
woicn Is the divinely appointed and only relUbie
means of conjunction witb the Lord. No candid
mind can read jjwedenborg's works without being
Impressed with tots wisdom and docility and his
profound reverence for the Lord and his Word.

They call Him
Lord and they regard lliru as the only proper objeot
of worship, believing that the wnole Trinity of
Father, Son and Uoly Spirit is combined In His person.The Father is In Him as a man's soul is in his
body; the Holy Spirit u lrom Him as the life of man's
soul flows through his body Into act.
The Spiritualists are mostly Unitarian or deistical

In their ideas ol God. and their writers and mediums
often speak of the Lord In a manner which makes a
New Churchman shudder.
The Swedeuuorgians believe that the Bible is the

Word ol Qod and contains a«revelation of divine
aud spiritual truth rrom Uim. They believe that it
is written In a peculiar style, according to the relationbetween spiritual aud natural things, and,
therefore, that it can never »>e superceded. I ventureto say that there are no people who place so
high a value upon the sacred Scriptures or accord
to them so high a degree ol inspiration.
On the other hand, the spiritualists very generally

reject the Hlble as the Word of Oo<l, and regard the
communications of their mediums as later aud more
correct information from the spiritual world.
Tne Spiritualists regard evil as undeveloped good

and believe in the eudless progression or all men
alter death.
The swedenborglans regard evil as thefopposlte

of good. They believe that a man's character is
essentially determined in this life, and that only
those lu whom the principles or goodness have
begun to germinate In this world will continue to
advance In knowledge, goodness and happiness In
the other llle. The raise principles and evil passionsof the wicked may become less active and
violent, but there is no possibility of their passing
the gulf in their own characters which separate
them from the good. These are some of the radical
points of difference between the two systems of
belief. 1 make no attempt to say which Is right;
I have only aimed to auswer your correspondent,
and to correct the misapprehensions of many minds
concern Ins the Ulenty or boiler between ttweedenborgiansaud splritualista.
Tne swedenborglans, or Ne»r Church men, as Ibej

call themselves, are not unbelievers or disbelievers.
Tnej accept the great cardinal tacts of Christianity in

The entrance to the altar is through three doors.

In the snyaUi iraprza. the hoi; table, adorned with a
silk cover, the Bible, the communion service, picturesand robes of the priests, consisting of tiinaz,
pouar, pelraHil, narutanze, o&txfuUi, and, If the
priest be or tbe monastic order, a Kamtluoka. Tho
priest dresses Himself Inside of tbe al ter and does
not show himself to tbe people but tree time* (I
speak now of tne service whlcb is the main
one and which they call lUurgia), viz., when he
carries the Bible to the peopie; when he brings out
the sacrament (cap id right hand and plate on his
head), and when he distributes the "poskurize,"
or "consecrated oread," wnlch is done after every
noonday service. The people come to him, Kias his
hand and receive a piece of consecrated bread. In
regard to tbe sacrament of tue Lord's Supper, they
do receive consecrated bread Independent of wine.
The priest places himself in nront of the middle door
leading out oi tbe altar. On his left is some authorizedperson witn nankin. The people approach the
priest with crossed hands and open months. He
takes a spoonful of wine and tbree crumbs or bread
that are placed Into tbe wine and places them Into
the mouth of ibe communicant. The man with the
napkin wipes the mouth and the communicant
passes to tbe right of tbe priest to another inaii stationedthere with a plate filled with consecrated
bread, who puts Into (he month of the communicant
one piece. Now, Mr. Greek IT lost, next time don't
try to palm off yonr yarns on an American public,
for there are a great many men In this oonntry Who
know all about the Greek Church. Here in New
York thert- are many pious men who bave oecn missionariesIn foreign lauds. ami every one of them
will tell you that there is more religious lib rty,
more protection to the missionaries in Turkey than
iu Kus-tia. in fact, the Turkish government, in a religiouspoint ol view, is by lar more preferable than
that of Russia.
Tbe followers of the Creek church are the most

bigoted, intolerant and ranatical people on I lie earth.
They are baroariaus under tbe guise of Christians.
Had 1 time, and tbe Hkkalu willingness to publish,
1 could tell you, Priest Hierrlug, bow ibe barbarous
Croatiaus, all of whutn belong to your Churcb, under
Ibe leadership of their Ban, Joseph Jeiasblch,
treated both Protestants and Romau Catholics durlnirthe Hungarlnn revolution in IMS. Every city,
.town and village lu the ntates of Batchka. Harat

To tbb Editor op thb Herald:.

