Agreeably with the programme laid down as far

back as-the nth of March last, when the old onruniaationof the Republican State Committee was declaredlor the time dissolved, and when It was

agreed-that as soon as the organization of fifteen
Assembly districts should be completed a coll was
to be made lor the purpose of rallying the republicansof the city around their standard lor the next
cauijiaigu, the republican delegations ot New York
met ui considerable force last night at Apollo Hail.
On entering the upper hall at eight o'clock it was

apparent at once that something extraordinary was
wfit4/<mu toil for KtraiifrA In khy t ho room vna woll

ttllcu promptly at the hour named for the meeting,
and all present were busily engaged, apparently,
discussing beforehand the benefits that were to accrueto ibe party from the conglomeration. The
hum or voices, the gesticulations of hands, and the
shaking of white bats gave the reporters an idea
that a grand coup was about to take place, that all
the errors of Tammany from its earliest days were
to be laid Dare for public inspection, and that the republicanswere about to issue such a "bull" that
every democrat in ihe Unhcu States would to'.tcr in
his boots and sue for mercy. One gentleman with a
strong Hibernian accent declared that "if the people
of New York would only give them a chance he
would guarantee a perfect system of accounts and an
entire freedom lrom jobbery," aDd he went on to
describe in the most encouraging terms to his live
hearers how much he knew of the folly of people
who would quietly submit to be robbed like fools,
while they placed Implicit confidence In men whom
they considered political Molomons simply because
they had the wisdom to keep their own connBel.
While the various caucuses were thus engaged.

On the occasion of itie last meeting of the delegates
a resolution had been offered by one of the gentlemenpresent condemning In strong terms the action
or Governor Hoffman, and, after

it was resolved to postpone the consideration of this
matter nntil the various delegates could be instructedby their constituents as te the action to be taken.

The want of discipline
shown by the militia in Uring without orders from
their superior officers was lanrely commented on.
and some old soldiers expressed strong discontent
thai some of ihe gentlemen present spoke of them
as "the military," wncn their conduct In the eyes
oi the old veterans marked t em as little better than
"any armed rabble."

that ward, now changed to the Citizens'Club, and

It Is understood that ex-Congressman Hamilton,
ui juiuiuuuu, no., una ui't.'u appuiuiun iiusiruasier
at Jacksonville, vice Reed, removed on tho charge
of defalcation. Tne appointment of Hurailton Is
opposed by Senator Oilbert, ot that State, who left
here to-nignt lor Long Branch in order to have
the appointment revoked. Hamilton has been for
some time past a claim agent In this city, and does
not represent the wishes of the republicans at Jacksonville.

The Kentnrky War Claim to be Paid.
The Kentucky war claim, mentioned in these despatchesof yesterday, is still the subject of comment

In official circles. To-day Congressman Beck had
an interview with Secretary Belknap, and while in
conversation with him Comptroller Brodhcad happenedin and the whole subject was carefully reviewed.Mr. Beck claimed that the Secretary of the
Treasury had exceeded his Jurisdiction in postponingpayment of the claim arter the War Departmenthad certiUed as to the facts relating thereto.

...VVV.UP..U..VI o.u.vu »W>UV "IIU..CIU II10 approvaluntil tne War Department hart authoritatively
declared that the troops in whose behalf the claim
was drawn had been officially recognized by that department.It then became a question whether
the secretary of the Treasury, as the head of a separatedepartment, had the right to supervise the
action of a co-ordinate department. Secretary Belknapsaid that he had in good faith acted upon the
claim, and supposed that it would be paid. It was
not until his recent retnrn that he had learned that
there was any obstacle to Us payment. He was surprisedat that, but would withhold any opinion untilofficially notified by the Secretary of the Treasury
that the claim was not perfectly just. General
Washburn, of Maysvllle, Ky., one of the members of
the Mexican Claim Commission, to-day had a long
Interview with Secretary Boutweli, and told him ag
the personal commander of the troops In Kentucky
that he knew that they were entitled to the
pay and allowances claimed by the State, and fartheradded:."These, Mr. Secretary, are times of
peace, when you are trying to negotiate live per
cent bonds in place of bonds drawing six per cent.
Kentucky simply asks that the government may reimburseher lor actual expenses, when money was
worth a percentage that would almost seem fabulousfor me to mention. She paid her troops, dischargedevery dollar of Indebtedness, and merely
asks that, alter waiting nearly six years, you shall
pay to that State the principal only." Mr. Boutwell
said that he had been mi«ied in regard to the claim
and promised to give an answer to-morrow. From
all that can be learned he will decide the State entitledto the amount: otherwise he will incur enmity
irom one who Ls his equal In the Cabinet.
Postal Treaty wi.h the Argratloe Republic.
Postmaster Ocnerui ("reswell has returned from

Long liruneh, where he went to ontatn the signature
or the President to the treaty for the interchange of
money orders between the United stales and the
United Kingdom of (ireat Britain; also a postal conventionbetween the United States and the ArgentineConfederation. The latter treaty establishes a
direct exchange between the United States and the
Argentine Republic by means ol a line of mail steamshipsplytng between New York and Rio Janeiro,
and between ihe latter point and Buenos Ayres. The
rate of postage established by this convention,
which ta.kes effect on a day to be designated by the
respective postal departments of the two countries,
Is on the single letter of half a:i ounce or under
fifteen cents.

Decrease of lotrrnal Revenne.
The number of adhesive stamps Issued by the

Commissioner of Internal Bevennc during the fiscal
year ending Jane ho, 1871, was 411,601,838, representinga value of $16,010,074, as follows:.

$.'4,047.aggregate decrease,$0.828,418 and $2,072,052,
mainly in the two and five cent denominations, formerlyused to stamp receipts and promissory notes

abolished by the act of July 14, 1870.
Territorial OfB.ials .tot Exempt from the

Income Tax.
The Commissioner of Internal Hevenue has decided

that officers of a Territorial government are not
entitled to exemptions from income tax, as aro
officers of State governments, under the decision of
the Supreme Court in the case of bufTlngton vs.
Day.

The Sew Chaplain nt Heat Point.
"To the victor belongs the spoils." This Is a text

not taken from the Scriptures, but from the experienceof pastors of divers religious denominations,
whose tenets may tie heterodox or orthodox. The
position of Chaplain at West Point has been for
many years coveted.mark the deviation from the
Decalogue.coveted by sixteen aspirants forsocn an
official recognition. In tact it had been established
aa a corollary of the Episcopal Church that
no officer In the I tilled States army
or navy could be saved unless he had
lived and died tn the arms of the Holy American
Episcopal Church. It did not matter whether the
privates of the army and Marine corps held other
views as to the saving rites of the mother Church,
or whether a few of the gifted cadets had l«en
brought up tn the code universal, and should exact
from the dissenters different views irom those of
obedience to the discipline of the army. Over a

pry into the condition of affairs at West
