Squadron.

Arrival of the Fleet at Boston—Deceptios by the
Eastern Yacht Club.

The New York Yacht Sqnadron has arrived. ‘The
steam tender to the gagshlp, which arrived last
evenlng ana anchored 1n Nantucket Hoads, got
under welgh (his morning and stoold out of the har-
bor, when she found the entire squadeon In the
vicinity of Minot's Ledge Lighthouse, the point of
rendezvous, they having arrived at varlous hours
duaring the mght, The mornlong was calin, not a
breath of wind was to be lelt, and the sun rose
frem O Ocenn unobseursd, ‘The sarface of the
water was 11e a mirvor, sl without any percepti-
ble  aweil,  The yachis  wy head ronnd the
compass, not even having  steering way., This
stiate of  atfiirs  fasted  uatl about eleven A, M.,
wien lght aies from the eastwaid enabled the ves-
seld to get luto position, the Commodore in the
