A MONSTEB FLOATING PALACE.

The New Steamship Spain* of the .national
Line.

As stated in yesterday's IIbkai.p, the steamer

Spain arrived in this port on Snndav, making the

passago troin Queonstown In nine days and some

odd hours, travelling only at three-quarter speedy
With the exception of the Great Kastern she Is the
largest vessel that ever entered American waters,
and is at least as flue as any steamer afinar. She Is
437 feet long, breadth of beam 43 feet and na reot in
depth from the hold to the main deck, fler gross
register ls 4,9 0 tons. Bite ls provided with Improvedengines fed by six boilers.each being 11
feet in diameter. 17 teet three tin ties long, and each
heated by four furnaces, making twenty-four furnacesin all. The botiers, though cupable or withstandinga pressure of 150 pounds per square inch,
are never laden beyond seventy-five, thus Insuring
absolute safety from

tiis noiuioRs or an bxflosiov.
The steam works In two cylinders.one on ihc

high pressure system with a diameter of loe inches,
the other on the low pressure plan, each being live
feet long, giving a piston stroke of four feel and a
half. The steam, after forcing the piston of the
ainall high pressure cylinder upwards, escapes Into
the larger cylinder and then drives the other piston,
by these means the engines perform a work
bquivahknt to thhkb thousand llor-s i'owicr.
Some of the castings weigh twenty-five ions and
were constructed by DayII11A t'o. and by ('bay,
Inman A Co. The Spain was built oil riie Mersey
by Lalitl A Brothers, of Birkenhead. The screw is
on the Griffith plan, twenty-one feet in diameter.
There are four decks, two or them plated wnh steel
MtMtb ihe woodwork: l'io first eUMB and 1*400
steerage passengers can be accommodated with
su e. A haft the engine room ls a saloon 110 feet
vug, n uilii uauioi niv ric n mi |iin kui.vv,
niountod doors, cushioned scats and nws
of guttering glasses pending over the tuiiles.
Mull benlod is a hhIoou for ladles. rite
sleeping anartmcnts are provided whh patent
stoiiu ueating apparatus. The rudder is worked
irom either of two wheel houses, and tne pilot tunvevsIds orders to the men at the wheel by telegraphicHifrnals. The crew numbers us men. The
arrangements lor the preservation of itin health of
tne pas -engers are all that enn be desired. The
©dice of chief engineer lias iieon assigned to Mr.
James Ramsey. The construction of this steamer

Sixteen persona, guests of "Tucker's," at Sliar*
