With the necessary precautions
this great city may escape yellow fever and
cholera; without these we can hardly expect
to escape.
Our Special Iteport from lireenlnnU.
Tho Ulorious Summer tViibin the Arctic
Circle.
The very interesting special despatch which

we published yesterday from St. Johns, Newfoundland,of the observa'ions of the writer
on a trip in the United States ship Congress
to Disco, Greenland, gives us some refreshingglimpses of the peculiar glories of tho
fchort-lived summer within the Arctic Circle.
The Congress was sent up to Disco by the
Secretary of the Nary with an ample store
of supplies of all descriptions for the subsistenceof Captain Hall and his ship's crew dnr-
Ing the coming winter, and for their grand
expedition in the spring in search of the North
Pole. We are encouraged in the belief, loo,
from our correspondent's report of the pleaBantsummer at the seventieth degree of north
latitude in Greenland, that, sterling northwardfrom that point up Baffin's Bay, even so

late as the middle of next June, Captain Hall
Will probably be able to push his steamor
lbroujh to the Pole and get back to his base
of operations before the return of the freezing
betson. The Captain and his men, at all
events, at Disco, were in the best of spirits,
and in sotting sail thence were confident of
uocess, and hope to get thorough even during

the present season.

Meantime our correspondent fascinates us

with his cheering descripiion of the summer
glories of Greenland. So late as the 10th of
iho present month he says that at Disco the
poason is very open, not unlike May in New
York; that tbo sun siuks below the horizon
but for a short time, and that the twilight is
sufficient to read by all night. We conclude
from this that from the 18th to the 25th of
June, if not for a longer term, tlio sun at
Disco does not set at all, but makes a completecircuit round the horizon in full view,
Jwith fair skies all the time, from day to day.
We are further told that the August displays
of tho northern lights at Disco, even in the
Still lingering daylight of the short night up
there, are extremely grand, the aurora assumingthe forms of magnificent arches, scrolls and
spiral Btairw iys. Wnat must these exhibitions

All flourished

daggers and pistols, yelling, "Abasso gli
Papalini /"

The authorities were alarmed at the threats

of the mob. The police being unable to suppnssthe
riot, tho Podesta (Mayor) called upon

the Military commauder of Rome for aid.
CllAROK OF TUB MILITARY.

charged the mob, which resisted at first,
but finally fled in confusion. Many of the

rioters fired, as they ran, at the soldiers, who

replied by a few shots, killing one and wounding
several of the mob.

Tno letter
was submitted to Secretary Bontwell the same

afternoon, but the return or Assistant Secrotary
Hartley uavo him tho privilege of vacating
bis seat and leaving for Boston that night without
considering tno Supervising Inspector General's
suggestions. TlV above was extensively copied
from the HkkAi.o, tu wtucli it appeared, and paperscontaining the paragraph were mailed and
sent to tho Secretary of tho Treasury. Tho great
calamity in New York, lollowod by tho explosion or
the Chautauqua lake steamer in Western New York,
and within a lew days tho Ocean Wave, at Mobile,
has, as might be expected, caused an unusual stir
among the Treasury ofllcials who are specially
charged with i he edlciency of the steamboat service.
Joseph Belknap, the Supervising Inspector General
of Steamboats, is now on duty in Washington, having
been detailed to assist In tho examination of Second
Assistant Rngiuoers of the Itevenuo Marino Service,
and, reterrlng to the above despatch, your correspondentcalled upon General nclkuup this evoiuug
and was Informed that he had this day sent to secrc.
tary Boutvrell a rofjuost that that recommendation
should l>e immediately approved, basing tits reason*
on the following ((notation from flection eleven of
tlio act of Congress, approved February vJ8, 1S71,
entitled "An act to provide for the better security
of life on hoard of vessels propelled in whole or In
parr by steam and lor other purposes:".

dimensions, sulllcieutin number and well arranged,
one ol which may, if necessary in the opinion of
the Inspectors to secure, safety, I) taken wholly from
the control or all persons engaged in navigating such
vessels and secured by the inspectors, and ili.it the
weights of the safety valves arc properly adjusted,
so us ro allow no greuicr pressure tu t bo boilers than
the amount prescribed by the inspection ceritileato;

To
reduce the pressure to one-hall Is equivalent to
condemning t he holler without waltiug lor the expirationof elglit yeurs.
As has already been stated. Secretary Bout well's

attention lias been particularly called to tlio importanceot approving tins recommendation. The SupervisingInspector General cannot act without the
authority of the head of the Treasury Department,
an<l unless lie sanctions Hie propositions or this officerthere can be uo reformation m the steamboat
service. General Belknap says that he was appointedto the oltlco without any solicitation on ids
pari, but uow thai tnu urgency of a head to the
Supervising Inspector Is made more manifest he is

determined tuat he will no all In his power to bring
about the desired reform. It remains, then, for the
Secretary of the Treasury to promptly approve of
his recommendations. As an instance of the desire
or the Treasury Department to institute reformatory
measures, Acting Socrotary Hartley to-day Issued
tno following circular to collectors of customs and
inspectors of steam vessels:.
