The oconferences of Gastein confirmed the
agreement .belween Austria and Prussia on
some important principles of policy.

The details of this agreement were written
down on both sides, and the two dralts wero
compared and adjusted in nature of a treaty,

EQUAL TO A TREATY OF ALLIANOR.

The agreement is, therefore, not exactly a
formal treaty, though tantamount to if, and
the functionaries whosa services would have
been necessary in framing up a formal treaty
were not present, They wers dispensed with
in order that the exact terms of the agree-
ment should be kept perfectly secret.

THE RELATIONS BETWEEN
PRUSSIA.

The statement of policy made by the Vienna
[Cabinet in December last year created a pecu-
Mar situation between Austria and Prussia,
which called for & more accurata definition of
relations than could be secured by an exchange

of diplomatic notes,
BISMAROK AND BEUST S8ETTLE IT ALL.

The Gastein conferences enabled the two
Chanceliors by confidential conversation to
reach an understanding, and (o determine ex-
actly how the interests of the two Powers
could be realized to mutual advantage and
how their good underatanding might be
utilized im dealing together against other
Powers.

THE JOINT ACTION OF AUSTRIA AND PRUSSIA.

The Roumanian railwaye difficulty thus
received a satisfactory solution in the interest
of the general peace, and this result was re-
garded as a happy augury for the application
of a similar joint action to any future diffi-
culties that might spring ap in Earope.

THE LEAGUE FORMED.

In this manner Ausiria and Germany
formed a league for maintaining peace by
means of war against any Power that may be
inolined to disturb the peace of Europe.

M. Gambetta called a caucus of the extreme
left “‘to discuss the subject of the dissolution
of the National Assembly."

All the members of that party met yester-
day. The caucus was presided over by M.
Gambetta.

OARKOT AGREE.

At the very outset of the discussion violent
dissensions arose a8 to whelher the Assembly
was a congtituent chamber or not,
speakers held that the Agsembly could only be
dissolved by its own consent, and combated
M. Gambetta's resolution, Otbers maintained
that the Assembly was only elected (o decide
upon the conclusion of pence, and that its
powers did not extend to legislation,

GAMBETTA CANNOT PREVAIL.

Several

M. Gambetta made a long speech in favor
of dissolution of the present Chamber and the
election of another Constituent Asgembly.

He found, however, that the cancus could
not agree upon the resolution, and that the
party was almost equally divided on this
subject.

He therefore determined to abandon the
issue for the present, and witldrew the mo-
tion for the dissolution of the National Assem-
bly.

GAMBETTA'S WITHDRAWAL CONFIRMED.
