lw Facta Ak«it the Rirlai Brothers' Affair.
The statement. published today concerning

Messrs. Baring A Co., United States bankers at
London, was written at the Department of State,
nnder the Immediate super vision of the Secretary,
who has been very uneasy ever since tbo appearance
of an article which purported to assign the cause
for tbe tr&usrer of the government funds from these
gentlemen to the house of Henry Clews A Co.. of
New York, or Clews, Qablcbt A Co., of London.
This semi-official document of Mr. Fish tacitly admitsthe fuct stated In the article to wblch bis is
a reply, that In 1661 or 1863, when Secretary
Seward overdrew npon Messrs. Baring Brothers
A Co. to the extent of (600,000, that tbey Immediatelysent a member of the firm or an agent to
Mr. Bewara to know about the payment ol that
amount. This quasi admission by Mr. Fish gives
additional weight to tbe allegation and substantially
attests It us a fact. The statement made in the
article referred to, that Messrs. Baring Brothers A
Co. have not only disbursed the moneys placed In
their hands and transacted their duties entirely
to the satisfaction of the (Secretary of .state,
will not be accepted by the public as
the reason for a change In oar bankers, and
the records of the Treasury Department will not
sustain Uls allegation that frequently they have
made payments on account of the United states
when the government had no funds in their hands.
On the contrary there has not been a time during
the last ten years that these bankers did not have
United States lunds in their possession. In the very
ease cited, where It is stated that the bankers hod
paid Juue su, 1871, In excess of tho deposits by the
govnrment to tbe amount of £12,388, the
facts are that they had at least fifty
tbousund dollars of government money In
their hands on that day. Tbe official figures at
the Treasury Department show this. During the
greater part ol the last ten years tliey have had at
least one bnndred thousand dollars constantly on
hand irom wblch to pay the urafs of tue United
States officers, and very often It has amounted to
double that sum. These funds drew no Interest,
and in some Instances they accumulated for a long
space of ttine. Mr. Fish snonld have consulted tne
figures before he gave publicity to such a statement.During 1863 and 1864 these bankers held
very large sums or oar money, and there was no
tear of our overdrawing, for In the former year our
government borrowed or them $4,000,000, which
they agreed to lend provided we would deposit with
them $10,000,000 of our bonds. This was agreed to
and that amount of bonds was sent to them In London.This money was deposited with them, so that
they had la tbetr possession during that period
$14,000,000 of our money. Theae fundi were Intendedto be applied to purchasing the vessels then
building for the rebels In the Eagllsh shipyards,
provided It were found that the English governmentwould allow them to pass Into possession of
the rebel agents. Tne vessels did not get into their
hands, and hence there was no necessity for purchasingtbem and the funds remained with the
London bankers. Not a dollar of It was drawn for,
but remained with them for the above period. At
the time the loau was negotiated It was agreed that
the rnlted States should pay llarlng Brothers A Co.
one-half per cent more than the rates of the
Bank of England for the disbursement of It under
the direction of our government and that they
should pay us the same rate on the balance If any
balance should remain, as It turned out
it all remained and Barlog Brothers
A Co. were compelled by the contract
to pay the United Stales about seven and one-half
Iter cent for the use of the money. But they held
$10,000,000 worth of our bonds all this tuuj and
could make any use of them they saw proper. Apart
from this the government was making during tbo
war sundry special deposits with tnem, so that it Is
safe to say tnere was no timo when they were uot
largely our debtors. That they were accurate,
prompt and courteous there Is no doubt, but that
they ever paid demands of our government when
tney were without United States iunus Is not correct.
Baring brothers ft Co. were otiglnaiiy an American
