The specie
and legal tenders contribuie in about eqnal propor-
tlons to o loss of three milions i legal reserve,
nnd the deposits are down nearly §700,000, The de-
crease in specie 1s about the dillerence between the
receipts and disbursements of the Sub-Treasury for
the week, The decrease In legal tenders represents
the continned movement of eurrency to the laterior.
