conversed with unwonted vivacity on per60Dal and
bolltical matters and the stand he had taken In
Massachusetts. Oc seemed to make an Impression
on the people of WcstUeld, and was looked for with
much Interest at every turn In the streets and at
every gaslamp. The hotel steps were crowded with
loungers as he left the carriage. Westtlcld Is a

pretty town, aud one of some Importance In a
manufacturing sense, as noil as from its populationof nearly ten thousand. Tne Music
Halt was the srene of the speechmaking. Tne
building accommodates about one thousand persons.The doors were opened at nbout seven
o'clock, and so rapidly did the folks swarm in that
tn half an hour there was not a space of breathing
room left unoccupied or a doorway that was not
filled. The General made his appearance precisely
