Bnggeatlons have been made that thls appoint-
ment ol & ueputy was a renunciation or resunoation
of nis omca by the Complroiler, producing a va-
cancy; and, even 1f no such efect was produced,
that the Mayor, a8 an incldent of his appolnting
pewer, may remove the Comyptroller, thus causing
4 vacancy wilen he nught supply. My oplulon on
these two points has been requested by Mr. Bamuel
J. Tilden, chairman of the Democratie State Com-
miitee,

If & vacancy could be brought about in any way,
the Mayor could undoubtedly make nn appolnument
1o supply it.

The appointment of & deputy In precise conform-
ity with the letter of the statute an in execution of
L8 onvions inteneannot be a renunciation or resig.
uation of his ofMee by the Comptroder, It 8 simply
the performance of & duty enjolined by law whenever
necessity or expediency may require it. The neces-
sty or expediency ol the step 18 sobmitted to the
discretion of the Comptroller exclusively. 1 cannot
suppose that any Juris: can be found wio will think
otherwise,

The President of the United Btates is deemed to
possess a general power of removing executlve
officers appoiuted by him: but I am very clear that
under the statutes regulaving the subject the Mayor
has no power to remove the Comptroiler, The con-
stitution of the Unltea States does not provide lor
Ihe removal of oMeers excepy by lmpeachment.
The power to accnse or lmpeach 1s given, not to the
President, but to the House of Representatives only:
the power to try the accusation or impewchment
and remove the aceused 18 given to the Senatwy,

Lnder the acts constitnung the New York clty
charter the only mode expres:ly provided for the
removal of the Comptroller i3 impeachment, and the
POWer to aceuse or impeach 18 given to the Mayor,
and to wo othor body or funciionary. It would bo
contrary to all inst and reasonable rules of interpre-
tation to hold that an absolute power of removal by
lils own mere si¢ rolo Was given by nmplleation 1o
an officer whose authorlty in the premises s ex-
pressly defined, ana is by sach deflnition limited to
the presentation of nu lmpeachment.

The differeoce in this general relatlon to ofMcers
of the government between the power of the Presl-
dent and that of the Mayor 18 80 obyions that fur-
ther observation does not Seem Necessary.

The ciosing seutence ol the Iatest enneimant hav-
Ing any connection with the subject {8 impres:ive
evidence that the Mayor do¢s not possess the suge
gested power of removal. When a Complroller
who has not authorizea his deputy “Lo possess
every power and perform all and every duty belong-
ing to the oftice of Comptroiler’ happens to be.
