Nlie It a Riiving .tinmar nnd Removed to an

Aoylnm.
Mrs. J. J. Connohy, wife of the late Dr. Connolly,

who a short time since destroyed two of his childrenand subsequently commute 1 suicide, was yesterdayarternooa declared by l)r. wniard Parker to
be a raving inaolac, and an order was demanded
from JiMgo Dowling to have her forwarded to
Bloouungdale Lunatic Asvium. It will be lemein*
bered that about a fortnight since Mrs. Connolly
Wits in tiie Fieuch cathedral at Montreal, and while
the scrvice was being performed she was seized with a
auddeu aberration, and has since lost all control of
her mental powrs. 8!ie returned to Sew York a
trw days ago, and put up at the Metropolitan Hotel;
tout she has gradually become wotse, until her
friends applied for an opinion from Dr. Parker as to
her case. 'Ihe Judge was desired to call at the
hotel last night, when an order was signed for her
removal lo the asylum. The Doctor stated that
hers was an almost hopeless case, and in his mind
grave doubts arose whether she could ever recover.

Just berore his departure for the United States

the Corporation and citizens of Southampton, Enij-.
land, presented an address to their Member of Par'
liament, the Right Hon. Russell Ourney, appointed
by the English government one of the Commissioners,under the Treaty of Washington, for the
adjustment of the Alabama claims. Both liberals and
conservatives took part in payiug this couipllmcnt
to the high character of Mr. (iuiney. The address
was presented by the Mayor in Hartley Hall, who
took occasion to say that a more competent or boltermau could not have been chosen for the difficult
and delicate duties of arbitrator. When mi. Ourney
rose to respoud he was recelveJ In the most enthusiasticmanner, and, tuanklng the audience for the
cordiality of-their reception, he said he knew that
the meeting was meant not merely to show personal
kindness to himself, but especially to indicate a
hearty interest In the work ho had undertakenand in which he was soon
to be engage*!. He did not consider the languago
of the address too strong wlion lc said that mere was
reason to nope that, tbe Treaty ol Washington will
form an era in the History or civilization and ot the
Kntfiwu nation. He said thai he did not go aa tbe
ad vooate of British or an the opponent of American
claims. "We are to consider," said he, "every
claliu that is brought before us, without considering
for a single moment by whom that claim Is preferredor by whom It is opposed, and in so doing
1 believe I shall be best consulting the interestsof both countries. It is a matter ol
very email importance to a country like
Great Britain or the United States whether
a smaller or larger sum of mouey be paid or
received by one country or the other; but what is
important to botti of them is that the people of botli

forming habits In the mind of the person who has
bad it. which prevented bis being advocate
Instead of tbo judge, and at the same time
almost necessarily secures his Impartiality.
Thus it Is not merely that sense of duty which
I believe would, under the same circumstances,
animate all men alike, but It is tbe habit or mind
and thought, formed by long judicial experience,
which will lead uiy colleague to look to both sides
( f a question, and to ground his decision upon a
lair examination or both sides. For the third commissionerwe have a gentleman of high position,
who baa taken the otllce at the earnest request of
both governments.a geutleman or perfect honor and
great intelligence, In whom both governments have
unlimited confidence. This, ladle* and gentlemen,Is tbe tribunal, and I tnink, therefore, i am
Justified In saying that I have every coufidcnce as
