GEORGIA KU KLUX.

Attempted Outrage by n Negro Upon h White
Woman in Dlortiin County.Arrest of the
Culprit mid Ui* Miirdur in liin Ceil by Kn
KJuxea.

Columbia, S. C., Sept. 28,1871.
The details of a terrible tragedy, which ooenrredlu the town of Madison, Morgan

county, Ga., have just been received here. The
accounts, which are authentic, state that a

young lady, whose name is suppressed for
family reasons, while on her way home lrom school
accompanied by a young brother and sister, in
Mornan county, were suddenly assaulted by a powerfullybuilt, black and fiendish-looking uegro, who
seized the young lady. He dragged her from the
read and attempted to violate her person; but
what with tier own struggles and the assistance
of her brother and sister the monster did
not suecced in Ills hellish efforts. Upon reaching
home the vicum related her tale of horror, and a

party at once went in pursuit of the negro and succeededin capturing him not rar from the scene of
the aitemp'.ed outrage. He was soon arterwards
lodged in the C-unity Jail at Mitdisou. As
soon as the nature of the outrage becamc
generally kii"W» it oecasioued the greatest
excitement hi the town and public indignation was
aroused, the criminal, a* u wa« generally asserted,
having placed Himself beyond the pale of the law.
and in tne youth such a crime always merits
death as it* jusi reward. Accordingly,
a lew nights after his incarceration, a body
or disguised mounted men visited Madison lor
the purpose of administering summary punishment
to the culprit, but owiug to the akseucc of thu
jailer and being unable to toree the doors of the
.mil, ther failed to carry out their designs. Next
nay, when the news of this Kit Ktux raid
became known, tlie negroes, who arc largely
in ttie majority mere, became tearfully excited
and riotous in their ticiueauof. '1 hey assembled in
large numbers, armed themselves, and avowed
ilii'ir i!eti>rininallo« in ihki^. ii.* in-kanfi >»i iin>

Hazard of their live-, and even threatened to reImmhtm. in .(.is state or aifans a
bloody collision w»s momentarily imminent,
but fortunately Hie negroes did not attempt
a rescue. On fMhrdtf moinitiir. however,
between twelve ami oneo'clock, a large force of men
entered the town and retailed towards toe jail. The
door was forced open by lonie meaus Hnd the eell of
tli«* prisoner visited, rue imports of a number of firearmswere tiien beard an-i'iie party left ttm jail and
the town. Next niominir Hi. coipee or the negro was
loitnd in I tie eell almost rddled with balls. Ir is
uuppos-d that lie was made o stand up against the
wail of .'us mom and was slot while in that position.The body had not heco buried up to noon
yesterday, nor had iin Inquest '»een held up to that
lime. <;reat exnteiueut prevail in the town and
country.
