under charter for tho same purpose to Flah Kiver,
about twenty miles below Mobile. In two instances
the charter party was a liquor saloon proprietor,
and tlie business on tho boat ou these occasions tu
(he sale of liquor was qttlto large.
Mho was allowed to t arry thirty pounda pressure

on her boiler, her locked surety valve uelnK i-ei at
tlilriy-two pounds, mis standard having been ilxe<i
at the last inspection. November 7, 1870. At tin*
time she waa subjected to a hydrostatic pressure oi
lorty-two poinds, wheu a leak occurred in the
throat of the chimney, and t.er owners and engineersswear at the bo, torn of tho cylindrical pan ol
the boiler also, though the inspector ami tne boiler
maker deny this. Her boiler waa supplied with all
Hie appliances then required by law. It was in evidencethat her boiler had bjen repaired in the ohlnineythroat since the inspection, and an iron
piato boiied on ilic bottom of the cylindrical
port, to stop a leak, etincr since or at the
annual Inspection. Tills is briefly the history of the
Mi'iinier un to the date of the explosion, nlio had
been frequently complained of by the Inspectors,
and one ot her engineers and part owner suspended
for druukeunc 's. on the duy of the accident she
iiad on board about two hundred passengers, men,
women and children. On the return uu the bay
fiomo of die pashcuners expressed fear that all was
not rifflil in the management of tho boat, esneclaliv
Ill llio cuume room, and is ortly after five o'clock
mat aflcruoon tlie explosion took place. She had
been lyiug at I'olnt Clour tor hair an uour, and had
jusi Blurted, th3 wheels having made one or twu
revolutions, tvlicu tno dreadlni calamity occurred.

states that the Itoaru is ot tue opinion that tne immediateresponsibility lor this disaster rests with the
parties or parly who caused that plate to be put

Tills leak caino ironi a crack Ave or six
inches In length In the thin portion above men
Honed, and Hie Hoard has endeavored to delluitcly
tlx tno responsibility, but the testimony was con
m<-tmg. Thev are inclined to the opiuion that this
plate was applied sincc Mic annual inspection last
November, in view ol these conflicting statements
nnd Interests Hie Hoard agree that all the parties,
owners, engineers, boiler maker and 'inspector,

in t lie evidence io show that the inspector called th«
attention of the officers of the Ocean Wave to Ihls
oicaeli of law, or any attempt on iheir part to nave
the wrong corrected, one ol the engineer* in charge
01 the boat hnd Iih license revolted only last April.

It appears tlr.it the boat did not attempt to leave
rolnt Clear imiil la'o In the afternoon, and there
were reasons for employing an extra amount of
sleam in order to pass the obstructions In the bay
before dark, and was certainly earning all tnut the
government valve would allow. The darting of the
engine and the moiiou of the boat in the act ol
leaving the wluuf brought Home sudden
strain on the holier, already under a
inessnre equal to its strength, aud caused
it to give way. The boiler was utterly unlit for use,
and had been so for some time. It was literally
worn ont by c rroalon, and was thin in many places
along i ne lines or rupture, besides the extnm'j
w. as. portion at the bottom already tivetcd and to
the minds or the Hoard ol Kxamiueta the only
rentarkablo icature in ihc case was that the boiler
did not explode long before. Supervising Inspector
lingers, in his letter irniiamiUluK the report recommendsthat: a change lie made In the oiflco or Inspectorof Doilers at Mobile, aud has suspended
Hpragne irom dutv, inspector Moilltt, of >'ew
Orleans, ha.lng been assl rneu the unty of inspectl;igboilers until action is taken by Secretary UoutVMlIn 'he case.

The Ilobokon ferry Company has certainly pro-

< me I n sufficient number of boats to accommodate
l ho endless stream of passengers that constantly
crossed the Hudson. But it Is utterly impossible to
find those boats run on time. Ja the morning,
when the traillo is greatest and when every moment
is precious to the thousands of business men
anxious to get to New York, hardly ever does a
teat stm t lor liarc.ay street between a quarter to
eight aud ten minutes past eight, a delay or twentyliveminutes. This delay is made not < nly when
obstructions are on tho river, but wniie the boat is
actually wasting steam 111 the slip. If a passenger
arrives at the terry at twenty-live minutes past
seven A. M. he expects to catch a boat In ten
minutes. Just as this boat is about to start a bell
announces tne ad vent or a train hal. a tulle distant
on the railroad, and the boat watts until said train Is
lu ttio depot ami all the passengers are on board tho
bout. Tims ttiose arriving at twenty-live minutes
past seven have to wait upwards o; twenty minutes
nerore ihoy start for New York. A to* mornings
ago tho Icrry house was literally crammed with peoplewho gave veut to bitter complaints against the
ferry authorities.
