What Prussia Dees with the Money.

The London Témes says:—Now Lhat a considera-
ble portion of the war indemnity—1,600,000,000f—
has been liquidated by France, it will be interesting
to know what becomes of the money. In the first
place, 326,000,000f,, being ihe purchase money for
the Alsatian rallways, must be deducted from the
sum total, Thne rest, 1,175,000,000f.,, 18 equal to
315,000,000 thalers. Of this 4,000,000 thalers have
been reserved to endow the generals, and another
4,000,000 thalers to asslst those members of the
Landwehr and Reserve whose pecunlary clrcum-
gtances have lnltemd In the wsr. Two million
thalers more will indemnl(y the Germans expelled
from France; 7,000,000 thalers are allotied
to shipowners whose vessels were seized or de-
tamned 1n the harpor by the blockade, and about
20,000,000 thalers have fo go to the inhabitants of
‘Alsace and Lorraine for damages sustained and pros
vislons supplied both to the Prench and Germans in
the campalgn. Add to this 5,000,000 thalers re-
quired for repairs and rolling awci of the Alsace-
Lorraine railways, and we have o total of 42,000,000
thulers consumed In redressing some of the evils
wrought by the war. Of the remalning 271,000,000
thalers governmeni would, under a bew act of
Parllament, be entitled o spbtnpmle 240, 000,000
thalers as a pension for invalids; but, as the whole
gam 8 not required at once, and as the Indivi-
doal Htates are anxious to have a portion
of thelr war expenditore relmbursed, L 18
pssumed that only 51,000,000 will revert to the
pension lst for the present, and the remaining
mmmmdumbutad. The division 18 made ac-
cording to the number of men supplied by each
State. In other words, or rather the late
North German Confederacy, receives five-sixths of
the whole, the remalning sixth being portioned out
between DBavaria, Wurtemverg, Baden ana the
