Yesterday was a kind or ..scttlinic dav," to nse a

Wall street phrase, in the municipal departments of
the city. The Rochester agony was over. The New
York delegates from the Convention had returned,
and tnose who held offlci&l positions settled down
to work and took a survey of their own

departments, with a view to getting these
ready for the fierce light that the "Committee of
Seventy" and al' the other committees threaten to
throw upon them. This was particularly notice¬

THE DEPARTMENT OF TTBLIC WORKS.
The Chairman, Mr. Tweed, was in his office,

doing a good day's work, trying to satisfy hungry
claimants, and, It will be seen by an Interview
with him given in another column, very little
disconcerted either by the recent political action
of tho Convention or the threatened criminal pro¬
ceedings against himself. With regard to the latter
Tuipor Is very busy, but In well informed circles no
reliance was placed In the thousand and one reports
that were so industriously circulated. One very
cheering fact was made abundantly evident and will
be received by the public with considerable satisfac¬
tion, and this Is the assurance from Mr. Tweed blru-
|»lf that the Department of Public Works will not
|be impeded in Its ordinary progress by the action or
|he Deputy Comptroller consequent on the injunc¬
tion of the Supreme Court.

A representative of the Herald called yesterday
npon the President of the Broadway Bank in
reference to a statement to the effect that
as certain warrants bearing forged endorsements
were paid by the Broadway Bank that estab¬
lishment would be held r. sponsible, nnd tnat
suits would oc begun against It so soon as the neces¬
sary evidence could be collected. The president of
the Dank pronounced the statement a gross false¬
hood, inasmuch as all the vouchers had been ex¬
amined by experts employed by tho cVv govern¬
ment, and were properly accredited every week.
Whether suits would lie instituted ncralnst ihe bank
he could not say, having heard nothing concerning
them.

THE "BOSS" SPEAKS.

Important Intorview with Tammany's
Grand Sachem.

Tho Future Action of the Department of Public
Works.No Financial Block To Be Allowed,
Nobody To Be Dismissed, No Works To
Be Stopped.Mr. Tweed Will 8upply
the Funds.The "Boss" Defines
His Own Position Politically.
What He Think* About the
Rochester Convention.

/he long, dark, gloomy vestibule or the first floor
01 the offices oi the Department of rublic Works
was yesterday, irom nooa until late In tho alter-
noon, lined with gentlemen apparently or every
condition of life, who were waiting with ill-dts-
guised impatience to sec iho "Doss." With a fitful,
nervous, impatient waiting did these callers pace
the narrow way to the reception room that led to
the entrance to "room No. 4.' Some of these waluea
about, Kicked their heels, and struck the flooring with
the end of their umbrellas, as though they were

nervously commanding "black care" to depart.
Others solemnly trod the passageway with their
bands benind their hacks and with bended heals,
indicative of a thoughtful ness that seemed 10 imply
they had the fate of nations on their brow. Among
this throng was a Herald reporter, who banded his
card to a messenger, and who took it to this inner
sanctuary that so many eyes were peering
anxiously upon. The messenger speedily re¬
turned, and, addressing the reporter, said, "Mr.

I Tweed will see you ra a moment." A few more

| minutes of waiting, and then the tinkling of a
bell was beard. The door of No. 4 was openod
and in a moment the reporter was in the presence
of the First Commissioner of the Department of
Public Works.
Throwing himself back sligntly in his easy chair,

the "Boss" gave a sharp glance at his visitor, and,
with a slightly averted eye, said, "Good day, sir."
There was a pleasant, cosey easy chair close by the
side of Mr. Tweed and in front of his desk, and with

a slight motion Mr. Tweed Indicated his desire that
the gentleman should oocupy it.
When the reporter bad seated himself Mr. Tweed

took up an euvelope, passed it along his Angers and
then gave another look at his interviewer.

