Tfcesituaiion yesterday arou*<1 the City Ball may
tM described as tbe altitode of expectation, that
Is, waiting on a great event that la looming in
live distance. Rumor, witu ber thousand tongues,
had been busy lor the fast few days. There seemed
enough, substantially, about these rumors to

Rations in the direction of tnis city muddle. The
Biuld yesterday prepared the public mind for
this event, ana the result was that a crowd of news¬

all about it. Their inquiries were, however, not
very produotive of any tangible results. The re¬

served and guarded statements of the Herald
were amplified in the evening papers,
and an endeavor to unravel the mys¬
tery wasfPattempted by stating that forgeries
of certain warrants had been discovered tn the
Comptroller's office.

THE THIRD AVEIUE SAVINGS BANK.
liteBun ContinuedYeJterday.Excitement Among

the Deport:r#.The Bank 0Steers
Still Confident.

The publication given In yesterday's papers of the
run on the Third Avenue Savings Bank, oorncr of
Twenty-elxth street and Third avenue, was by no
means calculated to allay excitement. By eight
o'clock A. M. the doors were besieged by several
hundred, who bad taken a position thus early to
get at the head of the line. Captain Cameron, ser¬
geant Rooney, Roundsman Keating and twelve men
were early on the ground, and by their excellent
management secured order in the lorwatlon of the
lines. The women formed, with the bead of the
column resting on the right of the main entrance
and extending around the corner to the Twenty-
sixth street entrance. The men were formed on the
left, the line extending hall a block down the ave¬
nue.

By half-past nine o'clock, when the doors were

opened, fully four hundred frightened depositors
were In line, and this number was constantly in¬
creased up to about one o'clock, when it is esti¬
mated that there were about the bank fully seven hun¬
dred persons. In the afternoon the police force was
under the command of Sergeant Loonle and Rounds¬
man McClintocit, who protected everybody from
pickpockets and preserved admirable order. In¬
deed, it was noticed that the attention of the force
was remarkably good, and no one had cause to
complain of favoritism.
The depositors yesterday did not display so much

nervousness as on the previous day, and it was par¬
ticularly noticed that those there yesterday were
mostly servants. Tne heavy depositors, who
are business men, showed tnemseives, but dm
not, except in a few instances, withdraw their
funds. On the contrary, they freely circulated
among the crowd and did all in their power to re-
lnspirc them with confidence In the institution.
One gentleman found bis servant at the door ami
sent her home, promising to pav her 100 cents on
the dollar for all she had on deposit. An old gentle¬
man read of the run in tne newspapers and came
all the way from Mount Kisco to draw out $2,300,but after making inquiries turned on his heel and
left, remarking, "I'll chance It for another year."
Another stoou In the line for live hours, drew out
his balance, $l 31, aud left, calculating how much
ne had l09t by the transaction in quitting work.
One heavy depositor, not so confident as the Mount
Kisco pilgrim, drew out $4,950 and left smiling,
bat not utitil he had crammed it far down
In his breeches pocket, with the remark,
..There ye 're safer thar than in this yer bank,
by a darned sight." When the bank closed
at three o'clock about three hundred persons
were still waiting their turn; but many, despairing

or getting in, left before that hour. About five hun¬
dred persons were paid yesterday sums aggregating,
probably, one hundred and sixty thousand dollars.
On the previous day $140,000 was paid over the
counter to depositors.
Tli« trustees sat all day In the rear office, and.

from their smiling faces, visitors felt reassured or
their ability to weather the crisis. Three or lour
officials ot other banks called and profferred assist¬
ance; but it was declined for the present, as they
have $3,&oo,ooo available funds to meet a run by
their 17,000 creditors, and can. on short notice, con¬
vert several millions mpre. They have converted
nearly a million government bonds already into
currency, and keep constantly on hand half a million
to meet contingencies. They opened yesterday with
$600,040 in their vaults, and just before closing
brought in $250,000 more that they had raised by
the sale of governments. They had, among other
securities, $760,000 city bonds, which they nave not
yet touehea.
At the slow rate they are paying the trustees have

enough available funds to stand . run of seventeen
days. Should it then continue they can take advan¬
tage of the thirty days' grace allowed by the law to
convert their unavailable assets into currency.

CUBAN INDEPENDENCE,
Celebration of ch« Third A»«lrfr»«ry of the
Signing of liw ProrInanition for Freedom At
Cooper Institute.
The historic ball of the Union was well filled last

evening by the friends of Coba in Mew York, who
met for the celebration or the third anniversary of
the uprising and the signing of the proclamation of
Independence of that island. Previous to the open¬
ing of the doors roefcets were sent splui ting and
flashing high op in the air, a bonfire of small dimen¬
sions was burning at the corner of Eigbtn street and
Fourth avenue, and various kinds of Greek are
burned to illumine the surrounding buildings,
and, it is presumed, as a beacon to those unac¬
quainted with the location of the building. The
interior of the hall was brilliantly lighted up, richly
colored flags and festoons adorned the walls, placed
in fantastic positions; ropes, formed of flowers
of every hue available at this season, extended
from pillar to pillar and gracefully bent at the
centre, where In each case they were crossed by
stripes of the flag which has been adopted by the

, republicans of Cuba as their standard of liberty.
