fallen. Mr. George Opdyke presided and oalled
the meeting to order.

whelming calamity that has overtaken our sister
€ity of Culcagoe has awakened the profoundest sym-
pathy throughous the Untted Siates. The tof
this misfortune 18 probably without a parallel on
this Continent, The telegraph assures us that the
Jarger and faire? portion of that city 1s
In ashes, and that nearly one half of Its
siricken ciizens are exposed—houseless, homelosa
and without food. The immense pecuniary loss In-
volvea In this disaster we have notmet to consider.
The intimate commercial relatlons between this city
and Chicage will, no doubt, In time, make us feel
and share It with them v the fullest extent; but is
I8 for the suffering oI those who are exposed to the
Inclemency of the weather and without food that we
are called upon 1o exert our active, prompt and
earnest sympathy.

It was evident that \he merchants
present were anxlous to testlly In every way to
thetr brother merchants in Chicago thelr deep sym-
pathy withh them in the present emergency, and no

doutst the twu resolntiona would have pas<ed unan.
Imously were ib not for the especlal reason that
their adoprion wonld dn the Clieagn merchanta
mure harm than good. 1t was argued by some mer-
chunts present that If the iwo resolunona were
10 be adopted unfur aavan'age might be taken of
them by triiers in other Statea,  Large sumi of
mouney no doubl are due all over e countr
to the mercuants of Cuicago, and I
these  traders were 10 become  aware
what the New York merchauis had granted to thoelr
Chiengo brotbers an extension of time aod otler
mercantile facilities the resnit might be that the
traders owing money to Chicago would use that
coucession ln thewr own favor, and consequentily ex.
tend the time of mecting ther debts, bringing their
money W otier inarkels woere they wouwid purchase
for cash. This view at once siruck the meeting as
belng sound, and, with the undesstanding that each
merchant would act according to whe spirit of the
first two resolutions given above in all business re-
lanona with Chicago at thie present tune, the resolu-
1ons were not further preased.
