TILLAGES BURNEO.
Ill© nourishing villages of Fo.estville, White Hock,

Kim Creek, Saudbeacii and 11utoa city are eutlrely
destroyed. Rock Falls and Port Hope arc partially
destroyed. Nothing has yet been heard from Port
Austin or Tort Cresceut, but u is hardly possible
tiiey escaped. At ail these towns there were large
stores, many of which were filled with winter stock;
extensive sawmills, shingle mills aud docks covered
with lumber, all of which nave been swept away.
It Is said there is but one dock left on the shore
about Forestville.

TITH SUFKERFUS.
A sleamcr which left Port Huron la?t night for

the relief of the suflerers, returned this tnorntng
with about forty men, women and child ten, live of
whom are severely burned. The revenue cutter
Fesseuden, which started for Port Austria, ptcke.l
up a sailboat on the lake, containing Issac Green,
principal owner of Forcstvule. together with ills
lamlly and eighteen or twenty others, who had
escaped the names at Forestville. Tho telegraph
operator at Forestville escaped through the lire
back luto the country. All tho telegraph oflices
along the snore have been destroyed, but communi¬
cation will be restored as soon as the damago done
to the lines can be repaired. Five children are
Unown to have perished near Kock Falls.

TROPKRTY DESTROYED.
R. U. Hubbard, at nuron City, shot all his fine

tiorscs and cattle to prevent their perishing by fire.
He loses very heavily, having had a large store,
mills, docks, Ac. The extensive property of Star-
ford k Uayward, at Port Hope, Is about the only
one which cscapod. Five thousand dollars was sub-
scribed to-uight for the reliel or the sufferers of this
State.
The light rain of yesterday seems to have great y

abated the tires throughout the state, and it is be¬
lieved the worst la passed. There is

scarcely a county
in the State but what has suflercd more or less from
Ore, and the loss will amount to hundreds of thou¬
sands of dollars.

The town of Bridgeport
was only saved from destruction by a shower of
ruin yesterday morning. Charles Chandler's barns,
on his farm near Lansing, were burned yesierduy,
together with several fine horses.

A CITY DESTROYED.
News has just been received that the largest por¬

tion of the city of Manistee, Mich., has been
destroyed by fire. Manistee is on the east coast of
Lake Michigan, a place of 4,000 Inhabitants and one
of the greatest lumber producing towns in the
State. There is no telegraph station within thirty
miles of the town. The fire commenced at ten
o'clock on Sunday night, and raged until five o'clock
on Monday morning destroying 200 buildings, six
Iftrgc mills and a vessel lying at the dock. Unlf of
the entire town is burned. The loss is est imated at
$1,800,000.

setting forth that unlawful combinations
and conspiracies hi ill exist tn the coun¬
ties of Spartansburg, York, Marion, Ches¬
ter, Laurens, Newberry, FalrflelU, Lancaster
and Chestoriield. tuus obstructing and hindering
toe execution or die laws of South Carolina and of
toe Untied States, awl calls upon all combinations
to disperse within five days and to deliver up amis,
disguises, Ac., to the United Staie3 Marshals and
their deputies. The ['resident has just Issued the
loliowlnK proclamation: .

Wliercai unlawful combinations and conspiracies have
long existed anil do atlll exist In tha State of Kumti Carolina
for the purpose of depriving, certain portions and classes of
the people of tliat State of the rights. privileges, immunities
and protection named in the constitution of the united Statu
and secured by the act of Uonsress approved April 1:0. 1-71,
entitled "An net to enforce the provision* of the fourteenth
amendment to tlie cnut.tUiv.lon of the United Mates;" an (
whereas certain parts of said State, to wit:.In the coun¬
ties of Kpart .D.sburg, Yoriv, Marion, Chester, Luure'.a, Ne.v-
berry, Kairneid. L meatier and OheHerUeld--stieii com¬
bination, and conspiracies do so obstruct una
hiirJer the execution of the laws of said bt:>te
of Use United States as to deprive thl people aforesaid of the

Captain Woog
further slnies that tins organisation was tirst in-
ten'led lor political purposes, «nd that some
iiitlueiiiial t it i ens of the county either
bccamo members ol the organisation or coun¬
tenance.! lite sit iii'*. but tli.il the organization is
now nothing but a baud of liorse thieve*, robbers
and murderer.', opposed to all wuo are in lavor of
enfoiclna too laws, i e tiiey uemocrats or republi¬
cans, and for whoso conduct no political pany out? lit
to be held responsible. 'i he baud is said lo be com¬
posed mainly ot fugitives from justice from Illinois,
Arkansas ami Kentucky.

This celebration would seem to he a lilting
chapter in Italian history, and equally Inter,
esttng to the American public, hut, as m
the cm or their procession a few weeks
a>;o, (tie elements ye^tcr lay were decidedly averse
to tho carrying of their project properly into execu¬
tion. Tnen the gianr Aqnaflueuf. nearly floated
everything, Including; the maidens in delicate ral-
mcut, and tne thousands of silken banners hung
downward as If In despair. Yesterday Ventosas,
strong, cold nnd uncomfortable, cast disorder Into
the ranks of the festive Italians, and rendered It
anything hut a day lor outdoor pastime. Early
in the morning the "Colombo Guard,
fully accoutred nnd dressed in their
new dress, representing ine sharpshooters usually
employed by Garibaldi, left their headquarters, at
the Fifth Kcziment Armory, and ruaiclie I to the
City llall, where they formed In line, and ihcn t' ok
the cars, in accordance with a previous arrange¬
ment with the Third Avenue Company, to Jones'
Wend. Here evoiy thing aecmed dimless. The wind
whis led through the almost leafless lA-anches 01 Hie
long-stemmed trees, but It did not sound like "music
in the air." ana the strains of martial music 'torn
Gralulla's band had but little influence on the splrlis
of the men, who hail arrived at the conclusion that
the day was most uupropitious. At the hotel and
dancing rink near the river side matters did not
look much more encouraging.
