Jerome Park yesterday. Nothing but fasnlon

< and real enjovmunt were considered at that famous
course. Tau club house and grand stand presented
a Htgbt thai could not fall to cliecr even the mosj
misantiiropic turiitc. Wealth, beauty and fashion
were in the majority, and the lieautiful drive
through Fifth avenue, the Park, the Boulevard and
Central avenuo beyond MeComb's Dam more enjoy¬
able than ever was known before. The meetings
of the American Jookey Club bring out everything
that the metropolis can boast of lu tho line of real
lashion and enjoyment. Not to attend these races
is an unpardonable offence In t ie eyes of the hunt
moiide of New York. lJere the modiste dis¬
plays her choicest treasures, and the piazzas
of tde club house and the benches of the

, grand stand are redolent of lino toilets and per¬
fumery. No matter how things are going on
down town, here may be fouud tho most eminent
financiers, merchants whoso names aro known
from the Atlantic to the Pacific, politicians ot every
.grade, |.from the controller of the Presidency
down to the chairman of an east side primary; rau-
road men, from the king down to the baggage
master; belles of all kinds, pealing laughter
la every note of the scale, and that
arreat ana multitudinous body, the vi poliui,
who rush In wherever there is an excite¬
ment. of all the attractions which Jerome
Park holds forth the principal one is the drive
thither. It would be ditllcult to name another in
the world that can match it. Then the cheering
sights that meet the eye along that drive Equip,
ages or every possible description pass and
repass, like the phantasmagoria of a dream.
Flushed faces and elegant toilets may be
seen, without even venturing within the
precincts ot the course, and the road presents
at every turn a kaleidoscope of beauty and fashion.
The management this season has been most excel¬
lent, owing to tho commendable arrangements of j

A lovely day certainly
spreads its brucing wings over the track, and tho
bright sun gracefully pencilled club house and
stand, so that between lovely figures and cherry
lips present by the hundreds, and the
handiwork of an unapproachable artt-t,
It was enough to make tne oldest,
man ou the OOMM wish It was the third dav of ttie
Jerome l all Meeting under such circuimUancos ail
the vear around.

In unlsou. as It called luto requisition
from all parts of the world by one single electrical
breadth, brought back the old spirit within them,
and the throng beut hilarious steps to Jerome for
enjoytneut in real earnest. At two o'clock the day
was an assured success, and tho greater part of the
capacious and magnillceiit grand stand was filled
with bodies and faros. There wero Jovial sets ou
the lawn aud on the quarter stretch worth a study
and wortli an acquaintance.
That gentleman with the light overcoat and

glasses siung across his left shoulder, standing
against the icnce, Is Mr. Auga.-t Belmont. That
¦ftiout person beside lilm wltn the dark blue overcoat
and lashionabie hat, smoking a cigar, Is John Mor-
rissey, looking much better for his Saratoga cam¬
paign and the laurels he won for suggestingaud carrying to a sncucssiui conclusion the
linest i>oat race in the country. Ho runs
bis horse Defender In the Grand National
Handicap Sweepstakes to-day, and may be
he is cogitating regarding his chances or success.
That siighily-built, middle aged gentleman, with
light brown kids, is Colonel Uaaseit, owner of the
tjosl three-year-old in the country, llarry Bassett,
who has pulled dotvn moro purses this season than
was evue before known by a horse. Near mm.that

He
has been unfortunate In bin stanle this year, bat ne
baa perseverance, and 11 Is a long lane tuat baa n«
turning point with raee horses.
Tbat tall, dignified gentleman on the quarter

stretch, chatting and laughing with two or tbree
frteada, la M. H. Sanford, the owner of tbe
splendid colt Monarchist, that has just come in
winner of the Annual Sweepstakes, heating uel-
mont's and Dennlson Crawford's entry. Mr.
Sanford has not long since leit a sick room,
and no doubt he, as with many gentle¬
men to-day, regards the victory of his horse
better than a score ol doctors and a
store full or medicines. That old gentleman with
long, gray mustache atul neat silk necktie is Colonel
Skinner, iresher ihun ever from his trip up the
Nile. There's Fletcher Westray, an old yachtsman,
near the judges' siaud, aud just over tbe leuce la
Louis Lorllltird, of the Wanderer, and a little
further on b:s brother (leorse, or the Enchantress,
brown as a nit irom his yacht cruise across the
ocean aud np the Mediterranean.
Mm rounded by bis black stable boys, looking like

