Mr. M. D. Howard, when ho saw the Are rapidly
approaching his residence, visited every room In
tbe honso tor tho last time. The house was ele¬
gantly lurnished, and the due piano, together with
every article of furniture, was destroyed. Nothing
was saved but a little personal clothing. The family
took refuge on a tug and were taken toward tue
mouth or niacfc T ake to a place of safety. GeorgeHowurd was very diligent In picking up ohlldien
and women who were running frantically about, in
places of danger and removing them to a place of
raiety. In tins way he saved numerous lives. He
sometunes bad to capture them by main force to
wve them from ocstruoUon.
The city Hotel at firs', was considered by Mr.

Myers out of danger, but his most valuable articles
he lortunoiely buried in tho i,'round, and those were
all that were, saved of the best lio'el in the ciry. The| house w .is iti flames when tho familr and boarders
.scaped. The otner hotels all shared the same rate.

Mr. George Howard, at the very commencement
of the lire, took fourteen spades and handed tbein
each to Hollanders, wim were standing arouud, and
requested ihem to use theiu m throwing sand on the
lire, so us to pivvcut U from spreading to the de¬
struction of the eity. They actuallv refused to
work, givinir as a re won thai ft was Snnday, and it
would be wrong to no any work on tnat day. Had
tuey gone to work like men this terrible conflagra¬
tion and suffering might possibly have been pre¬vented.

Shore Kailroad, between Holland and Pigeon River,
were in flames. The miles of marsh were ono sheet
oi ftamc. and it was with great dnttcuity tho train
cam* uuough. Tbe heat inside the cars was in¬
tense.

A roossago from Mr. A. 0. Iloward was received
i»v th* Irani, statin-' tnat the people were In danger
ol starving, oh all the stores were destroyed, and
asking that a supply be lnmiudiateiy shipped. Mr.
I>. Cu'ier Immediately called on the stores and
ordered a supply of crackers, and alt tho cooked
provisions tnat could be collected sent to ihe depot.

In me event
ing a tire broke out. near C&ufleid'd mill, and the
tiro company promptly repaJved to th» sci'no or
action, but tho wind blew the smoke and band
at audi a lcartul rate that they were
almost blinded, and could not cneck tho
headway or the names. About ten o'clock
me engine gave out. and durlnt' tue balance or the
scene"was powerless to acuist. in a snort time tno
mill ami about .twenty sm ill dwellings, tho boa -ding
house, lightnoaao, ptora, lumber pile , and Mr. Ilor-
tun's house wore in flumes. Tyson & Robturfou's
three Immes and tno tug Rlstnarek were iu the
Kt.r »a:n between the tire-, tout eacaiwd by almost a
miracle. A scow loaded with show and a pi e driver
were cnt Ionia and flo.itod down the rtver. Tno
pile driver w<ison hie. but fortunately it did no
harm. The barge Frankfort and several other ve.s-
kcIs were uear tue mill, but went np the river to a
place of siiety.
