THE OPENING ARGUMENT,

Mr, BARTLETT—Your Honor, in the case of Foley
VA, the Supervisors and others, I am here on behalf
of the Department of Pablic Works in support of an
application for & modification of the injunciion here-
tofore granted Ly you in this action. The modifica-
ion we ssk for 18 one which was ordered by Your
Honor on the injuncton &s it stands, but by some
wct of omission was lefl out, not by ine, for I was
not then counsel for the department. It 18
& modification in the precise words well
selecied by Your Honor, as applied to the other
departments which are excepled from the effects of
the Injunction; it s merely that the Department of
Pubiic Works “‘may do tnat which 1L 1s required by
law to do:'* that the funds may be provided for it
which are authorized and required by law to be
provided. I conceive that to be a modification
eminently fit for the Court to make of its' own

FUKTURR EXFLANATION BY TUE JUDGR

Judge BapNaARD—I will tuke the papers and look
At the order to see what alterauion, U aoy, 18 to be
made 1n the injuncuon as granted, or the wnjane-
uon order as presented; but 1 will say, io my judge
ment, It 18 lmpossible for ALy person Lo obitain &
dollar wrongfully out of the lreuu&ys. The gentle-
man who spoke last misapprehends the original
order, It was nol to set aside the laws, but Lo see
that they were hoaesuy carried out by the meun
temporarily entrusied wilh ofice; &and, In
regard  to the allegation or  suguestion
of Mr. Bartiets, that nothing was proved agalnst
Mr. ‘I'weed, nothing was charged against hin ex-
cept that he was interested 1n & certain printing
oompany, which he dented; and it was not claimed
thui any charge rested against him on that proceed-
1ng, except that as one of the Board of Works they
were ralsing money not suthornzed by law. The
Court mtended to accomplish what no remedy ex-
15ted for in law. By 118 inherent power the Court of
Eqguity has a right 1o step in and prevent the squan-
dering ol public money, to prevent the Governor
even or any one else, by an injunction.

CHARGE OF RECORDER HACKETT.

The Accused Pronounced ““Not Guilty,
on the Ground of Insanity.”

The trial of Willlam Rndd, chargea with killing
his wife by throwing her out of a tenement house
window in Reade street last May, was concluded
yesterdny, Previons to the adjournment on Friday
counsel for the defence called Mr. Goorge Paddock,
who sccompanied him to the premises where the
alleged murder was committed, and who placed
himself In the position which tue withess Hume
occupled when ne swore that he saw Ruodd strug-
gling with his wife and throwing her out of the
window. Paddock sald that it was impossible to
see what Hume testifled Lo seeing.

TESIMONY AS TO THE PR SONER'S INSANITY.

The first witness cailed for the deience yesteraay
was Willlam D. Harris, 8 merchant and a3 member
of the Port Soctety and of the Mariners' church.
Knew the prisoner elght years, who was a membar
In good standing of the church; during the last
year, and o lew weeks before the Killlng, the pris-
oner spoke to the witness about the Intemperance
and unkindness of his wife, and shed tears while
speaking of it; he appearea to speak In o kind tone
of her, although he said Ale wus & bad woman.

Samuel Elloit, the misslonary of the Mariner's
churen, sald he knew the prisoner for the last six
years, and that his character for peaceableness and
sobriety was good, but for the last year he noticed &
change In his deportment; he sought the aavice of
the witness respecting how he shouid act in refer-
ence to his wite, who was acting badly, saying that
he loved her very much; his conversation
was  “muxed up” a good deal, and he (the
witness) remarked to  persons that he be-
lieveda Rudd wua going crazy; Rudd always
professed to be greatly devoted to hls wile;
this was six wecks before the death of Mra Rudd;
the prisoner complalned that s wile did not take
care of the house, would not get his supper, was in-
temperate and took & man to board 1n the house, n

whose room she was locked up all night; when he
spoke of his troubles he seemed very much excited
and wept 8 great deal.

