President of the Royal Geographical Bociety of
Great Dritain, whose demise Is reported by tele-
graph. lis was a varled and eventful life. Edu-
cated at the Marlow Military Coliege, he recelved a
commission in 1807 in the Thirty-sixth regiment of
the lne, and took part with his regunent In
toe Peninsular campalgns. Having served for
spme time with distinction in the lne he
recetved an appointment on the staff of his uncle,
Bir Alexander Mackenzle, in Siclly, Whlle
Spain he participated in the battle of Vimelra, and
was present at the ceiebrated retreat of Sir John
Moore. Un his marriage, in 1815, with tne daughter
of General Hugouin he resolved on abaudoning the
profession of armns, and retired to the Contlnent
with lis wife, where he gave his leisure to the stydy
of geology, to which he wus passionately pt-
tached. It was not, however, unil 1822 that

he devoted himself entrely to the pursuit
of science, under the advice of Sir Hum-
phry Davy. Placing hunsell under the

threction of Lyell he selected geology as his favorite
study, and, after & very severe preparatory dis-
cipline, commenced a series of scientific explora-

tions, which were atténded with marked suce ess,
apa resulted ln discoverles ol great scientific value,
In 1838 ne published & work on the Silurian system,
In wnuch he developed some new theoriea on the

older sedimentary deposits in England and Wales,
His vook attracted constderable attenlion at the
time ol It publication, and has since been re garded
A8 4 slandard authoriy. His atiention was not

contined (0 England: (n the course ol his long hie
ne fouml time [0 make extcamve explorabions in
Nortnern Italy, the Auvergoe district ol France, the
Eustern Alps apd many portions of  Nerthern
Europe, including Poland, the Carpathian range
and the palweozoic rocks of Scandinavia. During his
northern expedition he made a survey of Russia,
for which ne was made Kuight of the Hussian Urder
Ol 8t Anne. Un the appearance of his geulaFJ‘ of
Russla the Emperor ordered it 1o be transiated into
the Kussian language, and conferred on the author
the Grand Cross ot the Order of S5t. Stanilaus, an
honor which the coaracter and importance ol the
work fully justnfied. Among his most important
discoveries must be placed his demonsiration oi the
existence of distnct guneissic masses on the north
of Scotiand. His observations on the Ural Moun-
tauns and the gold fields of America were ol the
utmost vulue 1n the development of thewr mneral
resourees,  Sir Roderick contidbuted constantly to
the sclealifio periodicals in the intervals of his

wore serlous labors, and never ceased to take
a4 warmm wterest o the popularization ol sclence.
He ok an active part In the organization of the
Hritisn Association lor the Advancement of Sclence,
In 1546 e was clected Fresident, and continued to
bold this nonorable position to the tume of his death,
The lnfirouties ol age In later years prevented his
actve co-operation in scientifle rezearch, and he has
principally appeared belore the public as the (rlend

of Dr. Lavingstone, In whose explorations In
Alrlca he  waa deeply interested. Amosg the
most  diligent  investig@tors  of s Ume  Sie

Roderick dellghted w overcome obsticies which
would nave dishenrtened men less devoted to the
Interest of sclence, S0 long as a doubt exlsted hils
active mind seemed sumualated o greater exertion
until the problem was satistuctorily solved., A lile
of consciencous labor has given to the sclentific
world mauy useful discoveries aml novel speculn-
tions, which will profit the suudent o the path of
relence.  Bir Roderiek had reached the very ripe
age of sevenly-nine yecars, and at the time of his
death was Darector Geoeral of the Geological Sars
vey ol Great HBritamn, and DMrector of the Metropoll-
tau School of Sclence 1o Mining and Aris,