I have ooen much Interested In the perusal oi the
leading articles la Sunday's Herald or the 16th
instant, especially the one headed "is Man Immortal?*'in which you have done me tho lionor to make
frequent reference to a few remarks ot mine In a
letter to the Hkrald, published on the 2d instant,
and in reply to which permit me to say, in the first
place, that for many j ears I thought on the subject
as you thlnlc. I accepted the popular mode of
Scripture Interpretation, taking for granted that
professional Bible students and public teachers
ought to l^now best. But at length 1 was induced to
make a personal Investigation of the entire source
of religious belief, and goon found, to my astonish'
went, iliat the "oue-half had never been told me,"
and that very much or what had been told me was
"not according to sound doctrine." The more I
Investigated the more I was convinced of the doctrinalerrors of popular theology; and this tact
induced me to Investigate carefully and. as I hope,
thoroughly, every portion ot the sacred writings in a

systematic way. And I may here remark that no

desultory mode of searching the Scriptures, If
continued for life, will enable any one to
arrive at a clear knowledge of the gospel
scheme of salvation. Nothing hut the most
systematic study of the sacred oracles will disclose
the plan of redemption, such a mode of research
will soon reveal the fact that religion is a
holy scieuce, and that it must oe studied as a
science to be full/ comprehended. A long course of
private investigation has demonstrated that the doctrineof man's natural Immortality is not once assertedand ttiat it Is a thousand times denied. All
the assertions of all the clergy in Christendom will
never convince me to the contrary. It would be as

impossible lor me to believe In the "soul's Immortality,"after my own Investigations on the subject,
as it would be Tor you to believe me if 1 told you that
two and two are six. If you desired to be of my
opinion on the point you could not. Just so with
me ou the doctrine or the immortality of the soal.
Wtule I was ignorant of the scriptures I believed it;
now 1 know better 1 cannot.

I am, sir, totally unacquainted with the "Free ReligionAssociation" mentioned In your interesting
article, and I have made no attempt to "apologize"
for any religious creed but my own. A blind, unintelligentbelief is no belief, and Is "sure to err."
Popular belief Is taken for granted, and no one really
knuwa whother any or it is true or false, and many
of tueni don't care so they are spared the trouble of
searching ihe Scriptures for themselves. Many of
what 1 may term tne "working class" of the human
race in all countries are dailv so much exhausted
in boay and mind, In laboring for "the bread
that per.sheth," tliat ttiey nave neither time, lncllnanonnor mental power to Investigate for themselves.Tlie mental, moral and religious nature of
tlie class, so far as ttiey are individually responsible
for the cultivation of either, is by the wealthy class
and the priesthood entirely Ignored. Whatever religiousknowledge they may nave must be supplied,
lor a pecuniary consideration, by tlie licensed clergy,
who give them wuatever they choose, and matte it a
sin to question the genuineness of the article supplied.Tins system goes on through lile, and the
great mass never really know any more about the
goapel plan 01 redemption than Hottentots.