.'1 have called, Mr. Tweed," said tne reporter, "to
see you on behalf of the Ubrald, in reference to Mr.
Green's letter addressed to your department, and
(with a smile) to ask you what you are going to do
about It?"
"Well, there is a difference between Mr. Green's

statement and our books. I am endeavoring to as¬
certain what it Is I think I'm right and Mr. Green
is wrong, but I can't tell yet."
» "It is a difference of detail, 1 cresumc, more than
any substantial difference ?"

"No, 1 think the difference is very substantial.
Of c ourse i cannot tell yet, because, as you know. 1
have been away and only returned this morning to
the office, l have told the clerks in each of the
bureaus to report to the head of their departments,
so that the accounts may be thoroughly investi¬
gated. We shall then see which or us is right I
think Mr. Green is wrong. 1 shall be very much
surprised ir he is not."
"wui tnw investigation occupy a long time, Mr.

Tweed »"

¦.No; l think we shall be through in a few days.
probably by Wednesday. I'll let you know directly
we get to something like a conclusion. 1 am very
anxious to get this matter thoroughly investigated.
Tlaving only got here this morning, I've not had
time to do much In it, but there has been no delay
on our part. I don't intend that there shall be
either."
"in the meantime there is a financial block, Mr.

iweed, as far as any further appropriation to this
department is concerned ?"
"Yes; but 1 don't know that mat will do us much

barm. I think we can go on."
"Then jou have no Intention of stopping the

works?"
"No, certatnlT not."
"men there will be no dismissal of those already

employed, nor U there any ground ror the fear so
generally expressed In the city or great public in¬
convenience resultmg from tne Comptroller's inter¬
ference with your department
"Not the slightest ground Tor any public appre¬

hension at alL 1 don't intend to dismiss one em¬
ploye nor to stop any one or the works one mo-
menu"
"Then. I presume, Mr. Tweed, you will Indi¬

vidually make arrangements for tiding over the
financial Mock?"
"Yes; I don't mean one of my employ*'* to suffer.

They will be paid just the same as though there
were no Comptroller's letter in existence. Mr.
Green and I will no doubt nave come to some un¬
derstanding by Wednesday, and until then, at any
rate, as far as 1 am concerned, I mean to take care
ot tms department. Neither it nor the public will
suffer: 1 am sure of that. I don't mean it to, any¬
how."'

"I am sure the public will be delighted to hear It,
Mr. Tweed. It is a sublet thai is quite absorbing
every otaer topic of these exciung times; for ou it
the comfort, prosperity, and, indeed, the safety of
the city depends.''

-Oh, we were not going to allow the city to suffer
in that wav. It is only a question of money ; no¬
body thinks the works are not needed, I suppose."

"No. certainly not. TalKiug of money, Mr. Tweed.
I don't know whether you have seen a paragraph in

the morning papers about some forgeries or signa¬
tures on vouchers cashed by tlic Broadway liank.
Hut you may probably know whether there Is atiy
truth in tlie rumor."

"No, I should not know anything about It, even
It were so: but I don't think t:iere is any truth In
it. City vouchers are not likely to have forged sig¬
natures upon tliein."

.'I guess it is a sensational story. It don't amount
to much. You got bacK from Rochester last nurnt,
I euopose "

" fes, 1 got away as soon as the Convention was
over."'

..The public was greatly exercised yesterday In
trying to decide whether l'ammany had sustained a
victoiy or a defeat. I suppose you, sir, nave formed
some judgment as to which it is?"

"I don't think there is much victory or defeat in
it."

"It depends a good deal upon how it in looked at."
' Yes, that is just where it Is. I did not ko to

Rochester to divide my party. I have b -en a demo¬
crat all my life and I am going to be one to the ead
ol it."

"Y 03, that Is where I think tha head of the Con¬
vention was level. Tney would not sacrifice tho
party lor prejudices, however strong tnose prejudices
miKlit be.''

"No; I went a demoera: and I have come back a
democrat, l said privately, ami 1 said publicly, loo,that 1 was ready to do thai winch was best for the
party. It would never do to divide n on any issue,and certainly not on a local oue.