a regiment, of monkeys, over there on tne streich is
Colonel M'DanleK Thai's lum with hair as white as
the driven snow and wearing the quiet expression,
see how pleasant is his whole demeanor ana how
fatnerly he seems in every action. To-day his
stable of horses stands second to none in the
country, and not a racing gentleman on
the turf is jealous of liis success. "I
bet a hundred 1 name the winner," comes
rroui among the pool buyers and betting gentle¬
men. Who that. ever heard ttiat musical voice could
lorgetltr Wny, that's old Jake Komerliulyke, or
Fleetwood 1'ark, and i'o more genial veteran is ever
seen anions the sporting fraternity than he. Jake
looks well t<>- oay, aud it is safe to wager that he
Knows a "dark one" in the race now to come oil.
The goiitiewan speaking to Leonard Jerome
is William liutler Duncan, and uear them,
looking at his programme, is Dr. Kenneth
Keid, lresh from Quarantine. That one talking to
D. I». Witers, 011c ol the stewards of the course, is
Colonel Saulord. That's him with the light over¬
coat and- cane and he seems more than elated over
Ins broi tier's success. There's a gentlemen down
there under the shadow of the pool stand
that looks serious, about the only sedate face
at this moment seen. He lost a grand racer
last year at Saratogo by an accident, and he has
just remarked, "Many a race he could have won
since." Then there are W. R. Travers, John Hun¬
ter, Magrath, from Kentucky; John Smith, of Cin¬
cinnati; William Cottrlll, of Alabama; 1). Swigert,

J u Ige Munson, John Morris, Major Thomas Doswell,ol V ir^ima; Carroll Livingston, Mator Thomas ami
Mr. lilsseck, with hosts or others, roaming, chatting
aud speculating upon the contests. Among these
are wandering detectives, called here that they may
take charge of any fellows not required on business.
That one, with hair nearly white and hurrying about
with book In hand, everywhere at the samo
tune, is the gentle Wheatley, secretary or
tne course. lie knows every turlman In
thn country of prominence and la respected by all.
And then there are Jim McGowan and Dr. Under¬
wood in the pool box behind toe Judges' stand, busy
us bees, the lormer counting and scanning the
thousands paid Into the box, and the latter by his
jokes and whimsicalities urging the buyers to larger
aud more numerous ventures. The crowd is or¬
derly, well dressed and well behaved, of course.
There were a thousand carriages about the track

at lour o'clock, and iu many or them sat their oc¬
cupants well satisfied with the lookout from their
positions. Assuredly the assemblage yesterday was
as brilliant as Jerome has seen in many days and
the racing or tbe grandest nature. There may
have been more enthusiasm displayed during the
season just Dassed on some of the running
courses in tbe United states, but it Is hard
to convince a veteran of the truthfulness or such a
statement. Tiny hands and cheery voices created
quite a hubbub during the Champagne stakes. Sell-
lng Sweepstakes and Grand National Handicap, and
their applause mlugied pleasantly witn the more
boisterous demonstrations or the gentlemen. Wnen,
in the last race, that splendid colt, Monarchist,
Mr. .san'ord's secured the victory against as
grand a field or clippers that ever answered judges'
bell and his second conquest of the day, the vociier-
oils applause was for a moment all along the stand
and lawn like a rolling wave, and a sea of handker¬
chiefs fluttered toward his owner, while scores of
trieuds shook him by the band and congratulated
him on his great success. It was a happy day for
Mr. Sanford, an'' well deserved were the besiowals
or honor on the victories or his stable.