Louis B, Dartois testified that he knew the prise
oner and nis wife since 1866; that his treatment or
Ier was RIways very kind and gentie, but that she
used tantelizing words to him,

Joha R. Finiey, a clerk with Brush & Clarke, sald
that just previous Lo the occurrence the prisoncr
came %o borrow money irom Mr, Brush to give to
his wife; he was exeited, sobbed and wruog his
hanis; the prisoner sail to Fiadey that s wils
wonld give him no peace unless #he nad money;
thist she was hall Indlan ana balt Irish, aod that he
belleved she wenl with other men; be spoke of
loving his wite very muach; of loviug the ground she
walked on; he seemed 1o pe in greal fear of his
wife; witgess asked m if he was alrald sie would
kil Bim, to wineh he maile no rep&.

Elizabeth Muichamp testified that Ruda was a
aniet, obedlent hosband, waile hls wie was an
ugly-tempered woman; on tne Thursday Letore toe
killing the prisoner and his wife were at the house
of the witness; he appeared to treat her kindly, and
although ahe had been aWAy rn him for weeka
he did not npbiraid ner; the prisouer was religious,
and when he read his Bible or swid prayers she
would make fun of him; witness on one occasion
saw Fol ,.J and Mrs, Rudd acling improperly; she

would call Rudd insnlung names, and tei him to
golmeu; at such times Kudd would smie and say
nothing.

Annie Martin gave similar testimony, and addea
that on the day preceding the Kiling the prisoner
came to the room of the wituess nt fifty times to
mngquire if is wilfe had returned, only remaining a
moment: she (Lbe WIlNess) Iemar thet she
guessed Ruodd would be crazy.

Rev, Dr. Murphy, of the Port Boclety, testifled
that Rudd was o member of his church, and that
within a year he told Dr. Murphy that nia wife was
treating him badly; had taken a man into the house
to board: slept in nis room and refused Lo sleep with
him; he was In a very great siate of excitement
at thau time; on the Sanday evening before the
occurrence Rudd visited witneas and stated that his
wile had left him and gone awny with another man,
that he loved her very much, was willing to
work his iands off 11 she wouldomndy eome back and
ive with him; he did not want & separation.

George Durlee, who knew the prisoner and his
wifle, said that some time last March she, in com-
pany with the man Foley, came to his house; she
sald she had 1eft that English slinnlol of hers; the
witness sald, “* You are very foollsn; it will sey the
man erisy; he told me he worshipped the ground
you walked upon;'” she sald, “He 18 crazy already;
1 don’t want 1o have anything more 10 do with hiny,'

Thomas Havir.on, the sexton of the church of
wilch RHuda was & member, sald that sometimes
during the last year he would goto church i o
raving state avout bis wile; that she bad left him,
anqd that he loved her as his own soul; m Feornary
or March be used language which ladies onglit not
1o hear, stating that 1c was enough toset & man
raving mad 1o bave such a nice wiie as she was ana
haa not #lept with her for mne months.

Edward N. Taller, Jr., James T. Tailer, Richard
B. Baker and James Devim were examined. Yhe
prisoner was in the employ of the Messrs. Tailer for
slX years, during which time be was an upright
and sober man. These witnesses all testified that
within the last year a great and perceptible change
had taken place In Rudd in consequence of his
wife's behavior; he seemed 1o gradually lose his
memory; woula sit down and cry for hsif an hour
at a time, and acted io such & way as to lead them
1o believe that he was acting 1o & CTazy manner;
although they placed the gredtest confidence 1o his
honesty they took the Keys of the store Irom him
and watched his movements.

Dra, Raymon Amible aud M. A. Bal'ey, who had
listened to all the evidence given respecting the
condition of the prisoner's mind withio whe last few
months, testified that, in their opinlon, there wis a
doubt as to lis sanity at the time the ack was com-

matted.
BUMMING UP,

Connsel proceedml 0 sum up the case, Mr.
Townsend contending that 1t was cleariy demon-
strated tnat il Rudd threw his wile out of the win-
dow he was insane at 1he thine, Assistant District
Attorney Sullivan contended that the significant
expresstons of Rudd after s wile was thrown from
the winaow showed that he Knew the natare of the
act he committed when ne sawd, “I give in; il she
diea 1 will be hung; if she Uves [ will be sent to the
State Prison.”

THE CHARGE,

Recorder HACKETT proceeded to dellver a clear
and interesiing charge.