1 am pleased to see you coniess "wo admit there
la no such declaration In words (as ttie soui's immortality)in any part of the Bible." My heart
always leaps at the annanciatlon of anv great and
important biblical lacu "but," you add, "when
facts arc stated which presuppose the immortality
of the soul we cannot see wuat additional force a
verbal declaration would give tliem." On this point
permit me, sir, to ask a question:.If God, through
the medium ol prophets and apostlos, has tailed to
declare, "In so many words," In any portion of the
holy scriptures, that man has within nun an immortalsoul wmch survives the dissolution of the body,
and can exist independent of it, upon what foundation,upon what authority are "facts stated which
presuppose the declaration of such a doctrinef"
The Hitue contains tne only revelation of God to

man; and 11 God has not revealed "in so many
words" in any part ol it such a doctrine, where is
the testlniour that such a declaration as the soul's
immortality has ever been made ? If God has no
wncre reveaLeu it in so many words, wuo else bad
the right or authority to announce itr That God
Bhoind be sHem and leave the human race la doubt
ou such an Important subject Is incomprehensible.
That such a doctrine should be left for support and
confirmation to "facts stated which presuppose the
truth ol a ieclaranou which God lia.- never made to
mail," is most extraordinary. Who can oellove It?
The whole of the Scriptures are of Jewish origin.

Every word of the sacred UsB. was penned by Jews.
To what other uatiou has God ever revealed a plan
tor their redemption/ from what other nation of
the Adamic race bave we received a single doctrine
claiming God for its author*. And if the only revelationwe havo contains no declaration or the soul's
Immortality, where could It have come from but, as
I have before asserted, from heathen sources i It
emanated from that "vain philosophy" or Greece
aim Kome against which l'aul lound it necessary to
warn the churches of his day. It originated In
heathen reasoning unaided oy the light of divine
revelation. 1 hose who know the doctrine is lalso
also see that its propagation has been one or the
greatest curses ol tue Christian dispensation. And
tills fact will become visible to all when the "veil is
taken away from the face of all nations" and the
truth appears in native beauty before the astonished
ga/.e ol a ueluded world.
You say "if it (the doctrine of the soul's Immortality)can be successfully denied, very much of

what mankind now believes and has for ages believedmust be cast aside as worse than useless.as
positively mischievous;" and, I may add, some ol it
positively blasphemous. The statement is as true
as thegospel; and "pity 'tis, 'tis true."
King David la one of his psalms declares that

when a man dies "in that very day his thoughts
perish." When a man is dead and nis thoughts
perished we think It would puz/.le an exceedingly
clever anatomi <t to say what there Is 01 nun left
alive. Tue spiritual mystification of religion for
trade purposes lias almost banished apostolic teachingana practice rrom the face or the earth. Were
the doctrine of the soul's immortality true we should
have had "line upon line" on ttie subject, running
like a "silken cord" through the whole of the Scrip-
tures; whereas ail meu, even tnose wnu advocate 11,
are compelled to confess that "it is not to be found
In so manv woraa from Genesis to Revelations."
Its advocates must reel this to be a very Inconvenientas well as a very stubborn fact. But they leave
the Bible and take refuse in Plato. It is, therefore,
self-evident that it Is one of the "traditions and
dogmas or men," to be avoided like a pestilence.
If God has not revealed such a doctrine where else
Is Its source T Till this question is satisfactorily
answered Its apologists are merely "begging tho
question" by asking us to believe it.
The faith of a true Christian Is uased upon what is

true, not upon what may appear to some expedieut
to teach, whether or not it is believed by those who
teach it. A. great deal loo much of such worldly
motive and policy lor athousaud years has prevailed
in the (,'huroh, and It is iluie a purer system was inauguratedIt we are ever to arrive at a correct
knowledge of Oospei truth.

I am fully persuaded th't yon, sir, are sincerely
desirous that Trutn only should prevail, and that
none more than yourself would rejoice to publish it
to the world. I comprehend "th Bltuatlon." I,
myself, was not convinced in a (lay or a year, and
confess myself to-day only a babe ui biblical lore
compared witn what may be known by a persistent
study or the sacred record. One thing Is certain, It
must be studied systematically, the same as any of
the sciences. Read in auy other way it is impossllilaavat t/i rllAr.nvar thfl nln.ii nr ufhemn nf rp.lpmn.

Dollinger to put himself in communication with the
Papal Nuncio. This suggestion, however, was at
fruitless as the previous one. Dr. Dollinger said he
liad uo communication to make to the Nuncio, and
that if the latter wished to see him he would hear
what lie had to say, as in the case of any oihei
visitor."