..'Iheu Hie differences in the city here are to be
fought out on their own merits and iu the local
elections?"
"Why, wtiere else can they be rought? I think

the city knows best what to do in its own aR.iirs,
ami we were not going to let it interfere with our
actiou when we met as democrats."

"Keaily, alter ail, tills quarrel is to a large extent
personal, aud should be confined, I should think, to
the personal issues. ''

"Yes; I am able to take rare or myself person¬
ally. You heard what I said wneu l addressed my
constituents the other night. I am gotnir to stand
to that. 1 don't mean to get away from that. 1
tii ink I can take care of mysell. I always have
done so, and 1 am not going to despair of it now.''
"Then, as far aa the Convention is conccrued, I

presume you are satisfied with its action."
"Yes; they need not have consulted me there, but

they did. rney asked me about the nominations;
they showed me a ticket which they Intended t«
propose. They asked me If I had any objections to
it. I told them I tmd not. The ticket, however,which was carried at the Convention was different
for the one ihey showed me."

. Then you don't agree with that ticket, do you?"
'.i es, certainly. 1 snail vote for it. Whatever the

Convention did I endorse. I don't quarrel with It.
On the contrary, 1 shall support It. I always act
with my party, and mean to do to the end."
"Thank yon, Mr. Tweed, for this candid and opentalk. I am sure the Herald will be glad to give it

to the people. It will be very satlsfactoty to New
York to find that the department which you control
Is not to be blWM«d. and Uiat tlwre Is a prospectof these financial atmconies being brought to a sat¬
isfactory conclusion."

"1 don't t hink we shall have any trouble about Mr.
Green, and I will look Into incsc accounts next
week. 1 don't know much about them personalis,bnt, from the reports I have received, at present I
think we shall coq»$ VOJ #f it duuarely amf satisfac¬
torily. I should he very sorry Ir it was otnerwise."

THE PARE PERPLEXITIES.

What the Action of the Deputy Comp¬
troller Has Brought About.

Stoppage of the Repairs on the Harlem Bridges.
Their Dangerous Condition.The Polios At¬

tendants and Gardeners Must be Imme¬
diately Disoharged-No Appropri¬
ation for the Museum.NoSin-
ccurLfe on the Payroll

of the Park).

The Department or Parka has been bo well con¬
ducted, ami the people so thoroughly satisfied with
the splendid results or the action of the Commis¬
sion, that the notice from this department which
appeared In the IIrkalp yesterday caused consider¬
able rearet throughout the city. With a view to ot>-
tain further Information on thiB much-talked-of
topic a Herald reporter called upon Judge Hilton
at his office yesterday afternoon, and found him in
the possession of that native geniality and self-pos-
seasion whl:h no adverse circumstances seem able
to separate him from. After a pleasant greeting
and a short talk on the political situation generally
the Judge and the reporter proceeded to business, as
follows:.
"What la the meaning. Judge, or the notice ap¬

pearing In the papers ihls morning from your de¬
partment respecting the bridges on the tlarlem
River ?"

"It means just what It says. Unless some provi¬
sion is made for placing the department In funds
for the purpose we must abandon the cire or thoso
bridges, withdraw all persons in charge of them,
atul also stop making the repairs already entered
upon and required to rouder two of them safe for the
passage of persons and vehicles during the coming
winter."