THE BACING.
The track wan safe, but not fast, and tbc racing

that came off was of the most .sati?faciorv charac¬
ter.in fact it was real.'y the best that ever took
place on any track in America in oac day. Six
races were run with good fields lu each, and all
who witnessed the sport were delighted.
The first race was the annual sweepstake*, for

three-year-olds, $500, hall forfeit, with $l,00w
added; two miles. There were seventeen entries
for this event, but only three came to the ]>ost, com¬
prising Mr. Sanfotd's bay colt Monarchist, by Lex¬
ington, dam Mildred; Mr. Uelmont's chestnut colt
By the Sea, by Tbormanby, dam Bernlce, and Dea-
nlson A Crawford's chestnut colt by Censor, dam
Julia. Monarchist was a great favorite over the
others, his fine mn on Saturday last with
Barry Bassett convincing judges of such
matters that he was the next best thiee-
year-old to Bassett In the couutry. lie was
heavily backed, and by winning pleased his su]>-
porters greatly. By tne Sea made a capital racc,
and was beaten but a length.
The second race was (or a purse of $000, for which

there were five entries. These were D. McDoniels'
chestnut colt ilarry Bossett, by Lexington, dam
Canary Bird; Mr. Belmont's chestnut n^ly
Finesse, by Lexington, dam Piliigree; Mr.
Coffee's chestnut colt Judge Dnrell, by Lexington,
dam Laura; Mr. Swtgcrt's black filly Morlacchl, by
Lexington, dam Banner, and Mr. v\ ithor's chesmut
horse Vespucius. The latter was withdrawn,
ilarry Baasetl was booked to win, and hardly a
dollar could be found against him. The betting
was on the others, and the pools were sold without
the great colt. i« inesse had the call over the others,
Morlacchl being second choice, ilarry Bassett won
the race in the same way (hat be has won all his
rases this year, Pinnesse being second and JudgeDurell thiru.
The third racc was for a purse lor three -year-olds,

with penalties for the winners during the year, but
as none of them had been lortunate enough to score

a victory, they all started on even terms. There
were seven starters, aua ail came to the post. D.
McDanlels ran brown filly Lizzie B.. M. U. Sand-
lord bay tlllv Madame Dudley; H. P. McGrath bay
gelding Impecunious. S. M. Hall bay colt John
Merryman, I). I). Withers brown filly Kit Rat, Jonn
Coffee bay colt Joe Elliott. and James Thompson bav
colt NlcKajnck. The boring lay between Madame
Dudley and tuo imported filly Lizzie B., the latter
bcinir a great tavonic, and the race was a desperate
one between these two. tbc others being entirely
out of it at the end of u mile. Ltzsy B. won the
racc by a nose oniy at the finish. Impecunious was
third.
The fourtli race was the Champagne Stakes, a

dash of three-quarters ol a mile, between a fine
field of two-) ear-olds. Th»re were seventeen
entries tor the stakes, seven of which started.
These were D. J. Grouse's ixray colt Cray Planet, 1>.
K. Harness' chestnut colt Meteor. It. W. Came¬
ron's nrown filly Inverary, A. Belmont's
chestnat filly Victoria, J. A. Grimstead's
grav coll urennus, and P. Morris'
bay colt chivalry. Meteor was tho favorite over thefleid at odds, the next choice being Gray Planet.
Tne latter won a splendid race. Meteor being sec¬
ond, aud Mr. Cameron's filly third. This field of
two-year-olds were as line ns ever appeared in a
race in this country.
The filth race was a selling sweepstakes, with tho

asual allowances lor low prices, the distance being
a tulle and ah eighth. There were nine entries,
comprising Joseph Donohue's bay colt u>rd Hymn,
P. Morns' gray inly Felicity, John Brougham's black

? elding Gerald, B. G. Thomas' bav tllly Talarla, J.
I. Ilarbeck's chestnut colt Cadence, u. W.
Loud's brown nily Moselle, M. A. Llttell's
chestnut tlllv Ratati, H. i. Dawson's bay horse
Uayo, and James Tnompson's chestnut horse Ath-
lone. Felicity was ttie favorite, cadence the second
choice, while Lord Byron was sold in the field. Tho
latter won tho rac? with consummate ease, i'cilcity
second, Gcraid third.
The sixth race, and the great event of the day.

was tne Grand National Handicap, that c.osed with
nineteen entries, the dt3tance being two miles and

a quarter. There were nine starters, comprising
M. li. ^aniord's bay colt Monarchist (the winner oi
the Anuual Stakes), A. Belmont's chestnut colt
Telegram. M. A. LHtell's gray filly Mary Clark, H.
G. Thomas' bay filly Aureola, Joiin Morrisaey'schestnut coll Defender, M. U. Sanford's bay mare
Niagara, John O Dounell's bay colt Harlc, W. It.