'.lias your department charge of these bridges?"
"Yes; by a law of last winter they wore put

under our charge, with directions to maintain and
repair them when needed and charge the expense to
the counties oi New York and Westchester in pro¬
portion to their jurisdiction. New York extends to
high-water mark on the Wcstchester side. \ou
will perceive that the expense of this maintenance
and repairs rails almost wholly upon us."
"What is their present condition?"
"Third avenue bridge broke down last summer,

and was Immediately put in order, so as nat to
interrupt the public travel, and in a few weeks was
put in complete repair. Macomb's Dam bridge
last spring was conceded to be in a
very dangerous condition, imperilling life in cross¬
ing it. Ihe timbers had all decayed where resting
on the ground or where Joined, anu it was extremely
doubtful whether It could be maintained long enough
to remove and replace these timbers. Our engineers,
however, took it in hand, and with great care regu¬
lated the travel over It. and proceeded with the
rebuilding of the bridge. It Is now almost new.
nearly all the decayed timbers being removed, and
we were about entering upon the repair of the
draw. This should be proceeded with at once, If
regard is had for the public safety. Hut unless we
have money we must stop work on It."
"What is the conditioner the Fordham bridge?"
.. Complaint was made that It was dangerous for

travel. Our engineers so regarded it. A few weeks
since we entereu upon repairing it to make it safe.
Oar m en are Billl at work upon it."

"Where has ihe money been procured to pay the
expense of these repairs?"
"We nave taken it lrom the moneys In our hands

upon accounts other than assessments, intending
hereafter to replace It when the city will be in funds
to repay. All we have, except that raised for assess¬
ment purposes, Is the money ol the city, and It reaUy
makes no difference out of which account It Is now
taken, as the amouut must be returned from tax-
fttiOD*''
..wnat provision nave you made respecting these

brtdircs f
.¦of Macomb's Dam and Third avflpue, where thetravel Is almost like upon Broadway, we have parkkeepers and attendants night and day. A draw

tender must likewise be on hand at all times to per¬mit vessels to pass through. Indeed, lew people in
the city have any Idea of the travel over and under
those orldires, and the necessity for keeping con¬
stant watcn and care over tnem. Hut as we have
no money for the purpoae. and as tne comptrollernas given notice thai no money must be expendednnless previously appropriated, and as there
is none to appropriate, unless we con¬
tinue as before, and winch I leel quite un¬
willing to assume the responsibility of doingalter this notice, I see no alternative but 10
stop repairing those bridges, withdraw our men
anu let the bridges ana the draws take care of them¬
selves. I would like to do otherwise. But this Is
not the only dlillcuity the notice ol the Comptrollerwill produca."

.'What is the other difficulty?"
"Well, It must lead, it eutorecd, to Ihe Immediate

discharge of all tne police attendants and workmen
having charge of the care and maintenance of the
Central Park and all the city parks. We will not be
ai,ie to buy rood ror tne horses, or for the auimats
in the menagerie, as ail those are supplied lrom
tne annual sum appropriated for maintenance.
as I s'ated in my letter to the Comptroller,the cost of maintaining the Central Park
under the late central Park Commissioners was
at,out three hundred and forty thousand dollars per
annum. The city parks had usually appropriatedto them for like purposes about seventy thousand
dollars per annum. As tnese amounts were allowed
when a day's work was teu hours they should be
Increased one filth wnen a day's work is, as now, bylaw lessened to eight honrs; that Is, the central
Park should nave $408 ooo per annum and the city
warns $84,000 per annum, i'hl . is exclusive of payof park keepers on these parks. Under the two
Per cent aot tne Board oi Apportionment had re¬
maining on hand applicable to tills department, and
wnich tney could appropriate for these purposes,ontv $180,003, and lor which I suppose the law ex¬
pects we will te able to accomplish what has here-
toforo required equal to $492,000. Besides this,the law establishing the museum and observa-
torr on Central Paric, and In which is
included the collection or birds and animals, living
us well as dead, has heretofore allowed the depart-ment fao.ooo per annum for their maintenance. I-or
this we have nad no appropriation this year, and
the money necessary for feeding and caring for the
autniais, birds, Ac., has been takon from other
accounts in our hands, in line mannerfas the bridge
repairs lint if we can onlv expend what is actu¬
ally appropriated Tor the specitic purpose allowed by
law we must ntop right here, dismiss every man in
charge of the parks, turn the horses out to grass,send awav or sell the birds and animals, and leave
the parks open pla es, to take care of themselves.
As Treasurer, 1 am not wiumg or desirous
to assume responsibility in these mauters,
where, from past and present experiences,the repayment ior such things consist* in beingabused oy some of the newspapers and denounced
l u other quarters by men wno ought to know better
than heap indiscriminate aijuse upon all who hold
public oilice uhder tne present city government."
"This condition of things is somewhat auomaious,19"Wen! \ can't say that it is: and yet It probably

may seem so to the public. VV liy, every year, for
manv ve.irs past, there has been a provision in tno
tax p'vy like that in the Two Per Cent bill, limiting
expenditures to actual appropriations, and yet I
believe It has aiways t>een the custom in all the de¬
partments where one lund allowed ior a pur¬
pose ot absolute public necessity gave out
moneys would be wKUdrawn from some other
account, or borrowed lu some way, and used,
ihe next tux levy would theu supply
as a deficiency. So you will hud in almost every
tax levy ior many years pa«t an item or deficiencylor niaiuiainluu Central P;irk under the former
commission. The laws governing the Park onlyallowed $;w0,000 per annum for this purpose, but
the Commissioners always exceeded it i»y drawingthe mouey lrom some other account in tueir hands,just the same as we have done, and which was re>
paid us we expect to repay our deficiency. Last year,notwithstanding ihe great drought and the tightHour law and our giving mu^lc and fireworks, our
maintenance expense of Central 1'ark only amounted
to about three hundred and t bitty-two tnousnod dol¬
lars. But wc. pincned and economized in every way,and I don't ihink we coalu doll again. We have
not been aoie to do it this year, owing io the neces¬
sary increase ol police and nardeners. Our defi¬
ciency ol $.WW>o still remains to bo provided for."
"Are other departments affected in this man¬ner?"
" ves, all of them, more or le s, and If they arohold to a strict compliance with the laws as ex¬

pounded by ihe Comptroller we must disband ourFire Department, l suppose, and, indeed, our entire
city government.

. But cannot every such difficult* be avoided If
ail are disposed to act harmoniously and for the
general good of the city?"
"Oh, certainly; and that Is what will be done, I

suppose, as noon as the coming election is over.LniU men economy and retrenchment, accom¬panied by abuse of officials, will be the topics ofthe lioor. After that the abuse will fail off, and I
think It will be discover, 1 that retrenchment In
fiublioaffl n Improvement* needed

THE HAN IN THE GAP

John Foley Breasting the Rising
Wares of Tammany.

A Great Prophet in His Own
County.

WHAT WAS, 18 AND NOT TO BE.

A rerortorJal dove of the Herald, of innocent
aspect and gentle bearing, flew into the gulden
cage of tne meek reformer, John Foley, yestor-
day at three o'clock. Mr. Foley was veiy busy

j and had a large number of letters concerning mu-
; ntcipal affairs spread before him on his desk. He

j looked well and said he intended to keep well until
the Famous Four were in State rnson. He
was greatly run down, he confessed, but he would
stand the pressure until the great object ho had
set before htm was attained. The

An Exciting Boat Race in the Har¬

bor of Spezzia, Italy.

The Boats of Two American Vesseli-of-War the
Contestant*.'Victory Declared for

the Gnerriere's Barge.

United States Ship Shenandoah, 1
Spbzzia, Italy. Sept. 18, 1871. I

Competition among men to acquire a particular
excellence, whether it l»e In trade, at gamed or In
professions, la one of the ruling characteristics of
the human race, and within duo bounds and under
proper restraints it deserves to be encouraged.
all the more so when the struggle for the mastery
can Injure no one, oan impoverish no one, and, In
certain respects, Improves the competing parties.
About the time the news reached Europe of the
making and maturing of the great international
race on the Kennebecasis, which had such a melan¬
choly ending for the Tyno crew, the European
squadron of American war veasols rendezvoused at
Spezzla, in Italy. The ships were tne flagship Frank¬
lin, the Richmond, the Guerriere, the Shenandoah,
the Plymouth and the Saoo. With the collection to¬
gether of as many as perhaps eighteen hundred
sailor men, whose natural tastes incline them to
aquatic sports, it is not at all singular that a strong
interest was relt in the proceedings, and that imita¬
tion should be attempted. The Saoo arrived in the
squadron flushed with a recent victory achieved at
Malaga over the boat of the British man-of-war Lea,
and brought the living trophy.a live chicken cock.
with her, the race having been between the launches
of the respective ships, she ownod, in addition, a

very fast whale boat, pulling twelve oars, an l of
which the crew were Justly proud. It is astonishing
how soon the news of a fast craft comes to the
knowledge of the men of the different ships, and no
sooner does tne intelligence spread and have time
to be duly commented upon In the forecastle than
they debate among themselves the possibility of a
race. Soon there will appear a small deputation at
the mast, who will, through a spokesman, respect¬
fully request permission from the proper authority
to contend with the boat under consideration.
In most cases this permission is granted, partly

as a most excellent way to encourage and keep up
the vim of the crew, and partly as the easiest mode
of settling the difficulty ; for tue men will never rest
quietly until the superiority of one or other boat be
decided.

It is somewhat amusing to note the peculiar be¬
havior of the crew of the rival and of the other
ships when the terms of a race are about to be ar¬

ranged, or when one la trying to be gdf on. Per
the men it is one of the great events of the cruise,
equal to pay day, and almost equal to the hoisting
of the homeward bound pennant. The merits or
the boats are subjected to a sailor-Use criticism:
wise and sententious opinions are weightily deliv.
ered irom the forecastle as the practising boats take
their evening spurt, tuples often track them, watchus
in hand, to gain some idea of their time. Nor are
subtermges wanting on the other side to deieat
mis cunning manu-uvro. Singularly enough, the
most important part of the whole arrange¬
ment.namely, me lasting powers of the crew-
is entirely overlooked by the sailor man. The idea
or exhaustion on a race is about the last calculation
oil the result that engrosses his attention, and It is
on this account that the termination of a race is
sometimes so unexpected and disconcerting.far
more so than among the professional crews, who
whetner vanquishers or vanquished, generally pull
to the finish in tolerable order.

WIFE MURDER IN NEWTOWN.
A Horrible Case of Domestic Barbarity..Tho

Murderer, Beastly Drunk, Lying Beside Hi*
Dead Victim,
Yesterday some of ihe inmates of a tenement

house located in Newtown, on Jamaica avenue,
broke open the door of one of the upper apartments
on suspicion that ail was not right. For three daya
no ono had been seen to pass in or out and the last
heard was cries for help. A moat horrible and sick¬
ening slgnt presented itself. Cpon the bed was the

corpse of Anna Wagner; beside it lay the husband in
a drunken stupor. The Coroner was immediately

notified and on his arrival, about noon, everything
was found undisturbed. The mau still lay best le lit*
victim, and nothing could arouse htm. The body or
the woman was most shockingly intimated, the
head broken in with some blunt instrument and
bruises on almost every part of the body. It was
evident that the crime had been committed a num¬
ber of days previous, as decomposition had already
taken place. Coroner Tewksbery summoned a jury,
and from the testimony of some principal
witnesses the following fact9 were ascertained:.
The husband is a German. His name in
Charles Wagner. Tho wife is of Irish
descent. They have never lived very harmoniously,
he being addicted to drink, often returning home
lato at night under the influence of Itqnor, at wntclt
times there would generally be a violent quarrel,
on Tuesday he returned home and seemed to ho
more drunk than usual. After retiring tne quarrel
was kept up, and nlows were distinctly heard.
During the inquest tho murderer lay ou the floor,
occasionally muttering some unintelligible words,
and entirely unconscious of the surroundings. A
verdict of death by violence at ihe hands of charleo
Wagner, the husband of deceased, was rendered by
the jury, and Coroner Tewksbery ordered Ulsarrcsb.
